
BLUE LAWS WE
TO BE REVIVED,

Jersey City Saloon Keepers Will

Attempt to Silence Church
Organs Next Sunday.

Organists May Be Arrested Under an

Old Statute Prohibiting Playing
of Music on the First Day.

LIQUOR COULDN'T BE HAD YESTERDAY.

Every Place in Jersey City and Hoboken
Closed.Rev. Mr. Scudcier Suggested
That Preachers Be Arrested for

Working on the Sabbath.

It rained yesterday, but nevertheless Jer¬

sey City was not a place where wet goods
were obtainable. The saloons were closed

ap tighter than ever and not an arrest was

aiade for violation of the Excise lay.
Chief of Police Murphy had men out in

plain clothes, but they did not detect any

aide doors open; in fact, the majority of

saloon keepers had the shades of theii

places raised so that a clear view of the
interior could be obtained from the street.
The few saloon keepers who still persisted
la defying the law and kept their places
spen took many chances. Both the police
and Christian Endeavor spies were again
out after them. The police were greatly in

evidence, and the Christian Endeavor

Bleuths kept very quiet. Still, it was known

that they were about. Evidence against a

number of saloon keepers is said to have

been obtained by them.
The saloon keepers, or especially those

who are members of the Jersey City Heights
Liquor Dealers' Association, Intend to re¬

taliate next Sunday. The association has

already called upon the city officials tor
the enforcement of all the old "blue la^s.

and, upon evidence secured by one of its

members, a grocer has been arrested for

selling a box of sardines upon Sunday.
Police Justice Douglass is to decide the
case to-day. The association Intended to

stop the playing of all church organs yes¬
terday, but deferred action for a week.
Next Sunday, it is said, they will visit all
churches in the Hudson City section of rtie
city, secure the names of the organists,
and then cause their arrest under an old law
that prohibits the playing of music upon
the Sabbath.
The association's novel move will De

watched wi"b Ipterest by the citizens of
Jersey City.

ARRESTED FOR CARRYING BEER
iliceman Warren, of the Third Precinct.

io was upon special excise duty in the
irst Precinct yesterday, shortly before 6

p m., noticed Mrs. Katherine McNally, of
No. 144 Bright street, carrying a can filled
with beer along the street. When she re¬
fused to inform him where she had pur¬
chased the beer he placed her under arrest,
and also locked up her sixteen-year-old
son, who interfered in his mother's behalf.
The action of the liquor dealers was thus

commented upon last night by Rev. John
L. Scudder, pastor of the Tabernacle, Jer¬
sey City, in a prelude to his regular ser¬
mon
"The saloon keepers of Jersey City have

broken the Sunday laws with impunity so
-¦T.rs that they regard themselves

as occupying a position superior to all law.
They thought they owned the Government
and could do as they pleased, but rece,*
events have dispelled this vain de^alontand now they feel like a man ^g^overingfrom a debauch. They are Jnliappy and
cross and disposed to fr®, their minds.
During the past few wee]-g many of them
have been made to igej error of their
ways, and at preseut they Whine and com¬
plain of being persecuted. If being forced
to obey lavv persecution, persecutedTi ^ v 'il be as long as religion stands for
m .<-. than cant and pious gush. The so-
called persecution is the normal result of
several years of agitation among the
chinches upon the subject of Christian
citizenship and good government, and as
yet the movement is in its Infancy.
"That the rnmsellers of this city are

pretty thoroughly frightened is a gratify¬
ing fact. At first they had a sudden at¬
tack of piety and read lectures on
the impropriety and meanness of obtaining
evidence against them by sending detec¬
tives to sample their liquors. When they
found us too hard-headed to be affected by
such mawkish sentimentalism they aban¬
doned their pious talk and began to threat¬
en our Christian Endeavor detectives with
loss of business. Their latest move, ac¬

cording to the newspapers, will be to ar¬
rest all the organists who dare to play in
the churches on the Sabbath day. W hether
any such arrests have been made to-day I
cannot say. I see that our Tabernacle or¬
ganist is yet unmolested and works the
keyboard a'nd pedals without fear of being
thrust into .a prison cell.

SUGGESTS HIS OWN ARREST.
"Now I would suggest to the saloon keep¬

ers that they arrest the pestiferous preach¬
ers and be done with It. Why not nip
this crusade in the bud? Working on Sun¬
day is against the law, and preachers work(
harder on Sunday than any other day in
the week. Why not jail them in company
with the organists? Why discriminate
against the musicians and let the ministers
go free? Then there are the sextons and
the deacons, who work so hard taking up
the collections. Why not 'run them in'
also? We offer these suggestions to the
enemy because we pity them in their pres¬
ent plight."

....Itev Claude Raboteau, pastor of the
Parmly Memorial Baptist Church, also com¬
mented upon the liquor dealers' threatened
action against the organists.
Hoboken people who wanted beer yester¬

day. sought It in vain. All the members
of the Hoboken Protective Innkeepers' As¬
sociation closed their saloons. They also
assisted the police in securing evidence
against the violators of the Excise law.
Throughout the North Hudson towns the

saloons were generally closed.

Fifty-Pound Chunk of Iron, Part of a Burst

Fly-Wheel, Sailed 400 Feet
Over a House.

New Brighton, 8. I., June 7..Nearly a

score of men, women and children were

sitting on the piazzl of the Belmont, a

large boarding-house, on Richmond terrace,
at this place, yesterday afternoon, when a

heavy crash was heard above their heads.
With cries of alarm, they rushed from the
piazza.
The crash was heard In the stores oppo-!

site, and it was several minutes before the
excitement subsided.

It was found that the fly-wheel of a cir¬
cular saw. at James Crabtree & Son's coal

yard, on the shore of the Kill von Kull, had
burst while running at a high rate of speed.
One piece of iron weighing over fifty
pounds had crashed through the second
floor and the roof of the building and had
sailed through the air over a five-story
building, crushed the cornice of the Bel¬
mont and then fell on the roof of the piazza.
The distance travelled by the missile was

about 400 feet.

IS AGAINST PAGAN CULTURE.

Dr. Patton, of Princeton, Dec'ares for the
Bible as a Text Book.

Princeton, N. J., June 7..The baccalaure¬
ate sermon In connection with the 149th an¬

nual commencement of Princeton College
was delivered this morning by President
Francis L. Patton. He chose for his text,
"Ye ape the light of the world. " He said
in part:
"The Sermon on the Mount and the two

epistles to the Corinthians constitute the
liteerature which has moralized t^he world.
The influence of all the pagan moralists
cannot compare with that of th£ First Epistle
to the Corinthians alone. And yet we hesi¬
tate about introducing the study of this
greatest text book on morals into our col¬
lege curriculum."
Speaking of rhe value of education, Dr.

Patton said: "Some men may say that the
main idea of college education' is discipline,
to fill the student with Latin and Greek
culture and to pour mathematics Into him,
but I rejoice that Princeton has maintained
a high standard of morality. The aim of
her teaching has been to Install into her
students a firm belief in solid Christianity,
rather than to turn them into the world
with a finished culture derived from pagan
writers. When we stand for this religion
we stand for the perpetuity of the home, for
the maintenance of law an(| for the obliga¬
tions of morality."

HELD A MEMORIAL SERVICE.

Former Parishioners of the Late Father
Fransiola Gathered at His Grave,

The fifth annual memorial service at the
grave of the Rev. Joseph Fransiola, rector
and founder of St. Peter's Roman Catholic
Church, Warren and HIclks streets, Brook¬
lyn, under the auspices of St. Peter's
Catholic Library Association, was held at
the cemetery of the Holy Cross, Flatbush,
yesterday at 5 p. m.
Over three thousand people, mostly

former parishioners of the deceased priest,
were present to perpetuate his memory.
The services were opened with a prayer by
the Rev. Thomas S. Duhigg, formerly
assistant pastor of St. Peter's, and now
rector of the Catholic Mission at Sayvllle,
L. I. At the conclusion of the prayer, a

requiem was sung by St. Peter's Glee Club.
The Introductory speech was made by John
F. Short, the president of St. Peter's
Library Association, who Introduced Peter
D. Byrne, who delivered the panegyric of
the day. A report from the Memorial Com¬
mittee was read by Secretary Charles A.
Webber at the grave, and the services
were concluded with songs by the glee
club and a prayer by the Rev. P. J.
Kenney.

MORE ROOM FOR CONVICTS.

Improvements at the Trenton State Prison

Soon to Be Completed.
Trenton, N. J., June 7..It Is expected

that the new wing and hospital at the
New Jersey State Prison will be completed
within a fiioti1thr"and will be ready for oc¬

cupancy shortly after the Fourth of July.
There remains considerable work on that
part of the building to be used as the hos¬
pital, but everything is now being pushed
forward to a speedy completion.
When the surplus convicts are transferred

from the other greatly overtaxed wings
to the new building, the present state of
affairs, whereby the law providing for a
cell for each convict is being constantly
violated, will no longer exist.
Thf* original cost and the expense of the

subsequent Improvements have made a total
outlay for the prison of nearly $700,000 by
the State. The prison will contain 900 cells
In all.

building and stock, and Coutary's about
the same.

BISHOP SIM

Defeats a Fight Made Against
High Church Ceremonies

at Bayonne.
Pastor Was Charged by a Faction

with Being a Romanist
at Heart.

MANY SPECIFIC ALLEGATIONS MADE.

Bishop Decides That the Attendance Shows

No Dissatisfaction and Refuses to

Interfere.Preacher Takes
a Vacation

In a report just made public the Church
Society of the Parish of St. John s (Epis¬
copalian), of Bayonne, N. J.,
defeat in its attempt to have R'ght I

Bishop Thomas A. Starkey, of the Diocese
of Newaik, admonish their rector, Iiev,
T. Lacelles Jenner, for his ritualistic ten¬

dencies in conducting the services at t.

John's.
,

St. John's is one of the prettiest of the
Bayonne churches, and ever since its erec¬

tion about a half dozen years ago, has
been known as a "High" church. About two

years ago the Rev. Mr. Jenner.who, by the
way, is spoken of and addressed by his
adherents as "Father" Jener-succeeded
the late Rev. Obadlah Valentine as rector of
St. John's. He is a young Englishman, and
was assistant priest at St. Mary's Episcopal
Church, Hoboken, before going to Bayonne.
No sooner had the young rector assumed
charge of the parish and officiated at se\-
eral services than there arose a feeling of
stern opposition, which subsequently de¬
veloped Into indignation among a large
number of the congregation.
Rev. Mr. Jenner preached the real pres¬

ence of the body and blood of Jesus Lhilst
in the holy communion. He advocated
confessions, signed himself with the cross,
administered ashes on Ash Wednesday,
used incense and holy water and other
methods in the Sunday service peculiar to
the Roman Catholic Church. In fact his
methods and teachings forced his opponents
to come out openly and declare that Father
Jenner was a Roman Catholic at heart and
should go over body and soul to that faith
and stop trifling with the hitherto har¬
monious congregation of St. John's. They
remained away from the church and with¬
drew their children from the Sunday-school.
Father Jenner, however, was not without

his supporters, and they remained stead¬
fast iu their loyalty to him. He was ap¬
pealed to by the protesting faction to de¬
sist from his extreme ritualism, but turned
a deaf ear on their requests. Last Winter
Father Jenner brought Father Huntington
and two nuns, of the Order of tlie Holy
Cross to St. Johns's, where they conducted
a two weeks' mission. This act served to
increase the feeling among the malcon¬
tents, and they then decided on open re¬
bellion.
A meeting was held, and about fifty male

and female members, with Mr. Clarence
Beebe as chairman, organized themselves
into the Church Society of the Parish of
St. Johns's. Father Jenner's methods were
roundly denounced.
A committee was appointed to draft a

specific complaint, and strong resolutions
denouncing Father Jenner for presentation
to Bishop starkey. The committee, con¬

sisting oi Messrs. Oiurence i>eet»«, ~onn ij.
Durvea W. Edmund Spon, A. C. Wood¬
ward. Kenneth Mackenzie. John Thompson
and Thomas A. Preston, all New lork busi¬
ness men. waited on Bishop Starkey at
East Orange, and laid the matter before
liim. The charges were specified as fol-

No. 17, one-third
of neighboring church composed of Epis¬
copalians alienated from St. Johns
The Bishop, after learning what the com¬

mittee had to say. promised It is said to
bring about a conference In which both
sides should be heard. That was in Feb¬
ruary, but all along the Bishop showed no
inclination to interfere with Father Jen¬
ner The latter continued to conduct the
affairs of St. Johns's in his usual way,
whollv ignoring the disgruntled element. A
short' time ago the committee sent the
Bishop a reminder and in response received
the following:
Mr Clarence Beebe.Dear Sir: I have given

carefu' attention to the complaints made over
the signature of yourself and others and directed
against the teachings of the rector of St. Jobn s
Church, Bayonne. and his manner of conducting
the services, and have reached the following con-

ClThat, inasmuch as the congregation at large
which worship* In this church is satisfied with
tte ministrations of the rector, nsclearlysho^nbv the almost undiminished numbers attending
the services, more especially that of the Holy
Communion. and. moreover, as the case is not
one that can be brought under the test of canon¬
ical procedure I cannot a.low myself to inter¬
fere where Interference^ouW b^n^.stt|hle.
The feeling was one of great disappoint¬

ment to the society, and Secretary W ood-
ward wrote the Bishop telling him so, and
also regretting that the prelate had ignored
the agreement to effect a meeting between
the rector and the committee.
The friends ot Father Jenner are more

than delighted by the Bishop s action. The
voung rector Is now on his way to his old
home in England for a two months restan. recreation, and will, it is said, return
with a bride.

CHURCH FIGHT IN JERSEY.

Pastor Preaches to Empty Pew», and His
Church Is Going: to Ruin.

Westfleld, N. J., June 7.-Rev. Joseph B.
Jennings, of Netherwood, is exultant. The
first Sunday in June has passed and Grace
Protestant Episcopal Church remains closed.
Mr. Jennings still styles himself the rector,
but the church is practically out of ex-

'^Tlie pastor came here four years ago. He
was talented, energetic and aggressive and
the church attained high prosperity Trouble
arose, however, and the dissatisfied faction
made charges of drunkenness against Jen¬
nings before Bishop Scarborough He was
acquitted, but the congregation declined to
further recognize him. The Bishop was
appealed to to out him, but he declined to
interefere. The rector held the fort, and
for months had services regularly, without
a soul attending.
No salary was paid him and he sued the

church for It. He won the suit, although
/\ l'red Mills, who had given the ground for
the church, put in a counter claim and
carried the case to the Appellate Court.
It was hoped that, with the opening of
June a compromise might be effected, and
the parish be given possession. But the
authorities could do nothing and Mr. Jen¬
nings will take the suit to the Court ofjErrors and Appeals, and if decided in his
favor the edifice, now falling in ruin, will
be sold by the Sheriff.

Bore the Signature of a Friend, Who Has

Forgiven Him.
Elizabeth, N. J., June 7..Early last even¬

ing James M. Thatcher, of No. 15 Baltic
street, this city, entered the clothing store
of Sternberg & Co., on First street, and
after buying a small bill of goods tendered
in payment a check for $8. drawn to the
order of Henry Smith and signed "W A
M. Mack."
Mr Sternberg telephoned to Dr. Mack, a

physician of the city, and Dr. Mack de¬
nied signing any such check and pronounced
it a forgery, at^the same time advising the
immediate aTFest of the man who pre¬
sented it.

ERIE IS BEATEN AT LAST.
*

It and Its Lobbyists Fought Hard Against a

Safe y Gate Law, but Are
Worsted.

Franklin, N. J., June 7..The residents
of this place are jubilant over the de¬
cision of the Supreme Court making it
compulsory f9r the Erie Railroad and other
corporations to protect the grade crossings,
particularly in this town and Avoudale,
which are at present regular death traps.
Many lives have been sacrificed as the re¬
sult of the refusal of the Erie road to
erect gates.
The history of the fight to have a law

passed through the Legislature to compel
the Erie to erect gates is a very interest¬
ing one, particularly the fight of the lob¬
byists for the railroad. Assemblyman
Skinner, who is counsel for Franklin, in¬
troduced a bill giving to the local au¬
thorities of towns, townships and bor¬
oughs power to compel railroad companies
to protect grade crossings. The bill was
introduced for the particular benefit of this
place, but the bill extended the power to
all other towns as well. The bill met the
persistent opposition of the railroad lob¬
byists of the Erie company, fighting it at
every step. The bill finally passed the
Assembly, but was pigeon-holed in the
Senate. It was gotten out and passed
eventually, but with an amendment at¬
tached giving the railroads the right to ]
appeal to the courts to determine whether
protection was necessary. This amend¬
ment was the work of the lobbyists. The
Governor signed the bill. The Township
Committee of Franklin then passed an
ordinance requiring the Erie to erect gates
and keep a flagman at all grade crossings.
The company was notified and under the

law has thirty days in which to comply.
The Erie company took advantage of the
appeal amendment and when It came be¬
fore Judge Depue, the latter dismissed
the application, holding that the section
of the law giving railroads the right to
appeal to the courts was unconstitutional,
as it delegates to the judicial branch of
the Government powers which alone be¬
longs to the legislative branch. The case
was finally taken to the Supreme Court on
a writ of certiorari and yesterday a de¬
cision was given by the court compelling
the railroads to have ffagmen at all cross¬

ings from 7 a. m. to 9 p. m.
Backed by the decision of the court, the

Township Committee will pass another
ordinance requiring the grade crossings to
be protected and this ordinance the Erie
road will have to live up to as required by
law.

Relatives the Next Day.

proposed prohibiting scorching and train¬
ing bicyclists on the county roads.
The members of the Roads Committee of

the Board has been petitioned by the
authorities of several townships that these
very common practices*endanger both life
and limb. The Board feels bound to con¬

fine the wheelmen to the race track and
the side streets.
Chief Consul Potter has given the Free¬

holders the assurance that they will have
the co-operation of the League of American
Wheelmen in the matter, and the local
consuls will urge that the Board prohibit
the speeding of horses on the roads, hold-
ing that It is equally as dangerous, and
quite as common as scorching by bicy-
clists.

Within a Short Time Before

Her Death.

MANY NEW CASES SOON DEVELOPED.

Carelessness on Somebody's Part Led to
the Outbreak and the Health Board

Is Censured.Almost an

Epidemic.
Passaic, N. J., June 7..What has almost

assumed the proportions of an epidemic of
diphtheria has broken out in this city, and
if it continues to spread all the public
schools will have to be closed.
The cause of the spread of the disease

seems to be the mistake on the part of
some one In properly isolating the first
case that came to the notice of the Health
Board.

,This case broke out Tuesday last in tne
family of Jacob Glazer, a barber, at No.
103 Park place, when his eight-year-old
daughter, Elizabeth, was stricken. In the
same family are three other children. All
four attend Public School No. 1, on Pas¬
saic street, of which Miss Mamie Sullivan
is the principal.

mUntil Thursday, when Dr. R. H. Ter-
hune was called, the Glazer girl and her
sister and two small brothers continued
to attend school regularly. Dr. Terbune,when he was called, ordered the case iso¬
lated at once and the house placarded. His
instructions, it seems, were not carried
out until Friday morning. At 4 o'clock
that afternoon, after being in bed but a
few hours, Lizzie died. When the facts
became known there was a great deal of
indignation expressed against the health
authorities for what would seem to be
great carelessness in handling the case.
The fact that five or six children in widelyseparated portions of the city were soon
afterward stricken and a large number
thoroughly exposed, did not tend to allaythe talk. Undoubtedly many more scholars
who came into contact with the Gia^er
girl will be stricken.
The cases reported this morning are

about two miles apart. Two are in thefamily of Caterer J. J. Wilson, on Main
avenue. The other is on Passaic street,where Bertha Hemingway is a victim tothe disease in its most virulent form.
