horses is it true that he who hesitates is
luat. And Mr. Flynn constantly hesitates,
thereby loeflng good chances to send his
fields awav. only to yield to temptation by
letting the horses go {to a much worse send
off a few mom^fflits later. The starting
machine does ^oem to help him much.
He uses It, as it 'has been used altogether
hitherto around liere, as a linlug-up ar¬

rangement. and the starter appears incapa¬
ble of judging whether the horses are

sufficiently in line to drop the flag when
the barrier goes up. A positively horrible
Btart was made in the fifth race yesterday.
Arbuckle was left altogether, and a present
of the purse was made to the rank out¬
sider, Marsh Harrier. All the favorites
were beaten at the* starv, though a well
backed horse ran a wchderful race and
landed second money. In the two-year-old
stake, without the machiine, results were

lust about as bad. King's Counsel was to
all intents and purposes left, and- the field
was strung right out.
King's Counsel's owner, Mr. Charles

Head Smith, of Chicago, was in despair
after- the race. "NVhat can I do?" he
asked. "This makes the tenth State in
which I have started a horse since the
mnaui opened, and in oaeli Individual case

my horses have been either left or have
got off so badly as to have virtually no.

chance to win."
When he started horses at Brighton

Beach and other small tracks, Mr. Flynn
made the reputation Which secured him
his present position with the Jockey Club.

She collapsed before reaching the stretch
and Cassette showed prominently, with
Lady Greenway, Graciosa and Juno the
contenders. Juno only ran moderately game
and in a hard finish Cassette got home by
a head from Graciosa, with the favorite a
neck away.
A handicap at a mile and a furlong looked

a good thing for Tatrlcian, who went to the
post at even money. He ran a very poor
race and finished absolutely last, being un¬
able to get to his favorite position in front
on the backstretch. The finish was a clinker.
Chai'ade, who was pacemaker, relinquished
the lead to Septour in the stretch, and the
latter fought it out with the big mare
Emma C.. who had been striding along in a

prominent place all the way. Hamilton rode
,her with rarely good judgment and nursed
her home first by a head from Septour.
Charade and Marshall had an equally hot
fight for third money, the former getting it
Ay a head.

Mr. Flynn settled the fifth race, in which
?eleven two-year-olds met at five furlongs,
when he dropped the flag with Marsh Har¬
rier o«t_ in front. Her Own and Don Bias,
left.

Gardner managed to get
away badly, lengths behind the leaders, but
the filly ran a rare race, and landed second
money, though she could not catch the
leadeir. Her Own was third.

aster, Handspring being the only favorite
of the day to win. Buokrehe was at odds-
on ana made the winning.

Shows Have Done Some Good,
but Their Usefulness Is,

After All, Limited.

Public Educated to the Correct Types
of Horse, but Where Are

These to Be Found.

FARMERS TOO OFTEN RAISE BRUTES.

Government Should, Following the Lead
of Other First-Class Powers, Edu¬

cate and Assist the Private
Breeder.

In spite of all scandals and squabbling
over awards there Is no denying the fact
that horse shows have worked wonders In
Improving our standard for horses, espe¬
cially those which come under the general
caption of heavy harness horses.
Beginning with the National Associa¬

tion's Horse Show in New York and ex¬

tending to all the great cities of the East
and many of the West, a movement has
been created which has stimulated the in¬
born love of the people for line horse flesh
and has educated them to discriminate be¬
tween what is good and what is bad. This
much has the horse show movement ac¬

complished, and something more. It has
induced men of wealth and leisure to join
the ranks of the breeders, and to use their
money in importing the best breeding stock
to be obtained in the Old World and their
leisure lu studying the best means of pro-
ducing the ideal horse.
So far all is ^yell, but there is a limit to

the amount of good which can be accom¬
plished in this way. After all, these men,
if they are not breeding for actual profit,
are, as a rule, breeding for their own pleas¬
ure, or for the glory which may accrue to
them in the show-ring. They do not claim
to be philanthropists or economists, and
would laugh if such an idea were suggested
to them.
The organizers of the National Horse

Show and similar exhibitions simply did
what our government should have done
years ago. It does not matter what their
motives were, whether they were for profit,
social enjoyment, or natural love of horses
.it is enough that they instituted a move¬
ment which, in other countries, is fostered
and encouraged by Governments, and have
carried it on, with decided benefit to the
race of horses.
In fact so well have our people been edu¬

cated to the beauty and fitness of horses
of the right type, that the difficulty which
now arises is.where shall we get the
horses? There are plenty of horses on this
broad continent of ours, and every year
thousands of superfluous horses are being
bred. To the economist in such matters
this is a very discouraging thought, since
it costs no more to rear and feed a good
horse than a poor one, and unfortunately
the vast majority of horses which are bred
by the farming classes throughout the
Middle States and in the West are prac¬
tically worthless.
Many of them are shapeless, loug-bodied.

big-footed, heavy-headed brutes that have
absolutely nothing to recommend them for
anv purpose. The farmer thinks a horse
is all right if he Is only big enough. Every¬
thing is sacrificed to size, and the result
is an animal absolutely worthless for har¬
ness purposes and not even good for
draught use.
In the State of Maine and throughout

New gncland many good bdTges arg. raised
by the farming class. These States are

so thoroughlv stocked with breeding ani¬
mals of good old trotting (notably Morgan)
stock, that the farmers cannot help pro¬
ducing a good, handy type of horse In
many parts of the South, notably A irginia,
Tennessee, flnd, of course, lyentucky, there
is so much good thoroughbred blood among
the horses and such a strong dash of
equally good Anglo-Saxon blood in the peo¬
ple, that these States must be left out of
the complaint which inspires this article.
Then, too, on the great ranches of the

West, horse breeding is being carried on

intelligently in many instances. What can

be done with the breed of so-called native
horses, or Indian ponies. Is stilt an open
question, but certainly good results have
been obtained by crossing with the thor¬
oughbred. the trotter, and even the Per-
cheron. ,,.

But there is a vast breeding ground for
horses in the States which comprise the
middle West.Ohio. Michigan, Illinois, Indi¬
ana, and even In Pennsylvania, New *ork
and New Jersey. Many horses are raised
bv farmers in these States, and many
more could b£ raised if it were shown that
prices could be realized for first-class stock
which would pay the farmer to run the
risk of his outlay. The farmers ought to
be edeuated to this point, and they should
also be taught the right type of horse to
breed. Not only this, but the facilities for
breeding such horses should be placed with¬
in their reach, and this is where our Gov-
vernment should follow the lead of othet
civilized Governments the world over, and
do something in this all-important branch
of domestic economy. . ,.

Xo horseman needs to be told what the
Englsh Government, or, perhaps, more

strlctlv speaking, the Crown, has done for
the breed which It has practically created.
the thoroughbred. France hns accomplished
wonders with trotters and coaching horses
bv Government encouragement. Austria
has taken up the American trotter, as we 1
as the thoroughbred, and by keening stal¬
lions at service throughout the Empire at
a nominal fee is doing splendid work In
Improving its breed of horses.
Russia and Germany are not behind¬

hand in such matters, and the Lnited
States is the only one of the great nations
which has done nothing to foster the in¬
dustry of horse breeding.
The opportunity has now arrived. The

demand for fine horses has been created,
and it only remains for the Government to
assist the farmer breeder to meet it.
The first thing to be done Is to decide

upon the proper cross to produce the horses
desired. Assuming that heavy-harness
horses, which bring the best and surest
price, are to be bred, the farmers should
be taught how to cross the mares now in
their passession so as to produce a type of
horse which may fetch a good price as a

harness horse but which will surely make
a good draught horse.
The Government would not go far wrong

if it were to encourage the use of thor¬
oughbred and hackney stallions upon na¬

tive mares, many of which are trotting-
bred, if they have any breeding at all. The
French coach horse, too, would not be a

bad cross for this purpose, and if some

legislation could be brought about, by
which a number of stalliions of these two
breeds could be placed at service at a
nominal fee at different points in the
States mentioned, the first step toward a

great end would be accomplished.
The next step would be the holding of

shows or competitions, and so inducing
to rivalry, and by a system of rewards
for the bdst results, encourage the farmers
to breed only the best, and at the same
time educate them as to the best means
of doing so.
This work the present horse show sys¬

tem Is not doing to any great extent. The
shows are not held In agricultural dis¬
tricts. nor are they in'any sense for the
benefit of the farming class.

It may seen an impertinence to suggest
such a radical innovation to a Government
which. In most of Its departments, is so

thoroughly and efficiently organized, but it
would seem to be the only means of saving
the vnst amount of money which is wasted
annuallv simply because the breeders of
horses are not sufficiently nlive to their
own interests to breed good horses Instead
of bad ones. RITTENHOUSE.
