GENTRY’'S TRIAL PUT OFF.

Brooke's Continued Absence Causes Post-
ponement Until To-day.

Philadelphla, Jone 25—The trlal of
James B. Gentry, charged with the murder
'of Margaret W. Drysdale, the netress, bet-
ter kuown as Madge Yorke, was postponed
to-diny, on account of the continned absence
of Charles W. Brooke, of New York, the
senlor counsel for the accused.

At 10 o'clock this morning, Mr. Brooie
not having arrived, Judge Yerkes granted
a deliy untll 2 this afternoon, At 2:80
o'clock Gentry entered the conrt room and
took bis seat in the grinoner‘s dock. The
room had been crowded long before the
bour set for the beglunlng of the trial.
Gentry's aged mother, dressed In dee
mournin ollowed the prisoner and too

seat close beslde
er aceused son sat.

After court hnd been enlled to order
Georga F, Monce, junior counsel for the de-
fence, arvse and bunded to Jngiga Yerkes
o telegram, which stated that Mr. Brooke
woonld be nnabie to start for FPhiladeliphia
untll 4 o'elock th afterngon. It stited
thtt the Judge's charge was at the time
being presentad to the jurl\'.ln the Fléming
trial, and for that reqson It was [mpossible
for Mr. Brooke to leava.

EBhe sod ber tiny pets were insepar-
able,

Bright and early Sunday mornlng Miss
Dowell started ont for a trump along Fifth
avenue. Topsy and Beaaty, delighted with
thelr temporary freedom, frisked and
frolicked nil abont thelr pretty mistress,
The three made such a delighifnl pleture
thnt many a promenader turned to lock
after them.

After a long walk, Miss Dowell sat down
for a moment on the coping that surrounds
the lawn In frout of the Cathedfal. She
was a bit tired. The littie dogs were not,
however, and they chased ench other up
and down the grassy plor, dodging In and
out among the enrly morning worshippers
nud enjoying themselves, If ever dogs dld.

BAD FOR PARK BUGS.

Department Sprays Trees About City Hall
with Insect Poison.

The bugs In Clty- Hall Park yesterday
ran up against the first plece of real hard
luck they have engountered/since the warm
wenther started. For severnl weeks bugs
with long names and forelgn ancestry
have Leen eating table d'hotes from the
trees untll In mapy cases the branches
were bare and but skeletons of what they
had formerly been. The Park Depart-
went's bug wagon, under the direcilon of
E. B. Bouthwick, the entomologlst of the
department, arrived on the scéne, with a
tnnje full of bug poison and & squad of men.

The department's bug destroyers carry
thelr outtit in & one-horse wnwon. It con-
aluts of a naphtha engine capable of throw-
Ing -a streum like n steam engine, nnd a
tank holding one hundred gallons of the
material used to destroy the lnesets. The
mixture consists of oné ponnd of London
purple, four guarts of flour and slx poutds
ufrﬁma in one bundred gullons of swater.
The fiuld ls pumped through rubber tubes
fantened to jointed poles and sprayed over
the leaves. The polsvn does not kill unless
the Insect eats the leaft that been
sprayed.

1y In their vagueness s to the tlme of
completing lines projected for the annexed
district.

It Iz understood that the final proposiii-
tlon of thie company will epecify the Imime-
dinte completlon of the Fordham and West
Farms extensions, and the ¥Yonkers llne on
the West Slde.

The company ls also making headway In
its efforts to secure walvers of clulms Tor
damnges from property owners. Few In
the annexed distriet refuse them. On the
proposed West gfreet line In the down-
town dlstrlet and the Centre and Canal
street crosstown line, the Munhattan com-
peny i3 already indemnified agalnst dam-
age clalms by most of the property hold-
ers. By the time the Transit Commission-
ers are ready to act on the Manhatian's
proposition ninety-five per cent of the prop-
perty holders Interested will have submit-
ted to the demands for exemption.

Mayor Strong bas recelved a letter from
Willlnm H. Morrell, of No. 34 West Twen-
ty-fifth street, a promoter, who says he
reprosents n syndleate composed of wealthy
men, proposing to eonstruct for the clty an
clevated rallrond system of 126 miles, ar
the rate of $500,000 a wile, The Mayor

does not approve the Morrell proposition.

Fears He Might Forfeit His Right to
Act in His Present Impor-
tant Office.

MANY VITAL [INTERESTS AT STAKE

Pioneer Andrew H. Green Will Not Be Abls
to Attend the First Session of the
Commission in the Mayor's
Office Tormorrow.

t:;eruptrnllnr Ashbel P. Plteh will not be
& “member of the Grenter New York Com-
mlsgglon. He sald o yesterday In a letter
to Governor Morton, He admits that the
honor of serving wonld be a great one, and
that the work is the most important in the
history of the Siate. Two conslderations
lead him to decline, one of which arizses’
from the guestion whether by accopting the
appointment he might not forfelt his rlght
to act ns Comptroller. Aflter statlng that
he has been furnished with two legal opin-
lons that the aceeptance of membership on
the commisslon Is not the acceptance of
“oflles,” he continues:
I nm not, however, willing to take nny
place, however high, on any legal speculntion
or inforence. If the question shonld be ralsed
nod perhaps, after a year or two of 1litiga-
tion, declded differently from the conclusions
which my advisers have reached: I might
not suffer personally, The Comptroller, how-
ever, dlgne the bonds of the city for many
wmillons of dollars, He acts as & member of
