IT¢ sald that ber stute-
ment of her relationship to Mrs. AJM. Pal-
mer and Sherldan Shuok was correct.

Mprs,  Worden, about twealve yeials ago,
wade a runaway match with a bookmalker,
to whom her paretts were much opposed.
She would not consent to llve with her hus-
band’'s mother and be declined to support
her unless ahe dld. She therefore returned
to her father's home. She soon left him on
the ground that be was too astriet with
her. BSince then she has supported herself.
Her father has not seen her in two years,
Her mother died about seven vears ago.

Mrs. Worden's two unmarried slsters
were [nformod that she had dled In the
street and had been taken to an under-
taker's shop, whence the body was rte-
moved to Potter's Fleld. The famlly werc
anxlous to avold publicity.
