For Four Successive Days the Giants Were
Pursued by One of These Little

Demons and with Disas¬
trous Results.

Like all those who are engaged In any
occupation in which the element of luck
largely enters, baseball players are super¬
stitious. They may not be willing to admit
It, but they are, just the same. The ordi¬
nary superstitions not only prevail, but are

accepted as law. Four-leaved clover and
robbits' feet are sure to charm the fickle
goddess, while cross-eyed "coons," the num¬

ber thirteen and such like are looked upon
as "hoodoos" of the direst description. If,
In driving out in your omnibus from the
hotel to the grounds, you overtake a funeral,
that is a sure sign you will lose, because
you are right in the procession and it is
going your way. But if you meet a funeral,
that is a harbinger of victory, because, if
it represents any one, it must be the other
side. A load of flour barrels, if the barrels
are full, presages good fortune, while, if the
barrels are empty, it is an omen of defeat.
We were playing in Philadelphia, and as

we left the hotel for the grounds a cross¬

eyed "kid" Jumped up on the rear steps,.
There were some uneasy looks exchanged
inside the bus, but no one had courage
enough to chase the hoodoo. The Philadel-
phias won without a struggle. The next day,
just as we were about to start, the same

little villain climbed up on the teteps, and
again the Phillies wiped up the park with
us. The third day he was on hand again,
but this time bat bags, bats, masks, gloves
snd everything else movable were shied at
his head and he made his escape, only, how¬
ever, to run along behind at a safe distance,
wishing us all manner of ill luck. Once
more the home team put it all over us, and
we were beginning" to be a pretty sick
crowd.

IT WAS A VERITABLE HOODOO.
On the fourth and last day, to the relief

aiid delight of all, -the "kid" was nowhere
in sight, and at last it seetrved we were to
have a show to win. About half way to the
grounds, Con Dailey, who was sitting in a
rear corner of the bus, caught me by the
arm and cried to call my attention to some¬
thing on the steps of the bus. I knew in¬
stinctively what it was, and without turn¬
ing around to look, took my bat bag r:id
punched "It" off. In the meantime every
nian had been warned not to look, so that
Iio one except Dailey saw what it was,
tnough we all heard the string of abuse that
followed us. It was the same gamin. It
was Dailey's tuwi to catch and he was on
the score card. I. however, determined to
substitute Cook, and had the latter warm
up. At the last minute Dailey begged to be
put in and I finally consented, though with
a strong foreboding of evil. Dailey himself
was inclined to ridicule the superstition.
His first time at bat he made a two-base
hit, slid into second, broke a bone in his
ankle and did not play again for two
months. As he lav 'writhing in pain and
saw me running toward him. he called out:
"There's your d d hoodoo." Dailey al¬
ways crosses the street now when he sees
one coming.

CHERISHED FOUR-LEAVED CLOVER.
In that memorable year when the Giants

were in last place in June, there came to us

one day in Washington, from somewhere in
New York State, a uackage containing en¬

velopes addressed, in a lady's hand, to each
plaver, and in each envelope, in a neatly
folded paper, was a four-leaved clover. Those
who remember the record of that season
will recall that from that day in Washing¬
ton we began to win and never stopped until
Ave had climbed to the top and brought the
world's championship to New York.
The players, of course, received great

credit for their wonderful fight, and no
doubt many people still think it was their
skill and grit alone that won the day; but
the superstitious and affectionate care with
which the players long afterward guarded
certain little bits of folded paper bore trib¬
ute, at least, to their own appreciation for
the part played that season by the unknown
lassie and her clover leaves.

MAHATMAS AT A DISCOUNT.
Baseball superstitions are often carried to

absurd extremes. The line that divides the
seen from the unseen, that bourne whereat the
known fades into and intermingles with the
unknown, is so uncertain and dimly defined
that once a man gives himseif over to the first
belief in occult influence, there is no limit to the
vagaries of imagination. A certain bat, at crit¬
ical stages, becomes Invested with magical pow¬
ers, or a particular hotel possesses tallsmanlc
charms. One individual is iuvited to a seat on
the players' bench or a ride in the bue to the
grounds, while the approach of another is re¬
ceived with looks of apprehension and the mere
sight of him in the stand is a sign of evil.

If you pin a player down and ask him whether
he actually believes in any of these things, he
will doubtless say no, and as a matter of fact he
really does not; yet he often permits his
thoughts and sometimes his actions to be in¬
fluenced by them. Most of these ideas have their
origin in a spirit of fun. When a team is playing
jn hard luck some player jocularly suggests
something as the cause, and if it happens to
strike the fancy of the others the Joke is ac¬
cepted. Then, if the same occurrence or inci¬
dent is followed by the same result several
times in succession, they finally come to half be¬
lieve in their own invention.
But baseball superstitions are by no means

confined to the players on the field. Many of the
"rooters" also have their pet fancies. Some «of
them have special seats that are luckier than
others, and there Is one lady who attends the
games at the I'olo grounds who declares that if
she scores with a certain pencil the Giants are
sure to win. But, of course, woman-like, she
has recently mislaid her pencil.

In Providence the directors of the club had a
special bench built for themselves just back
of the catcher, and each dignified director was
very particular to fake the same seat each day,for the "Grays" were having a great winningstreak. One day, during a verv exciting -vaine,
one of the "Grays" started to steal second and
much depended upon his getting there. It was
plainly seen that the catcher's throw was swiftand accurate and the race between runner and
ball was bound to be close. As the runner made
a dive for the base there was a loud crash
from the directors' box and the sound of break¬
ing timber. Under the strain of the combined"root" the back of the bench had given way, the
entire directory had gone over backward and

WHO'LL TAKE NEW HAVEN?
Trouble Said to Be Brewing in the Atlantic

League Over Ted Sullivan and
His "Steers." / /. j ^

The magnates of the Atlantic League are
apparently not overwhelmingly .satisfied
with the way things have been going
among some of the clubs.
Of late the New Haven Club has been

receiving the greatest part of the attention
of the league officials. The team, which,
as every one knows, has all along been
compelled, by virtue of its utter lack of
ability in a baseball sense, to chew the
dust left in the wake of the other clubs,
has been what a thesplan genius would call
a "dead frost." Its own foster-fathers
refuse to recognize the team as their
own, and politely, ye*» firmly, request the
league to "please take it back." And there
seems every chance of this being compliedwith.
In place of the present team, a brand

new one will be substituted, and likewise
a "wise angel," to supercede Manager Ted
Sullivan. It Is understood that the pres¬
ent New Haven team will be shipped to
Wilmington, and there allowed to bask in
the sunshine of its own errors and mis¬
takes.

It is also contemplated by the league to
drop one or two cities and gobble up Troy
and Albany. The Metropolitans may be
asked to take one of these franchises, but
the changes will be fully discussed at next
Thursday's Board meeting.

It is more than likely that the season
will be cut short abruptly, and a new one
started all over again. President Crane
last night refused to either ailirm or deny
any of the above rumors. He said: "I
know absolutely nothing about the story.
Some of my colleagues may be considering
the advisability of making some changes,
but so far I have learned nothing about
the matter.
"But I can tell you positively, however,

that if such a thing is considered, the
league will not be increased. That may
take place next yea-; but not now."
In an interview with a Journal corre¬

spondent in New Haven, on Saturday, Mr.
Sullivan denied that the New Havens were
going to Wilmington to finish the season,
and that the Wilmingtons would take their
place. Mr. Sullivan stated that the New
Haven Club defeated the Wilmingtons
three successive times, and that the New
Haven public are well satisfied with his
team.

The New York Athletic Club's Young Cham¬
pion First Past the Post on Fourteen

Eleven days of racing were included in
the fcew York State Circuit, and the line
extended from Lake Brie to the Hudson
Ulver, and thence down to Greater New
York. The first meet took place at Fre-
donia.

Many of the riders, however, will
return there July 2, by which time the
pretty little city in Mohawk Valley will
have partially recovered Its Interest in cycle
racing.
Every meet in the line was a financial

success, the crowds being large and en¬

thusiastic, and nothing happened to cast
discredit upon one of the cleanest of mod¬
ern sports. The professional riders were

received with every evidence of favor, and
if the racing for cash prizes is as clean
throughout the year as it was on the New
York Circuit the success of professionalism
in this country is assured. Another year
will see a June circuit in New York State
which will be superior to the one just
closed, and will even divide honors with the
national line.
HOW THE "PROS" FARED IN PRIZES.
Over $2,500 was offered to the profes¬

sionals in prizes during the circuit, and a

list of the winnings u^d points scored by
the various riders will not prove uninterest¬
ing. Bald competed at every meet except
one. and his general showing was the best
of all. Cooper dropped out after the two
days at Utica, and the Butler brothers did
not appear until Troy was reached. Sanger
was present only at Ilion find Utica, and
the riding bv the big fellow was something
of a disappointment. Allowing three points
for first, two for second and one for third,
and not counting the fourth places, except
in reference to the money won, the follow
ing list of points and money won tells its
own story:

Rav Dawson was particularly
strong in the handicaps, and Barry, of Syra¬
cuse. did some notable riding.
Davis, of Buffalo, is a youngster who will

bear watching, and he was a hard one to
beat early in the circuit. Pendergast, of
Svracuse, seemed to have a mania for third
piaces, but he also lost many firsts by ex¬
ceedingly small margins.
