Wonderful aie the ways of the racegoer
and greatly to be marvelled at. As times
go, In other words considering what very
poor class is seen in most of the races run
hereabouts just at present, yesterday's card
al Sheepshead Bay was promising, yet the
crowd was very much smaller than that
which turned out to see the procession in
the Tidal Stakes. In the reserved portions
of the grand stand emptiness reigned su¬

preme, and one could have hurdle raced
through the boxes without damaging any
fine frocks or raiment. The sport was up
to promise till the last two races, one of
which brought out as bad a lot of maidens
as ever vainly struggled to earn oats, while
the other developed one of those Intermit¬
tent surprises from "Father Bill" Daly's
stable that endanger the salvation of back¬
ers' souls and send layers home with well-
whetted appetites for dinner. Burlesque's
debut was Interesting as affording a further
line on his stable companion. Ornament.
There Is no doubt that the latter is a high-
class horse. It is stated on the best au¬

thority that Mr. Belmont,- before leaving
for England, left directions for his pur-
chase if terms could possibly be reached,
and the chances are that the son of Order
will carry the "maroon and scarlet" in
England next season.
The Surf, now a five-furlong selling event

for two-year-olds, was the only stake on the
card. Lithos was in, at a selling price of
$2,600, and with fourteen pounds off his
weight might have been reasonably expect-
ed to be made a red-hot favorite. There are,
however, some "lfs" about the black son
of Britannic, whose legs are giving his
clever trainer, Lew Elmore, plenty to think
about, and as his stable connections were
chary about advising their friends to back
him, a liberal price was forthcoming. Ro-
dermond was well backed to beat him, and
undoubtedly carried more money, while
Haphazard and Remp were by no means
friendless. Lithos ran his usual game,consistent race, and after making his own
running, won with ease by half a length.The contest was entirely between him and
Rodermond till within the fast furlong,when the latter shut up like a jack-knife,and Clayton, riding Remp hard, got upand beat him a length for second money.Starter Flynn, who was In poor form dur¬
ing the early part of the day, took twentyminutes to get the field of seven awayfrom the post.
A five-furlong handicap for three-year-olds on the main course started backers

on the rather uphill road they had through¬out the afternoon. Woodbine, for some in¬
explicable reason, was made n very warm
farorite at 8 to 5 in the field of' eleven.
Peep-o'-Day was second favorite, but 5 to 1
could be had against him. There was a
tedious delay of thirty minutes at the post,almost entirely caused by the fractiousness
<>f the Sensation Stable's pair, Medica and
Tremargo. When the flag fell Peep-o'-Day
went to the front nlniosf at once ,and, cut¬
ting out a stifl' pace, won all the way. Med¬
ica was a creditable second. The start was
very bad. Religion was left outright, while
Hazlet, Tremngo and Amanda V. mightalmost as well have been. Hazlet, how¬
ever, has not a particle of speed at present,and would be better In his stable than In
a race. Peep-o'-Day ran with remarkable
pluck, for lie split his foot to some extentIn the race, though the damage is probablynot serious.
Another cast off from the Keene stable

surprised the knowing ones by winning the
third race, at a mile, in the very fast time
of 1:41. This was Irish Reel, who, a/tersrolng to the post at 12 to 1, jumped out in

AMERICA'S DERBY.
Conditions of Belmont Stakes Will Be

Changed and a Rich Produce Event
Founded at Westchester.

It Is the Intention of the Westchester
Racing Association to give some new ^takeg
of large value, which will gradually assume
a foremost position as classic events. The
Belmont will be altered In its conditions so
as- to really as well as nominally be the
Derby In this country. The distance will be
increased to either a mile and a half, or
more probably, a mile and three furlongs,while one set of entries will close for foals
and another for yearlings.
A big two-year-old event at five furlongswill be of the produce stake descrip¬

tion. The nominations will be of stallions
instead of mares, with a considerable pro¬
portion of money going to the breeders of
the placed horses. The entrance fees will
be kept lew so. as to bring up the list of
entries as high as possible.
