Andrew Moanie, the Italian who shot and
killed Alfred Peterson, a longshoreman, of
No. 57 Beach atreel, early rvesterday morn-
fng, at the corper of Hudson and King
streets, was arraigned pefore Maglstrate
Flammer In . Jeffesson | Market Court and
held withoutr batl until to-mortow after-
NG,

The shooting was the outcome of some
rongh horse play on the part of a trio of
men who had been celebrating the Fourth,
Peterson, the dend man, together with two
companions, William Fagin, a  longshore-
man, of No, 281 West Houston street, and
Timothy Shanagan, of No. 21 Bedford
street, were walking down Hudson street
not lotig afrer midnight. They had been
drinking, and were singing and pushing
ench other from one side af the pavement
to the other.

At the coruner of King street they met
Moanie coming from the opposite divection.
He ls o stableman, and was on bis way o
bis home, at No. &8 West Flfty-seventh
street. Ouwe of the men jostled him as be
passed. He stopped, and another of the
trio was poalied by the other two agnlost
him. The Italien swore at them in his
nar‘_lre topgue, and. drawing a revolver,
fired three shots In guick successlon’ at
Peterson, The fitst two shots went wild,
but the third passed through the man's
heurt, killing him Instanrly,

The Itailan theén turned his attentlon to
the other two men. They had started 10
rino away at the firet shot, Fagin kad
renched the centve of rhe street when the
Italian overtook him, and for two or thres
minutes there wos n force tnssle to gnin
possession of the weapon. In-tlie struggle
the Itallan fred two more sliofs, one of
which ploughed a furrow throngh Fagin's
scalp.  ‘Then both men fell, the Itallan
cutting his chin on the ear treck.
Pollcemnn Jobn Mleming, of the Mge-
dotignl Street Statlon, arcived at thls stage,
The Italien was partially stunned, and
elaimed to be véry badly Injured, ~ The
polieemnn dragged him to a strect Tatp ot
the mext eorner, and wns esamining him
when Acting Captaln Titus anid several de-
tectives arrived from the Macdougal Street
Statlon.
