Damage Done.

Newark-, N. J. July 6..This city was

dted to-day by one of the fiercest rain
arms ever seen here. In less than three
jurs over three inches of rain fell, and
any streets In the centre and lower por-
>ns of the city were turned into miniature
ikes, while the streets leading from the

jili districts became roaring rivers. Hun-
Ireds of cellars were flooded, fences, stoops
and outhouses craried away, and founda¬
tions of houses Inundated. The sewerage
facilities throughout; the city were Inade¬
bate to carry off the surface water, and,
consequence, damage amounting to thou-

Ov, to the depth of the water in the

streets In some places trolley cars filled
with pas nger9 became stalled by the sand
that had ashed down on the tracks, and
the occupants had to be taken off in

.wagons and conveyed to places of shelter.
All along the Pennsylvania Railroad, from

Hamilton street to the city line, the tracks
were entirely submerged and trains were

stalled for some time, and when they did
run had to move very slowly so as to keep
the water from extinguishing the fires in
*\e locomotives. The flagmen for a dis-

The cellars of
uildings ofi either side of the railroad,

Along Ferry and South Market streets
he merchants suffered severe losses, the
stocks in their cellars being badly damaged.
Oa both of these streets trolley cars ran

through water two feet deep. On AVashlng
ton street the same state of affairs existed.
At some points the water was so high that
drivers of light wagons found their vehicles
floating when they attempted to drive
through the water.

WOMAN DIES OF FRIGHT.

She Falls Unconscious After a Flash of

Lightning and Expires Soon After.
Flemington, N. J.t July 6..A severe thun¬

der storm, accompanied by vivid lightning,
passed over this section this afternoon.
Mrs. Sanderson, a resident of this town,

was sitting on the porch with a group of
friends, when a bolt of lightning struck
near the house.
"Oh. my, wasn't that sharp!" exclaimed

Mrs. Sanderson. All arose and then went
into the house. When Mrs. Sanderson
reached the hall she sank to the floor un¬
conscious. Drs. Schwenk and Ewlng were

quickly summoned, but the woman expired
shortly afterward without regaining con¬
sciousness. There were no marks upon her
body, and the physicians think she died
of fright.

SCORED THE ALDERMEN.

Opening of Paterson's New City Hall the
Occasion for a Lecture to City

Fathers by Governor Griggs.
Peterson, N. J., July 6..The new city

hall, which has cost Paterson to date
$519,599, was formally opened with im¬

pressive ceremonlc^. this afternoon. The
speech-m'aklug and other exercises took
place as arranged, and proved a surprise
party for the Board of Aldermen, which
took possession of its new home to-day.
The City Hall Commission, preceded by

music, marched to the old building, and es¬

corted the Aldermen to the Council Cham¬
ber of the new structure. An immense
crowd was there to greet them. On the
platform were City Hall Commissioners
Watts Cooke, Joseph R. Graham, Edward
Riley and E. T. Bell, Governor Griggs,
Mayor Christian Braun, President William
R. Close, of the Board of Aldermen, ex-

Mayor Beveridge, Judge John Hopper, W.
J. Lockwood, who furnished the building,
aijd clergymen of different denominations.
President Cooke, of the Commission, for¬

mally surrendered the keys of the new

building to Mayor Braun, and then ad¬
dressed the assemblage that packed the
grea* room. He reviewed the municipal
history of Paterson. and then pitched into
the Aldermen.
"Within the past ten years $(500,000 has

been thrown away on alleged street im¬

provements in Paterson," said he. "Of
this $200,000 was far hauling broken stone
and clay on the streets and the other
$400,000 for scraping It off. (Great ap¬
plause.) There Is not a square yard of
first or second-class street pavement in the
city." (Cheers from all but the Aldermen.)
President Cooke went on to assert that

there is not within 500 miles a poorer
paved city of any size than this, and com¬

pared it to many where asphalt lias
been extensively introduced. The hits
at the Aldermen Were cheered repeatedly.
Governor Griggs in his speech took up the

thread of President Cooke's remarks and
sent hot shot into the Aldermaulc camp.
The Aldermen kept silent, but the speech
was regarded bv the public as a rebuke
for the petty politics and lack of foresight
that have been displayed in the manage¬
ment of the city government in recent
years. He said that the pride of the city
will be not so much in the fine building as

in the wisdom displayed within. Paterson
had a bonded debt of millions and very
shabby streets to show for the outlay. It
was a bod plan to keep Increasing the debt
that future generations will have to pay.
Something should be left for them unen¬
cumbered.

THE GOOD DEACONS SWORE.

Accident Delays Sunday School Excursion,
,Greatly Annoying the Pious Men.

Trolley car No. 362, of the Consolidated
Traction Company, while descending the
Newark avenue hill, Jersey City, yesterday,
collided with a heavily laden lunmber truck
of the Woodstock Company that was as¬

cending the hill. The dashboard of the car

was smashed, but the motorman escaped
injury. The force of the collision threw
several of the passengers from their seats.
Others prepared to jump, but were reas¬
sured by the conductor.
When the car struck the truck it forced

the latter off the track. The horses at¬
tached to the truck then ran away, but
at a curve further up the hill one of the
wheels collapsed, throwing the truck across
both tracks. This stopped the runaway,
and likewise traffic for half an honr. Then
a beer wagon pulled the disabled truc£ off
the tracks.
The cars that were stalled were filled

mainly with people bound for the Morris
street dock, where they were to embark
upon a Sunday school excursion.
The conductor of the car stated that some

of the good deacons swore roundly at the
delay.

OIL MONOPOLY IS BEATEN.

Pipe Line Wins a Big Victory Over the
Standard Oil Compnay.

Trenton, X. J., July 6..The United States
Pipe Line Company, which seeks to cross
New Jersey with Its lines for the purpose
of pumping oil from the Pennsylvania oil
fields to tide water, won the biggest kind
of a victory in the Court of Errors and Ap¬
peals here to-day.
The company Is a rival of the big Stand¬

ard Oil Company. Its line across Pennsyl¬vania is well on toward completion. The
railroads aided the Standard Oil Company
in Its fight and refused to allow the pipe
Hue to cross their tracks. The Court of
Errors to-day reversed the action of the
lower court and the company may proceed
to build its line.

ID BE PBSBED.
Trial of Samuel Carpenter for

the Murder of Mrs. Black-
well Will Begin To-day.

She Was Found Shot to Death in
Her Home After a Visit

from Him.

TRIED SUICIDE AFTER HIS ARREST.

Neighbor Makes Affidavit That She Saw
Carpenter at the Window Just

After the Fatal Shot
Was Fired.

Flemington, N. J., July 6..Samuel C. Car¬
penter, of Easton, Pa., will be placed on

trial to-morrow at Belvldere, Warren Coun¬
ty, N. J., for the murder of Mrs. Rachel
Blackwell, In Phlllipsburg, on the evening of
April 25, 1895. Mrs. Blackwell was the
widow of Dr. Andrew Blackwell, at one

time a leading physician of Madison, N. J.,
and the daughter of David Williamson, a

wealthy storekeeper of Bingoes, this
county.
Carpenter is well known in both Hunter¬

don and Warren counties, where he has
lived during the last few years. At one time
he was a prominent politician iu *V\ arren
County, and during President Cleveland's
former administration was postmaster at
Asbury. He is a man of excellent educa¬
tion, and Is reputed to be wealthy. The
trial, upon which depends Carpenter's life
or death, promises to be one of the most sen¬

sational since the celebrated Castner case a

few years ago.
Shortly after Mrs. Blackwell's husband's

demise, she moved to Easton, and later
moved to Phlllipsburg, wliere she formed
the acquaintance of Carpenter. Carpenter,
it is said, became very much attached to
Mrs. Blackwell, despite the fact that he
was married and had a wife living in Eas¬
ton, where they lived in a pretentious home.
Mrs. Carpenter was not aware of her hus¬
band's attentions to Mrs. Blackwell, and the
couple lived in apparent happiness.
On Friday morning, April 26, 1895, before

the sun had yet risen, the police went to the
Carpenter mansion and placed Carpenter
under arrest upon suspicion of having mur¬

dered the Blackwell woman. He denied
any knowledge of the crime.

DISCOVERY OF THE MURDER.
Mrs. Blackwell's body was discovered

about 10:20 o'clock iu the evening. Henry
Engle, a well-known Philllpsburg barber,
had an engagement with Mrs. Blackwell
that evening. He called at the house about
10 o'clock. Engle could get no response to
his knocks, and feeling strangely at this
occurrence, hastened to Police Headquar¬
ters, where he made known the facts.
A policeman was detailed to accompany

Engle, and the two went to the Blackwell
house, and entrance was forced. The dead
body of Mrs. Blackwell was found in her
apartments, lying upon the bed. She was in
an almost nude condition, and had evidently
been dead for some hours. There was a bul¬
let hole in-her right temple. Close by Jier
hand lay a revolver with one chambe.r
empty. On the stand, close by Mrs. Black¬
well's bed, was a note which was supposed
to have been written by Mrs. Blackwell.
The epistle requested that all her belongings
be given to Mrs. LtscorobG Schenck, her sis-
ter, at Bingoes, this county.
The following Sunday morning, while

Carpenter was still confined in the Easton
Jail, ho borrowed a razor from a cell-mate
and made a desperate attempt /to commit
suicide by cutting his throat. Physicians
saved him, although he lay between life
and death for jnany days. Before commit¬
ting the act Carpenter wrote a note. In
which he directed what course to follow
In disposing of his property. In his letter
he protested his innocence of the crime
charged against him. After partly recov¬
ering Cafpenter said he was sorry for his
actions. Carpenter was indicted by the
Grand Jury, but was discharged after a
preliminary hearing before Judge Morrow,
who held that Mrs. Blackwell undoubtedly
Committed suicide.

NEW EVIDENCE DISCOVERED.
Early in February more new evidence

came out, and upon this Carpenter was in¬
dicted again. Why these witnesses did not
appear sooner is not stated. It is alleged
that a Mrs. Pettersop. of PhilHpsburg, has
made an affidavit to the effect that at 5:4o
o'clock in the afternoon preceding the find¬
ing of Mrs. Blackwell's body she heard a
pistol shot in the Blackwell house, and
that a few minutes later she saw Car¬
penter peering from a window. It Is also
alleged that Mrs. Carrie Beers, of Phlllips¬
burg, a daughter of Mrs. Petterson, has
made affadavits substantiating the state-,
merits of her mother. It is also said that
Carpenter knew that young Engie was go¬
ing to call later and that he was Jealous.
On the same evening the murder was com¬
mitted, it is alleged, Carpenter called on
Mrs. Blackwell and took supper with her.
It is also claimed that two women friends
of Mrs. Blackwell, who called, saw Car¬
penter there at 5 o'clock.
Carpenter is about forty-two years old.

Mrs. Blackwell was probably his senior by
a few years. Carpenter has secured the
services' of ex-Congressman Harris an.l ex-
Judge schultz as his attorneys. Prosecutor
Angle will have charge of the prosecu¬
tion, assisted by ex-Prosecutor Stryker, of
Washington. The case will be heard be¬
fore Judge Gumniere and a jury. The de¬
fence will probably endeavor to show that
Mrs. Blackwell was of unsound mind, and
that she committed suicide.
It Is said that Carpenter's counsel will

move to have the case taken to another
county for trial on the grounds that the
people of Warren County are prejudiced.
In this event the trial will probablv be
heard here. The trial promises to be a
lengthy one, and of a sensational nature.

TRAMPS MEET THEIR MATCH.
One Citizen Beats Off Two and Another Over¬

awes a Third.
Boonton, N. J., July 6..George Estle, of

this place, was stopped on the road by two
tramps while he was on his way home last
night. They grabbed hold of him and tried,
to rob him, but he fought them hard and
succeeded in escaping.
Many tramps were seen in the residence

district early In the evening, acting in a
suspicious manner, and, although ordered
away thev refused to go until the police
were summoned. While crossing the iron
bridge James Brown, a bookkeeper em¬
ployed bv Peterson & Co., in Montvi.le,
was halted by a tramp who stepped out n
the roadwav before him.

BROTHER DISPUTES CHILD'S PARENTAGE

Declares There Is No Record of the Alleged
Marriage, and Will Fight

the Claim to the
Bitter End.

Elm Park, S. I., July 6..John S. Brown,
a prominent resident of Staten Island, and
for nearly twenty years proprietor of
Brown's Elm Park, died on April 22 last
and there will probably be a long and bitter

fight for the possession of his large es¬

tate.
Thomas Brown, of Flushing, L. I., a

brother of the deceased, has made applica¬
tion, through his counsel. William Allaire
Shortt, to Surrogate Stephens for letters
of administration. Miss Jennie Foley, who
was John Brown's housekeeper, and who

claims to have been married to him, has
also made application for letters of admin-:
Istratlon through her counsel, ex-Judge
W. J. Powers.
Brown, who was well known In club cir¬

cles In New York City, never made a will,
but every one supposed that his family
would get the property, but in the papers
filed with the Surrogate by his former

housekeeper some allegations are made,
and a young baby a month old Is put in

evidence to substantiate the claim of the

former Miss Jennie Foley, which may re-1
suit in turning the large estate aver to her.

Brown and Miss Foley were regular at¬

tendants at St. Mary's, Port Richmond, ami

in the papers served upon the Surrogate
she alleges that Rev. Father Brown, a

curate in St. Mary's Church, called at

Brawn's home two days before his death
and at his request the two were married.
She also alleges that a little girl baby was

born on June 10.
It Is said that Thomas Brown, the

brother, will endeavor to prove that the
child is not Miss Foley's and that it was
not born on the date stated, but is several
months older than Is claimed. Another
point the brother will attempt to pro re is
that there is no record of the marriage of
John Brown to Jennie Foley recorded it;
