Mrs. Blackwell Said She Would
Kill Herself if She Had

the Courage.

Prosecution Tried to Show a Maotive
for Murder in Carpenter's
Letters to Her.

Another letier, dated Februnry 25, 1804,
wns rend.

One doted June 17, 1804,
reitls o part: “She gets worse all the
time. Her sister aud brother died of the
game trouble.
