Visits Artillery and Staff Schools

Mr. Raker visited not only the train-
inj; field of tin; aviators, inn a school
of artillery and a slalT s-liool, encounter-
ing there a former Secretary of War
of whom lie openly expressed his envy.
He visited, the nerve center of the
A.E.F., (J.fl.Q.. addressing l lie staff
officers there.

"1 appreciate,? lie teld them, "how
von would prefer to leave ymir desks
for the front linos where yon could soe
the direct; results of your efforts against
the enemy. Rut you arc at least in
France, in which you are the envy of
those; who are held to their desks iu
the same kind of work at home."

In the eourse of ids tour Mr. Raker
hud opportunities to say a few words
to more than om; group of American
soldiers. He addressed the Rainbow
Division; he had seen a good deal of it
when It was in training at home. j

?T thought that you marelied well and ,
drilled well when 1 last saw yon." lie !
said, ?but what I have seen of you to-
day Rives me a new standard of coni- !
pnrison. The mark of the thorough sys-
tem of our Army iu France is upon you.
1 feef that you have all grown to a
greater manhood and the steel of your
spirit now has a lighting edge. Your
own communities and the nation as a
whole may well be proud of your good
conduct and clean living, which go with
clean hard fighting and the principles
for which you tight."

In tiis speech to the First Division,
with its distinction of being the first
to arrive in France, Mr. Raker said:

"Yours was the first experience in
being billeted and in all the initial
details of adjusting yourselves to new
and strange conditions. In ibis, as in
developing a system of training, you
were pioneers, blazing the way. while
succeeding contingents could profit by
your mistakes.

?Day after day and week after week
.-ssyou had to continue the hard drudgery
jft instruction which is necessar.y1 to pro-

flciuncy in modern \vnr. Von hml to re-
strain your impatience 10 go into the
trenches 'under General Pershing's wise
deinimil for llioroughness, the vnlue of
which you now appreciate ns a result of
netuni service in the trenches. If some-
times the discipline seemed wen ring,
you-now know thnt you would have paid
for its nhsence with your lives and
failure.

"If 1 have any advice to give, it is to
strike hard ami shoot straight; and 1
would warn you at the same lime
against any carelessness, any surrender
to curiosity which makes you a mark
needlessly. The better you are trained,
the more valuable is your life to your
country, as a lighter who seeks to make
a soldier of the mutiny rather than your-
self pay the supreme price of war. On
every hand, I am told you are prepared
to 'light to the end.' I see this spirit
in your faces. Depend upon us sit home
to stand by you iu a spirit worthy of
yours.

Praise for New England Troops
"Another eaijy arrival among the'di-

visions was that from New England,
which, in common witli all other divi-
sions whether Regular. National Guard
or National Army, are a part of a homo-
geneous national force. From the day
of my arrival iu France, I have been
hearing praise of I lie Now England
Division, which Ims made good in its
initial experience in the trenches in a
manner to guarantee that it will lie
eipial to future emergencies. It trained
rapidly, as later divisions arc training
rapidly, because of tlie longer period of
prefatory training at home.

"Some of the men in this division are
probably descended from the .Minute
Men of tin: Revolution mid Ethan
Allan's Mountaineers, and others from
soldiers who went to the Glvll War from
New England. Those whose fathers came
to America since the Civil War have
had an opportunity to prove thnt their
Americanism Is of the same quality as
that of the descendants of the I?llgriin
Fathers, even better Americanism, we
hope, as an angary for the future.
Whet tier the soldier Is from the factory
towns or llie farms or the Maine woods,
the .-iccomit I hear is equally good."

SERVICE CHEVRONS
BEGIN TO BLOSSOM

Regulations for Wearing
Zone of Advance Decora-

tion Announced

.Severn! hundred men of. the A.B.K,
who hi tided In Fraiiff more Ilinn six
months ago and who hove lioen serving
since then uninterruptedly in what con-
stitutes tlte French Zone of the Ad-
vance have blossomed out in the hist
few days with their service chevrons.

The service chevron, according to
regulations, is to lie worn on the left
sleeve. It is a V-shnpcd bar of gold luce
of an inch wide. The .?ingle formed by
the V is the same as in the wise of it

lance corporal's chevron. But, to differ-
entiate it from the chevrons worn by
non-coininissloiied officers, it is to he
worn point down, and on the lower
half of the sleeve, .and jidiiil to he one
inch above the cuff braid in the case of
officers, ami four inches from the sleeve
edge in the case of enlisted men.

Additional chevrons, as they are earn-
ed. will lie placed a quarter of an inch
above the preceding chevron. On offi-
cers? coats hearing the looped knot in-
signia of rank, the chevron will be su-
perimposed upon the insignia, with the
point of the lowest chevron one inch
below the lower angle of the knot.

Duty Not Considered
To wool' tlio chevron, a man must

Imve served six months in the geograph-

The wound chevron it to be the same
in shape, size ami material as the war
service chevron. If will, however, be
worn on the rigid instead of on the
left sleeve.
