Andrd Is more fortunate than some of
the children in that his mother Is living.
In addition to supporting her child, she
bns been maintaining her aged father
and mother, both of whom are crippled.
Six weeks ago they were again driven
from the town in which they had sought
refuge.

Andrd has been adopted by the Intelli-
gence Section. General Staff.

Mario Gronyor, aged eight, was driven
from her home* on the frontier by the
Germans the day before war was de-
clared. She was hold a prisoner two
months by the Germans and then sent
through the French lines. Her father
was killed in the battle of Carency, July,
1015. She lias Iteen selected for flic

Laden and Yvette Grodidier are seven
and six, respectively. They have a
mother, and a sister 12 years old. Their
father died in December, 10]-1, of wounds
received in one of the first battles of the
war.

ARMY STRAYS NOT
TO BE WHOLLY LOST

Men Dropped from Rolls
Have Good Chance to Re-

turn to Own Units
REPLACEMENT SYSTEM PLAN
Officers and Soldiers Sent from
America to Combat Depots Are

Not Available for S.O.S.

Whenever an ollicer or soldier of the
A.F.F., through sickness, injury, succes-
sive transfer or other misadventure, finds
himself dropped from the rolls of his
organization and landed later in some re-
placement organization, lie need not feel
that lie is a lost and imldenlltled stray
iu Hie Army with ids way and his friends
to make all over again, for every effort
will be made to return him to his original
unit.

A new general order rules that replace-
ment organization commanders will issue
detailed instructions to Insure tile re-
turn of oliicers and soldiers to their
original units whenever the efficient
operation of the repbieemenl system is
not affoeted by such assignments.

It is by the replacement system that
personnel is maintained at full strength.
Replacements may l>e requested not
merely when the strength on the roils of
an organization is less titan the
authorized strength hut whenever an
officer or soldier is absent for any reason
that is likely to continue for more than
a fortnight whether Ids name lie droppeii
or not.

Absence on leave or on detached duty
(except by orders of the 0.11.Q.) will not
authorize a request for replacement. A
temporarily absent noii-commissioned
officer may lie replaced, lint by a pri-
vate, ns tiie number of noii-coinnds-
sionrd officers Ilia I. may Is; carried on
an organization?s roils is limited.

Vacancies Due to Casualties
I!y replacements will dc tilled tbe

vacancies not caused by casualties and
most of I lie vacancies caused by casual-
ties. Only oiie-tbird of tbe vacancies
caused by casualties may be tilled by pro-
motion, except In the lowest commis-
sioned grades, concerning which the gov-
erning regulations have not yet been is-
sued.

Whenever, in tbe case of Army troops,
corps troops and troops of combat divi-
sions, no ollicer or a soldier Is admitted
to an S.O.S. hospital, be will lie dropped
forthwith from the rolls of Ills organiza-
tion. If luck Is with him and ho comes
out. of the hospital with a duly status as
of Class A. he will not return Imme-
diately. as hitherto, to his own organiza-
tion, hut Is to he shipped instead to the
nearest, replacement organization, not. tile
nearest one to the hospital, necessarily,
hut the nearest one charged with sup-
plying replacements to the milt from
which he was evacuated to the hospital.

There will, of course, lie a continuous
supply of replacements from America.
Those administering the replacement
organizations will not have no absolutely
free hand In the distribution of tills per-
sonnel by which the Army Is steadily re-
newed.

In order to conserve the value of their
speelal training, replacements trained
mid designated for service In a partic-
ular arm or staff corps will not bo
diverted from such service without
special authority from G.H.Q.

Olllcers and soldiers sent, as replace-
ments from the United States for com-
bat organizations will be used as re-
placements for eiynbal units and those
alone. They will not be placed in a hake
depot or lie used in the S.O.S. unless
speellieally so authorized in each case
by Hie G.M.tJ.

Tills point is emphasized. ?There
must," says the new order, "he no diver-
sion of personnel Intended for duty with
combat units to duly In the S.O.S.
without specific authorization from
0.11.Q." On Hie other hand, officers
and soldiers assigned to depot divisions
and special depols are not at the disposi-
tion of the commanding general. S.O.S.
for any duly whatsoever, except in Hi"
depot division or speelal depots to which
assigned, or for assignment therefrom to
the replacement division of the corps or
other organization which the particular
depot division or depot feeds.

Murder ot Harry the Yot

to Former Mystery

NEW YORK. April 11.?New York
is In the throes of another Rosenthal
case.

A flashy gambler named Harry Cohen
had been telling talcs to District Attor-
ney Swann, and just after he had tele-
phoned to make another appointment
with the prosecutor, ho was shot dead
in the hallway of his apartment house.

Nearly live years ago, all America
was nhilzc with excitement, when the
gambler Herman Rosenthal was mur-
dered to shut his mouth after ho had
carried his story of police blackmail to
District Attorney Whitman, a crime for
which Police Lieutenant Becker and
four gangsters eventually paid the death
penalty.

For the murder of Cohen, the grand
jury has already indicted Morris Itotli-
onberg, and that well-known Tender-
loin character is now in the Tombs. The
Tenderloin, which has gradually joined
the uptown march and may he now said
to Include the fast forties and the furi-
ous fifties, is yielding up a curious and
unsavory horde of petty thieves, cocaine
and heroin victims, gamblers, gunmen
and cadets, till the corridors of Police
Headquarters and the Criminal Courts
Building look quite like old times.

for a year, contributing .TOO francs for Its support.
The children will he either orphans, the children of French soldiers

so seriously crippled that they cannot work, or homeless waifs from the
Invaded districts. The adopting unit may select Its child from, any of
these classes and specify its age and sex.

The money will bo sent to THE STARS AND STRIPES to Ik* turned
over to a special committee of the American Rod Cross for disbursement.

At least 230 francs will he paid upon adoption and the remainder
within four mouths (hereafter.

All of the money contributed will go to the children. The expenses
of administration will he borne by the Red Cross.

A photograph and a history of each child will be sent to its adopting
unit, which will he advised of the child?s whereabouts and hereafter noti-
field monthly of its progress.

The Red Cross committee will determine the disposal of the child. It
will either be sent, to a practical agricultural or trade school or supported
In a French family.

No restrictions are placed upon the methods by which the money may
be raised. It may ho gathered by an equal assessment upon the members
of a unit, by passing the hat, by giving an entertainment?in any way the
unit -sees (it.

HERMAN ATTACKS FAIL TO SPLIT ARMIES
Continued from 1
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Enemy?s Unwieldy New Salient, Faced and Flanked by Unbroken Allied Line
these troops progressively occupied the
territory which tbe English retreat to-
ivvard Amiens bad left uncovered.

It Is tints that, after the lluel nations
inseparable from a long battle, the
French line on March 2!», stretching
from Mount Itenaud to the gates of
Noyon, passing by the southern out-
skirts of I.assigny and Moutdidicr, fol-
lowed the western hank of the Avre
and Joined up with the Hritish front
between that river and the Somme, In
tbe sector of the Luce.

before the manoeuvres of Jlindcnhnrg.
In order to break down a little part

of this wall in the angle of the Somme
and the Avrc, lie lias renewed his pow-
erful attacks?hut in vain. He has been
obliged to suffer a slight pause in (he
battle in order to regroup his forces
afresh, to bring forward his reserves of
infantry and artillery and thus to pre-
pare for the supreme efforts.

Now one cannot help thinking, that
the Imperial General Staff has been
caught and made prisoner in the trap
of Ur own original idea. Having as-
sembled half its total resources upon
the narrow Picardy theater, it is hound
by that very fact to carry on its opera-
tions in the same directions even to a
fatal outcome, which shall be either
victory or defeat. And ' the principal
battle will continue against the British
Annies, with the city of Amiens as the
first geographical objective.

Moreover, the enemy is caught in a
right-angled triangle and because of
Unit, his position is dangerous, for
while lie is trying to smash the Eng-
lish, he Is exposed on his left flank to
the blows of all the English Armies.
That Is why von Hutier has fortified
himself between the Avro ami the Oise
and why, to the cast of the hitler river,
the Crown Prince tried on April S to
reduce the threatening Coucy-lc-Cha-
teaii-Chauny salient.

Willi tills alignment, on Marfeh SO
and March SI. a terrible battle was
fought against the entire von Untie?
army, which was trying to reach the
railroad from I?aris to Amiens. After
n German check accompanied by the
most, ghastly losses, no considerable
change followed in the situation.

However, the iwo English armies af-
fected by the til tack of March 21 had
Ins'll obliged, from one position to
another, to give way considerably. With
Italianmo and ITroune lost, they had
fought astride the Somme, contesting
the ground step by stop along the roads
which converge toward Amiens. The
Third Army, which had suffered less
than the Fifth, held on firmly in the
region of the Ancre before Albert and
Its union with the fortified sector of
Arras was not broken for all the violent
attacks which the Germans launched
March 2S on both hanks of the Scnrpe.

The Present Situation
The possible German fears are all the

more Justified because, under the force
of circumstances, the unity of Allied
command, so often called for, has fi-
nally been proclaimed. The soldiers of
the West, under the direction of a
single brain, which is that of General
Imicli, victor of Fere-Cliampenoise and
of Flanders, arc marching toward the
same goal. Our confidence is firm that
they will share the same decisive vic-
tories.

Tims, despite their tactical successes,
the German armies have not been able
to bring about the result which was the
ambition of their leaders. -Though it.
has been pushed hack at Hie point of
union, the Allied front lias not been
broken, the separation (if the armies
lias not been realized, and everywhere
