LAFAYETTE WINS
IN EASTERN MEET

Victory Is Fourth in Row
and Sets Association

Record

MILE NEGOTIATED IN 4:27
Swarthmore Captures Second

Place, Delaware Third and
Rutgers Takes Fourth

NEW YORK. May a3?For Hie fourth

time in six years, Lafayette College ath-
letes won the Intercollegiate Athletic
Association meet, idling up a total of
45 points, at Easton, Pa., this being
the highest, number ever scored by any
team in the meets of the association.

Klcinspclm of Lafayette smashed the
association mile record by negotiating
the distance in 4:27 3-5, clipping four
and four-fifths seconds from Hie old mark
hold by McGrath of Lehigh. Hreckloy of
Rutgers broke the pole vault, record by
clearing the pole at 11 feel, seven and
five-eights inches, against Ihe old mark
of 11 feet six indies, held by Potters
Field of Franklin and Marshall. Bechtel
and Klelnspehu of Lafayette were Hie
only ones to score two first places for
their team.

Swarthmore was second with 30 1-2
points, followed by Delaware with 17;
Rutgers, 16; Stevens, 15; New York
University, 11; .Muhlenberg, (!; Lehigh.
5; Haverford. 5: Gettysburg. 21-2.

In the 100 yard dash Bechtel of La-
fayette covered the distance In 10 1-5
seconds and the 220 yard dash in 22 and
4-5 seconds. In the 440 yard dash Fin-
ley of Now York University turned the
distance in 53 seconds, while Klcinspehn
ran the half mile In 2:00 3-5. Klcinspehn
also won the mile event.

Pierce of Swarthmore did Ihe two-
mile run In 10:2S 3-5. In the 120 yard
high hurdles Crockett of Delaware
leaped over the sticks in Ifi 3-5 and com-
pleted the 220 yard low hurdles in 20 2-5.

Chandler of Swarthmore won tlie high
jump with a leap of five feel, six incites,
while in the broad Jump Bloss of Stevens
won with 21 feel. 7 1-1 niches.

A
military feature of the meet will be a
hand grenade throw, competition platoon
drill, manual of arms competition, and
company exhibition drill.
