It ap-
pears in many cases llial the necessary
doses have been given without a man's
receiving credit for them on ids service
record.

So, as It is set forth in a special
bulletin emanating from C.ll.iy,
?whenever the record of iniminii'/.al lon
is Incomplete, the individual soldier will
lie sent to a medical ollii-er for sip-h
examination and interrogation as may
he necessary to determine whether the
immunization lias been properly accom-
plished. If the evidence as to previous
immunization disclosed is satisfactory to
the medical ollicer, the record will In-
completed by an appropriate entry. If
any doubt exists, the soldier will he re-
vaccinated."

Any
buck private at the training camps can
sit on his hunk and tell you, without
looking, the type and size of any air-
plane that; passes within hearing.

But many of the enlisted men have

distances. Some are conlident they can
fly alone. In fact, one did a few days
ago.

The ofiiciul communique of the night
of June 10 tells briefly the story of
another failure of Hie Gormans to catch

front. It says

?Tills morning in the Volvre t lie
enemy executed a local attack against
the left of our position. During tlie at-
tack there was brisk artillery tiring.
The assnHants not only failed to pene-
trate our lines, but were I brown back
with severe losses, and left, several pri-
soners In our bands, of whom one was
an oflicer.?

Tills is. without boasting. Hie laconic
oflleial account of a creditable little
operation wherein less Hum a company
of Americans withstood three or four
times as many Germans, drove them
back to their own line with a loss of
more men than the Americans had in the
light, took prisoners from litem and sent
them back empty handed.

Some proud (loth.im
ites guess at 91,000,000,000, but tin
accountants don't back it up.

However, the money is pouring in so
that the revenue cilice literally tills bar-
rels with checks and Treasury certifi-
cates. It makes the little village feel
proud, despite the dousing of Broadway
glims.

To got. back to the income tux, au
analysis of last year's returns shows
that there arc 20C persons with annual
incomes over $.1,000,000. and :t<>7 with in-
comes between $1,000,000 and $">00,000.
One hundred and fifty thousand people
had incomes of from $5,000 to SIO,OOO,
72,000 reported incomes of from $-1,000
to $5,000, and 85,000 incomes from $5,000
to $-1,000.

A larger proportion of brokers than
of any other occupational class reported
incomes over $5,000. Lawyers and
judges came next and after them lum-
bermen and manufacturers.

Teachers, editors, authors, saloon-
keepers, actors, musicians, preachers,
and farmers came "way at (lie end of
the list.

Stories of German methods?which
are synonymous with German horrors?-
arc - being unearthed with each new
struggle, little or big. lietween Yank
and Mum along the Ohnleau-Thierry
front. They are uoi, most of them, new
stories; they are stories which were old
before we came to France, but which,
hearing at. - second or third hand, or
rending in accounts where the proof was
indirect at best, we did not always take
(he 1rouble to believe.

But the men who have fought north-
west of ChAteau-Thlorry, having seen
and heard, now believe.

'When one Infantry company had tin-
ally cleared a wood of the nests of ma-
chine guns (hat Infested It, they found
a single dead German beside one of the
guns. His mates had fled. Perhaps he
himself would have lied?if lie had not
been chained to the gun. Yankee shrap-
nel or a Yankee rifle hall had found him
there, and the advancing Ynnkee troops
came squarely upon the evidence of Ger-
man atrocity to its own kind.

A wounded Belgian, in German Uni-
term. taken prisoner last week, told
how ho had crossed the German border
and been forced into active service
against, his will. And he was not the
only Belgian, lie said, who had been so
treated.

Lured by Fake Telegram
