Flamboyant state-
ments are disgusting, but this fact is
magnificently true, and 1 am thrilled anew
bv every manifestation of the fine temper
and devotion of our nation.

significant subjects a huge though tran-
sient. prominence.

ECONOMY OF PAPER
URGED ONCE MORE

Mimeographers Must Use
Both Sides; Wrapping

When Necessary

The strict necessity for conserving tlie
Army's paper supply is emphasized in a
new general order announcing still fur-
ther economies. A previous ge'nerul order
was devoted to the question.

The now order lays down the following
rules for mimeographing work:

Tlotli sides of the sheet will he used
when thi! work requires more than a single
page. No title page, .will be used. Tf
the copy does not. fill a page, the unused
portion of the sheet will be cut otl and
used for other mimeographs or blocked
into .-cratch pads. Sizes of editions of
mimeographed pamphlets will be computed
for immediate needs, and no additional
copies will be made.

No article of issue arc to be wrapped
mile-s. like, sugar, they cannot be carried
without, or unless paper is needej to
protect them during transit. The same
rule will he observed with regard' to
wrapping packages of medicine.

Those who are especially conscientious,
however, will carry their sugar a spoon
at a time, making as many trips ns neces-
sary.
