Maiority of Total Go to Men Who
Fought Near Chatecau
Thierry

PRIVATE GETS SPECI!AL WIRE

Commander-in-Chief Congratulates
Kukoski, Who Captured Ma-
chine Gun and Crew

One hundred and twelve new awards
of the Distinguished Service Cross have
been made for acts of valor on the vari-
ous portions of the front avw held by
Anieriean troops, 30 of the awards being
posthumous.

The majority of the new decorations
go to members of the United States Ma-
rine Corps for the fignting in and ahont
Chiateau-Thierry and the DBois de DBel-
leaun no less than 104 oui of the total
112 recipients being officers and men
of the “soldiers of the sea”™ or Navy
officers on duty with themn.

The citations accompanying the
awards fell of a major of Marines who
displayed extraordinacy heroism in rally-
ing his men and disposing of his cuns,
and who continually exposzed himself un-
til Lie fell, with wounds in his right hand
that have eaused him {o lose it. and
witl: otler wounds in the upper avme and
both thighs: of a Marine licutenant whe
though badly wounded, refnsed assist-
ance until his wounded men near him
hiad been treated: of a buck private of
Marines who placed his body in frouat of
his platoon leader, while wader hoeavy
machine gun fire, in order thatl he migh*
dress his wounds, and who wias shot
twice in the hip while thus shielding
his superior,

They al=o tell of arnilerymen who left
their shelters under heavy bombardment
to go to the assistance of wounded men;
of surgeons who worked over the
wourded while constantly exposed to hos.
tile fire: of men of all branches who
risked their lives to save others and in
some cases perished in Lo doing.

Supreme Proof of Heroism

Of the majority of those to whom tlu-
awikrd is made posthumously. the gen
eral cilation is:

“They gave the supreme proof of rhat
oxtraordinary heroisin which with serve

as an  example to  hitherto untried
troops.”  Among the nonored dead. ten

are mentioned especially, as follows:

Dental Surgeon Woecdon €. Oshorne
T. 8. N.—-“During the advance on Bou
resches, France. on April 6, 1918, at
great risk of his life, performed hevoic
deed in aiding the weundel. He was
struck by a shell while carrying an officer
to a plaece of safety.”

2nd Licut. Wellborn 8. Priddy., Inf.—
“While in ecommand of an important post
near Badoviller, IPranee, on May 26,
1918, he displayed courage, judgment and
devotion to duly in heroically defending
hix position against a large force of the
enemy, contimdng to perform his duty
after having been badly gassed. He has
since died as a result of the gas poison-
ing.” )

2nd  Lieut. Allon . Wood Inf.—
“While on patrol in No Mar’s Land. in
the vicinity of Ancerville on the night
of May 3-1, 1918 he displayed great
conrage and devotion fo duty in coniinu-
ing to direet his men, and atter having
been mortally wounded in -efusing aic
untit he was assured of the safety of
his wmen.”

Chevrons Not to Be Lost
in Hospital, Declares
General Order

A new gencral order corroboraves the
statement, made in a recent issue of
this newspaper, that soldiers evacuated
from hospital (o a rep.ucement organiza-
tion will not by reasor of this fact, be
reduced in grade.

Reductions which have resulted in the
past for such a reason will. according
to the-new order, be considerved as hav-
ing been erroncousiy made. No longer
can you be busted just for being wounded
or sick: you will have Lo be @ bad hoy..

When non-coms  who have passed
through hospital and replacement camp
are finally as<igned to a unit where
vacancies do not exist for them, they
will be carred as “attached.” A report
will then be made to G.H.Q. stating who
and how many attached non-coms are
on the unit's roster, so that they can
be transferred to their original organi-
zations or used as replacements.

Organization commanders are asked
to make inquiries Lo determine whether
any noh-comns in their commands come
within this order. '

The order adds that it is not to be
interpreted so *“as to reduce any porson
in rank, nor as prohibiting reduction for
good cause.” '

PAY RATE DOESN'T COUNT

Class B Figure for Men With De-
pendents Is Sct at Five
Dollars

FURTHER RED TAPE SLASHING

New Regulations Will Simplify Pro-
cedure of Getting Money to
Soldicrs® Families

The War Risk nsurance Bureau at
Tours announced this week a number of
changes in the workings of the ailot-
ment and allowance system which will
reduce oue of the most complex items in
Army finance—complex from the point
of view of the Necretary of the Treas
mry and the buckest of buek privates
alike—to the simplicity of A B .

The changes are cnbodied in several
important amendments to the War Risk
act which were adopted by Congress on
June 25 with a view to simaplifyinge the
procedure necessary o secure family at-
lowanees Al became iffective July 1.

Ilevealier. regardless of the rate of
pay of the enlisted man or the amount
of family allowanece Pe claims for his
dependents,  the monthly  compulsory
allotment will bLe - $515. For the fies:
time in American military history, is
other words, the amount of the compul-
sory alletment is absolately fixed..—-

Previously, the Government allowane:
hag been an amount equal to ihe amount!
alloled. and the amount alloted had to
be not less than $15 and not more *hau
one-halff of the man's pay. When a
private who allofed half hisx pay was
made a corporal and then a sergeant
ih any month and then. say, was busterd
back to a private, the quantity of ma
thematical engincering required to find
ont how much he shoald allot was for-
midable and enormous.

How New System Will Work

Under the new ruling, the allowances
will be apportioned as it hias been prev-
iously; that is, $15 for a wife, 8235 for
a wife aud one child, and so on.

The flat rate of $15 7lso hoids in case
a man makes a voluntary (Class IV al-
lotment to. hix mother and =sister for
example. If he i¢ making a Class B al-
lotment in adaition to the allotment to
his wife and children, the additional
allotment for Class B required to secure
the family allowance will be §5—no more
and no less.

GERMANS DECIDE TO MOVE

Flock of Prisoners Do Double Time
on Trip to American-
Held Soil

This ix the story of DPrivate IFrank
Lenert, o =leepy-looking,  tlat-footed
19-year-okd Marine from Chicago who
vl from Bellean Woods with 82
Boches ax his personai prizoners.

It happened on the night the Ameri-
cans in that sector rounded out their
possexsion of the woods, killing, eaptur-
ing. or driving out the remaining Ger-
m:an machine gun companics that had
clung siubbornly to their final strip of
the debatable forest. Ti was a little af-
fer midnight, and the intelligence officer
at  one regimengal headquarters lnd
furned in with full pack on for uan
hour's sleep when he was awakened by
the voice of a private calling out his
name under his  window. The voice
went on in what its owner foudly be-
lieved io be a siage whisper, but which
was really a sort of muffled roar.

“Say. come on down; I got some pris-
oners, 1 have.”

“Well,” said  the licutenant, “stick
them in a shed somewhere, and I'll be
down and look them over.”

Into the Moonlit Road
“I guess I'll have to hire a hall,” was
the reply the lieutenant heard while he
adjusted his helmel and gas mask and
he was chuckling at, that bit of Yankee

brageadocio as he tumbled down the
stairs and out into the wmoonlit road.

The sleep van-
ished from his widening eyes as he
rized upon a German contpany drawn up
i full array, with a bemning Marine on
cuard on either end. and I'rivate Lenert
standing ar attention, with his right
hand fondling the butt of a German
captiin’s automatic.

Over his shoulder was slungan excep-
tionally fine pair of German fleld
clusses. ITe had just tossed away a plea-
suntly flavored German cigiretie. Every-
one looked very happy, including the
Germans

“Where in the name of all that’s won-
derful did you get all ihese?”

“Oh” =aid Lenert c¢heertully, “they
just eame along,”™
Later. when the prisoners had been

marched off down the road to brigade
headguariers, this account of the capture

unfolded itxelf from the testimony of
all concerned.
Lenert's battalion had been in the

thick of the fighting, which had been
preceded by a series of hotly contested
advances since a little after sundown.
He himself. in the height of the excite-
ment, had got astray trom his company
and. confused in his bearings, he was

Next Liberty Loan, Already
Planned, Will Be Big-
gest Yet

ARMAMENT BILL IS PASSED

Government Expenscs 13 Times
Higher Than They Were in
Days of Peace

[ByCaprito TIE STARSAND STRIPES.]

AMERICA, July +4.—The Ilouse of
Representatives passed the huge £5,500.-
000,000 armament bill nnanimously on
thes~day after the commitree reported
it. The Senate has also passed the bill,
likewise unanimously. It now goes to
the President for signature.

In the ¥ouse no amendments were of-
fered, and the discussion was limited
wlholly to a bLusinesslike consideration
and scrutiny of all the bLill’s provisions,
in order to assure success. The Senate
finance committee passed it unanimously
and without amendment the next day.
Then the Senate itsclf followed suit.

Other enormous finance bills have been
passed by Congress with almost equal
and unanimiiy. The Senate
passed the annual supply measures in
less than four hours, appropriating more
than $20,000,000,000, mostly for the Army
and Navy,

The Army appropriation bill was for
iover  $12,000,000.000: the fortification
Lill for $35.500.000.000, and sundry civil
bills totalled $3,000,000,000.

Passed in Fifteen Minutes
The $5,500,000.000 fortifications bill—
ully is for artitlery and muni-
tions for youn—passed in 15 minutes.
The bill earries no limit on rhe possible
Army, to be raised.

The House of Representatives also
passed a bill authorizing the Govern-
ment  to ixsue a  new  £8,000,000,000
Liberty bond loan. It is not expected
that the Government will decide to issue
Vore than. $6.000000,000. but it hag the
fauthority for more.

This act makes the total bond issues,
ont and authorized ro date, $22,000,000,-
000, and =ome of us wonder if we will
ever learn again to speak in terms of
one dollar bills, -

Last sSatuarday ended our first fiseal

Government year of war, and it was
shown that we have ~pent $13.800,000.000
since  war  began.  against  less  than

£1,000.000.000 annully in peact :imes.

We are now spending about £30,000,000
daily, and if any well-wisher wants to
raise the stakes, we are right there with
more.

Then, in a line with him and
with fonr menerals of ihe divisions—talk-
ing their place just to the left—ihe
seven stood while the battalion passed in
oview. a touch of fraternity in the Ameoer-
fcan ceremonies which mosit distingaishes
them from the more elaborate and much
cngthier ceremonies that atiend the be-
stowal of sthe Croix de Guerre.

Iolmes, Sergeant DPatrick Walsh, Ser-
seant James Ao Murphy, Sereeant Wil-
liam Norton. Corporal Tenry J.
cean, and Private Edward V. Armstrong.,
Infantry, and Corporal Frpest W, Direh,
Field Arfillory.

Facing Their Chicf
As they advanced across the licld and

The first,

«tood  facing their Commander-in-Chiet
and  the reviewing party. Lthe  brief

chronicle of their deod was read aloud.
Then General Pershing stepped forward
and, through these men. addressed their
Ife told them in a few hearty
words how proud it had made him., how
well, as the first Ameriean division to
take a place in the European baitleline,
it had fulfilled its double task of repre-
senting the American Army bhofore the
Armies of the Alies and of =etiing u
proud example to the countless
sions that had followed and would Totlow,

Then he and the other generals moved
down the line while the Commander-in-
Chief pinned on each Cross, shook hands
and spoke with each man and paused
especially to congratulate Ficut. Molmes
because, xince the awarding of the Cross,
he had distinguished himself by an ex-
ploii. even more rotable in the history of
American bravery.

It wax a perfect phice and a perfect
day for these ceremonies of thanks and
appreciation.

As the morning drew {(oward noon,
the chosen  battalion  marchied  along

shady country lanes from its eamp 1o the |

ficld. where the men were drilied in
their parade.  The sky was eloudless,
and for a time all you could =ee in all
the great expanse of blue were the ob-
servation  bhalloons  swayinz  ever
slightly in their place of vantage in the
heavens,

Then, while the battalion wax resting
behind stacked guns, a spectacle was
staged in the skiex, IPrench and German
airplanes did battle overhead. and once
the big guns gave chase to a German
machine, the path of its ilizht marked
by dozens of pufls of white shrapnel,
which broke against the blue sky like
full-blown dandelions.

The climax of the spectacle came
when a German machine wax brought
down in flames, a great upshooi  of

smoke from a patch of woods reporting
the happy event to the watching field.

Ball Players Vanish

By the time General Pershing arrived.
all <igns of war had vanished.
a couatles= team that was taking advan-
tage of the fine field for @ little Suanday
ball had vanizhed inro the woods at his
approach to walch the subsequent pro-
ceedings through the curtain of under-
brush, so the airplanes had retreated
from the =ky and. except for the ocea-
sfonal hoom of a distant heavy and the
oveaxional rat-a-tat-tat of the machine
guns in the groves all about, except. too.

Reconnaissance Work Includes

“A perfect attack™ was the compli-
ment {he French observers paid fo ihe
neat, swift and strikingly  successfui
dvance which the Ameritcan Infanirey
made last Monday evening in the regsion
just to the west of Chfttenu-Thicrry—an
advance which put in their hands the
village of Vaux, the woods ol L.a Roche
and some wooded territory roundabout.

This advance, made on a batttefrong
of a mile and a haif and pushed to a
depth of 1,000 yards, was a little en-
counter as battles go in 1918 but it was
notable for the swiftness and precicion
of iis execution and for the damage it
did the Germans in comparison with the
losses the Yankees suffered.

For every casualty in {heir ranks--
for every man killed or wounded --the
Americans conld count two prisoners in
their pen and one dead German within
the rewon terrvitory.  Ilow many Goer-
mans were killed beyond the now Ameri-
can line and how many were hurt ean
only bhe guessed. The prisoners number-
ed more than 500, the larsest haul we
have made in any «ingle engacement.

The aitack was made by wmen who
had been in the line for I3 days. who,
for the most part, had not luul their
celothes off singe Memorial Day aml some
not sinee the nst week in March, When
dawn came on Tuesday. they were dog-
fired but jubilant. and there wuas a
cheer left in them for the few who were
called ont of their dugouts in the early
hours of Wednesday morning, serabhod
within an ineh of their lives and gen-
oerally beautified so that they could look
their hest for the parade throush (he
reets of Paris in the FPranco-Ameriean
celebration of the Fourth of Taly.

Backed by American Guns

This wax the first complete miifinnry
operation that was not only  planned
and executed Ly our forees, but =upported
cutirely by our own artillery. Only the
Freneh heavies shared in the bombard-
iment which laxted all day Mondiy anml
prepared the way for the Infaniry. who
wdvanced exactly on the stroke of <ix.
