TOURAINE CIRCUIT
IS REAL BIG LEAGUE

These Sixteen Teams Are Not
Worried About Travel-
ing Expenses

FIVE MORE IN OVERFLOW

Major Stiraight Cup Going to
Winner of Diamond
Championship

When you speak of the “big leagues,”
usuaily you refer to the American and
National, because in these circuils yvou
find the fastest class of baseball played
in the world. In faet, Ameriean league
fans, pointing with pride to the resulis
of the last few world's series, say that
you can be even more specific than that
and confine the term *big” to their cir-
cuit alone,

Be that as it may, the real “big”
league, when you view it from the stand-
point of nuinbers, is playing at Tours.
There are 16 clubs in this lcague, as
many as there are in the American and
National combined. Five other teams
arc playing in the same town, but-there
was no room for them in the circuit
and they are holding an overflow meeting
of their own. They say that they want
to play the pennant winners in the regu-
lar race, and perhaps at the end of the
scason there will he another world's
series.

Every Game on Home Grounds

At first glance it might appear that
i 16-club circuit would be too ponderous
to be interesting, but this has not been
found to be the case. ‘There is no trav-
eling to be done, for one thing, In the
old days of the National league, when
there were 11 ball elubs and Louisville
in the circuit, they did find it a bit
messy to gel all the battles fought.
When a club went out for a swing on
the circuit, its members miglit be in the
heyday of youth, but when it had visited
11 towns and returned to its own park
the players were apt 10 be creaking
jointed, senile old men with long whisk-
ers.  llere, however, the clubs all can
witlk to the park, and they are always
on their home grounds.

The class of baseball played in the
Tours league is good. There are a num-
ber of men enrolled who have had minor
league exverience, and a few who have
had at least a cup of coffee in the big
show. One pitcher, who is winning regu-
larly, was once signed by Connie Mack,
who happened to he going by the éhurch
where this youngster was being chris-
tened and slipped him a contract, with
profuse apologies for being late with it.
Usually Conhie reads the vital statistics
in the paper and is waiting on the front
steps the morning after a male infant
makes his squally advent.

Officers Boost Sport

The immense thirst. for baseball at
Tours is due in part to the natural cn-
thusiasm of the garrison for the sport
and in part to the energy of G. W. A.
Zahn, a Y.M.C.A. physical director, in
organizing things for the men. Zahn,
who is a great hustler, thus disproviug
all the things said about Philadelphians
being sleepy, is a baseball enthusiast
himself, and running a baseball league
is his favorite outdoor sport. ’

the sport great support. Major Willard
Straight has donated a fine cup for the
winners of the diamond championship,
a trophy that will be more highly prized
than a world's series emblem back home. :
The schedule calls for each team to meet *
the others once. Then there will be a
second round for the “first division.”
