in throwing bridges across for thé ad
vancing Infaniry.

Germans waited to block any advance,
confident in the protection wh:ch the

surrounding hills afforded their men and '

guns. {

They had their artillery back of the
hills a'’nd their snipers and machine gun-
ners well hidden in the underbrush up
the slope, yet even with these odds in
their favor, they were unabic to break
up the daring work ‘of the bridge build-
ers, who daily faced snipers,

their work.

On one occasion an Engineer major,
leading his battalion out beyond his In-
fantry, took four men ahead, and the
four under heavy fire had trees cut Lo
fall back and fourth across the river in
parallel lines.

Just at this moment the German ar-
tillerymen laid down a heavy barrage
back of the batallion to cut it off from
any support, while the snipers and ma-
chine gunners more than doubled their
fusillade. Yet against even these odds

the major sent bhack the following mes-

sage 1o his chief:
“We Will Do Qur Best”

“Iave located place for bridges. We
are facing heavy machine gun fire on
our front with heavy barrage al our
back. We will do our best.”

Thirty minutes later the bridges were
laid, ready for the Infantry to cross.

With the first trec cui, the small ad-
vance party crossed over. made its re-
connaissance and ithen threw another
iree back to complete the foundalion
for the first bridge. The return trip
was even more dangerous than the first,
but 1o one balked at (he odds, and after
the journey had been compleied the bat-
talion was called upon to advance and
take up the work ahead. 1! came down
fo the river’s .edge with unuzual cool-
ness and courage and went 10 work as
if it were clearing some road 1t miles
from any danger.

This single illustration is on’v one of
many similar incidents. The secior to be
covered by different FEngireer deiach-
menis was a wide one. yrr ir’ no case
did a detachment Taii 1o accomplish its
portion of 1he task.

No Protection for Bridge Builders

A close study of this secior chows the
terrific difliculties attendine ‘he bridge
laying. Beyond the ver: heoid by the
Boche, the ground slopes upwiird to a
high hill, affording execelient p-oteetiion
fo the artillery. Up this siope there are
innumerable brush heaps and small
thiciiets, giving good cover 1o snipers
and machine gunners.

There was no protection for
throwing over the bridges. and
were foreced 10 work in the open.  Yet
wilth snippers potting away. wu fairly
close range, with machine guns pelting
their hail from just beyond @ with
big German shells. shrapnel, 15 and
high explosives popping ali around. the
Fngineers got more than a few bridges
ACross,

They covered their full seetor suffi-
ciently to handle all the Infan!ry avail-
able and needed for the work of storm-
inz the opposite slope. They plastered
the Vesle with bridges over an extended
streteh, 10 the great discouragement of
Fritz and Heinie, who were confident
that 1hey had the way blocked against
any advance and who had no idoa that
any Yankee Engineer contingent would
e able to lay Dbridges under such un-
favorable conditions. .

The enemy blazed away wiih their
crashing barrage and popped away with
rifles and machine guns, bui bridge
after bridge went across until the Vesle
has been made, if not “safe,” at least
“passable for Democracy.” <

Appreeciation—and Envy

There is at least one Infautry regi-
ment thai appreciates in full the great
variety of work handled by the Ingi-
neers, and that also is filed with secret
envy over the JFngineers' addiiional
cquipment,

As this Infantry regiment began its
first advance in the American onslaught
against the Vesle. it notieed an TFingi-
neer regiment busily engaged in prepar-
ing and fixing the roads to facilitale the
first push.

[.ater, this same Infantry regiment,
held bhack further along for a short

while by heavy fire, looked to its left
and saw this same Engineer outfit act-
ing as Infantry. But the Enrincer out-
fit was not digging itself in with bay-

onet and mess Kit as the doughboys
were. It had perfectly good shovels
along. part of its regular equipment,

whatever the task.

“fLook at those diggin® fools,” re-
marked a doughboy with envious voice,
as he and several of his males saw_the
mngineer detachment quickly develop
suitable cover with shovel and spade. .

‘Three Diflerent Jobs

Bui the doughboys had something
clse to observe in the way of variety.
Assisted by the lingineers, the advance
“was soon taken up again, and the Boche
rushed back across the river.

Having come this far, the Engineers
had no thought of knocking off for the
day. They had helped clear up the roads
at the start, they had acted as Infantry
and had helped in the advance, and now
they went to work on a new job—that
of putting bridges over the Vesle for
the Tnfaniry to use in a further ad-
vance. This advance was completed, and
at last the doughboys left their Engi-
neer compatriots behind with a far
greater respect for their all around
ability. '

Later on, if they had returned, they
might have seen the same engineers in
a new role. Having spanned the Vesle,
ther returned to the spot where’ they
had adopted infantry taclics and began
once more the work of rebuilding and
refixing the road over which the In-
fantry and Artillery had just traveled.

Road builders. Infantry, bridge build-
ers, all in one day’'s work, shows that
if “variety is the spice of life,” the En-
gineers have spice enough to last a gen-
eration.

The cas=e is the first of the important
anti-irust proceedines pending in {he
Supreme Court io be disposed of in ihis
manuner since the country entered the
war.
