Nix women operators of the Signal
Corps—six American girls who jumped
at the c¢hanee ta be there - were in at
fhe start of the St Mihicl push of Sep-
tember 120 4t the headquarters of the
Iirst Awmeriean Army.

During the six days that followed the
12th's initial heave they kept on their
jobs, handling an average of 40,000
words @ day over the eight lines they
operated, and working any hours that
were asked of them, day or night.

Wien they finally did move out of
there, it was only to move with the
First Army’s headquarters to another

part of the line, where they arrived in
time to do similar yeoman service when
the Keptember 26 drive opened on the
front northwest of Verdun,
