Except
when on Class A leave, they will res-
ister, in their own handwriting, the
address at which they may be reached,
in case, say, of a hurry-up order to
their units to get ready for embarka-
tion.

STRIPES Orphan Bureau of the Amer-

investigating the condition of the chil-
dren of the devastated and recently
freed areas of France and of choosing
the 1,000 orphans from these regions
who will be adopted and added to the
A.E.F. family under the big fund sub-
scribed by the S.0.S.

First reports of .the investigators indi-
cate that the conditions are as bad as
wis anticipated, and that the diflicul-
ties of reaching the olul(hen"nre greater.
Trains are just beginning to be run
again in many places, and at present
their use Is confined wholly to military
needs and to gerting food and other
supplies to the civil population.

So far as the children, and their eld-
ers, too, are concerncd, there is nothing
to be had now except what arrvives and
is distributed from day to day. Mongy,
at the present moment, would be of no
use to them.

Hundreds of square miles are in-
cluded in the devastated areas. In
these regions are tracts which were No
Man's Land for four years.

For miles bardering either side of No
Man's [Land proper, are areas which
were subjected to less heavy shelling
and hombing.

Thousands Pouring Back

And now, to the comparatively fow
who remained, are being added thou-
sands who began pouring back on the
heels of the retreating Germans in
November.  Instead -of finding at least
i semblance of the homes they left in
their flight before the invaders, these
people have returned, in hundreds of
cases, to a bleak countryside, shell-
searred and with not so much as a wall’
standing. .

These are the condllmns the orphan
investigators are meeting. Only a few
of the roads, necessary for mititary pur-
poses, have been rebuilt. The Germans,
in their retreat, mined every highway
and destroyed many railway lines and
bridges.  Mail service is practically un-
krown,

To pick a thousand children from the
tens of thousands who appear at present
to be almost equal in their needs will
be the task of the investigators. To do
it they are enlisting the aid of the civil
authorities.

Whether the money can be spent now
or not, the Red Cross committee will
begin, as coon as possible, the allotting
of the children Lo the units which con-
tributed the franes for their support.
If it is found inadvisable to begin pay-
ing money to the-children upon adop-
tion, owing to the faet that the money
would be of no particular use to them
in a country where there is nothing for
sile, the payments will be deferred. Or
it may be possible, when the transpor-
tation difficulties are remedied, to buy
necessitics and  ship them in to the
ASCOtS.

CONFERENCE AIMS
AT SPEEDY PEACE;
POLICY OUTLINED

but by general agreement, with com-
promise¢ when necessary. Speed in
reaching the first great goal—peace—
will be the aim of the Conference.

Among the most pressing questions,
and one which affects the members of
the AXF, is the Russinn situation.
Already three methods of handling it
have been presented for consideralion:
first, armed aid to that element in
Russia which ds considered still an ally
of the Allies, lo put down the Bolshev-
ists and permit the formation of a
stable government through the country;
second, practical and efficient coopera-
tion with the groups in the peaceful
centers in terms of munitions, material
and supplies; third, a “hands off"”
policy, with an understianding with the
Bolshevist leaders that depredations and
military activity shall stop, but without

official recognition of a DBolshevist
government,

International Labor Question

Another fealure of the conference
considerad worthy of a head on Lhe first
“order of the day” is the question. of
internationai labor, “It is fell,”” one
statement explains, “that there can be
no real political peace under the threat
of economic competition which might
destroy the safeguards of labor.” The
results of the great labor conventions
that have ‘been held recently are io be
carefully considered by the conference,
and such action taken as will assure
not only a square deal for the worker
but protection for the countries that
would suffer from the abnormal condi-
tions created by the war.

The Russian question and Bolshevism
touch conditions in Germany, but
although fear is «till expressed in some
quarters concerning the situation, late
reports  indicate that the Majority
socialists, who claim to have for a pro-
gram the creation of a government
similar (o that of the United States
with a president with powers such as
are held by the French executives, are
caining power.

No announcement has been made as
to the length of iime -of President
Wilson’s stay in Europe, but it was
stated before he left America that he
intended to be in Washington for the
opening of Congress.

Leading off from the recepuon hall in
one corner is the Krupp-Bohlen suite,
two small rooms. (all the rooms are
small—indeed, the great charm of the
place lies in the fact that everything is
in rustic miniature).

Who "or What Is “G.B.”?

Just below the top of the canopy of
the vast bed and stretching across its
fool is a decorated panel on which are
painted some German hieroglyphics, to-
gether- with the mysterious letiers,
“¢.B.” Just -what do they mean?
EverybLody around the place has taken
a guess. Some assert the letters signify
“Gros Bertha’; others insist they stand
for “Griifin Bohlen” (Countess Bohlen).

The sole window of the bedroom over-
looks a glorious view down the valley,
with its ragged shects of mist aboul the
mountain peaks; mass on mass of green-
ery, the glint of the tarrent.below, and,
on the left, on another eminence across
the valley. the remains of a ruined
castle, perhaps another stronghold of
the great lords of ‘Sayn who flourished
hereabouts in the 13th century.

Another wonderful view of the valley
can be obtained from a veranda leading
off from the dining room, whose walls
also are lined wiith deer horns and
shelves containing p]z\ues and steins.
Among the lalter is one in the bottom
of which a music box has been cunning-
Iy hidden, and strains of “The Count of
L.uxembourg” tinkle forth when the
guest 1ifts the stein to his lips.

The Generals Study

Off the dining room is”the general's
sindy, beautifully furnished with a
greal fireplace and easy chairs. Here,
as everywhere about the place, one
comes upon sprigs of poetry and quaint
sayvings, painted on the mantels, on the
beazms of the ceilings, over the door-
ways, and even in the bedrooms. There
is one in a bedroom upstiairs that every
soldier in the AE.F. would like to sce
repeated in Knglish in a general order,
It abjures one¢ never (o be in a hurry
about getting up in the morning, that it
leads to complications, particularly ill-
temper!

The rooms, above and below, are all
lighted by electricity. There are elec-
trical stoves in case the supply of wood
for the ornate German stoves gives out,
and then there’s hol-water heat as a
further precaution. Catch the Krupps
catching cold! There is a white-liled
Bathroom for the oilicers and another
for the men. Therce i5 a meat cooler,
built according to Hoyle, with double
walls and heavy doors; and there is a
house telephone. The Sstable, oddly
enough, has-only three stalls in it, and,
as these aren’t enough to take care of
the headquarters horses, an additional
stable is being put up in a litile grove
not. far from the lodge.

There is a barber shop in connection,
and a pressing establishment; in faecl,
nothing has been overlooked, not even
to the dog kennels, of which there are
four,

T'here is one other interesting fea-
inre—the cabinet in the attic with its
glass drawers, cach of which contains
the lower jaws of the deer killed in one
vear, all beautifully mounted and enam-
eled, with the place where the animal
