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ever it may be necessary to do, in honor,
to accomplish the object for which they
fought.”

Brief and Stmple Draft

The wording of the announcement of the
work whose weight in worth must measure
up to the mighty score of sacrifice, blood-
shed and suffering that this war has piled
up against humanity's credit was as brief
as it was simple, Typewritten under the
heading, *Draft of Resolutions for a League
of Natfons,” it was followed by a short text:

“The Conference,” it read, “having con-
sidered the proposals for the creation of a
League of Nations, resolved that:

(a) It 13 ‘essential to the maintenance of
the world settlement, which the As-
sociated Natlons are now met to estab-
lish, that a L.eague of Nations be cre-
ated to promote international coopera-
tion to ensure the fulfillment of ac-
cepted international obligations, and to
provide safeguards against war.

(b) This League should be treated as an
integral part of the general treaty of
peace, and should be open to every
civilized nation which can be relied on
to promote its objects.

{¢) The members of the League should
periodically meet tn international con-
ference, and should have a permanent
organization and secretariat to carry on
the business of the ILeague in the in-
tervals between the Conferences.

“The Conference therefore appoints a
committee representative of the Associated
Governments to work out the details of the
constitution and functions of the League.”

Permanent Secretariat Established

Perhaps the most important fact, accord-
fng to the diplomatists who have studied
the announcement, 18 the establishment of
the permanent secretarlat, which will al-
ways be in session, ltke a forelgn office.
Here one disgruntled nation can present its
claim or complaint against another and
hear it read by all the world, while the
accused will be forced to answer, either
afirmatively, negatively or with some
amendatory counter-statement.

If agreement cannot be reached alone,
competent and unprejudiced opinion can be
stated and enforced. There can he no
secret or sudden encroachment of rights, no
impossible demands, no affront to national
pride—in other words, no excuse for war
and no opportunity for it.

How far the League will go in adjusting
those problems, such as, for Instance, mili-
tary service, lahor, contagious disease and
other questions that have hitherto been mat-
ters for domestic settlement, it cannot be
stated, but it is believed that at least some
will be threshed out with the purpose of a
wider Justice and a broader benefit, re-
flecting the wishes of people and not of
government alone.

German Colonles Discussed

At present the question of the German
colonies {3 being heard by the peace dele-
gates, China has been called in with the
delegates of the flve great powers, the
United States, Great Britain, France,
Italy and Japan, as German possessions in
the Far East, especially Xiau-Chau, which
the Japanese took at the beginning of the
war, are of special Interest to the Chinese.

Recent reports state that the committees
are speeding up and that the continued call
from all countries for an early peace is to
be answered. Such questions as cannot be
settled Immediately will not be allowed to
delay the drafting of the treaty but will be
turned over to special commissions to sit
after the delegates have completed their
work.

SICKNESS IN FAMILY
DISCHARGE GROUND

A.EF. Men May Ask Fur-
loughs Also to Relieve
Distress at Home

Any soldier of the A.E.F. who entered
the service after April 2, 1917, may submit
an application for his return to the United
States and immediate discharge there, In
case there is sickness or other distress in
his immediate family that would be re-
lieved by his return. This i{s the substance
of a section of G.O. 13, G.H.Q., which also
provides that furloughs to the States may
be granted men who enlisted prior to
April 1, 1917, under conditions similar to
the ones stated above.

In making applications under this ruling,
the order states that a soldier must give
the following information: Proof ¢f sick-
ness or distress in his immedisxte family;
the extent the sickness or distress would
be relieved by the return of the applicant;
the extent the applicant has contributed to
the support of his family while in the serv-
ice, by allotments and otherwise; whether
he has been advised of actual payments of
his allotmenta and allowances; the apjiroxt-
mate amount of his monthly contributions
to his family before he entered the service;
whether or not he is assured of employ-
ment upon his return to the States.

In applying for a furlough to the States,
the soldier must submit proof of the sick-
ness or distress on which he bases h.s ap-
plication and tell to what extunt his -eturn
would relieve the conditions.

Applications under the above stipi:ations
are to be forwarded to the Commanding
General, 8.0.8S,, by 8.0.8. troops, end to
G.H.Q. by those not under jurisdic.ion of
the C.G., 8.0.8.

The same general order provides that a
soldier now may also apply to G.}.Q. for
discharge in Europe, submitting in & state-
ment this information: Whether or not he
entered the service in Kurope; present
home; whether he intends to make his
home iIn Europe, and, {f so, where; any
other facts that would warrant discharge
in Europe; proof that the agplicant, if dis-
charged, would not in the future become a
burden on the Amerfcan er another gov-
ernment; a statement that the applicant,
it the discharge ts granted, walves any
claim upon the United States for sea travel
back to the States.

MANY EX-FARMERS ON
TUBERGULOSIS ROLL

Were Men Who Had Had
No Contact With Child-
hood Diseases

Twenty per cent of the soldiers of the
A.E.F. who hfwe been returned o the
United States suffering from powitive
tuberculosis had been farmers.

Medical bellef that a great majority of
all persous, posaibly 75 to 90 per cent, have
tubercular lesions, indicating they had suf-

fered from inciplent tuberculosis which
their bodily resistance had overcome, has
been surprised by findinga of autopsies on
bodfes of thousands of soldlers dying of
various causes, wounds as well as disease.
Only about 25 per cent of the bodies exam-
ined showed signs of tuberculosis.

Two thousand soldlers were returned to
the United Btates aa tubercular. Early
last year it was reported that 50 per cent
of the soldiers returned to the States as
suffering from tuberculosis failed to show
positive evidence of that disease later.

The above facts stand out in a bulletin
issued by the Chief Surgeon's Office, which
says early fears of extensive develop-
ment of tuberculosis In the A.E.F. were
not justified. Enlistment examinations had
caused the rejection of 31,000 men per mil-
llon, the report says.

Explaining the unusual proportion of
farmers developing tuberculosis in France,
the bulletin says that these were the men
in the cantonments and camps who gave
evidence that they had no! come in contact
with measles and other chlidhood diseasoa.

Infantrymen Lead fn Week

Infantrymen the past week ousted cas-
uals from their long held weekly numerical
leadership in the race for home, according
to the latest figures on A.E.F. sailings.
Exactly 10,311 doughboys safled in the
weck ending January 22, as against 10,134
casuals. Casual officers, however, con-
tinued to lead the corumissioned fleld, with
1,010 against their nearest rivals, 194 In-
fantry offcers. One hundred and twenty-
nine Artillery officers formed the third
largest group, and enlisted men in the
Artillery, 3,174 strong, trailed doughboys
and casuals. .
