0.D. HELPERS AT THE PEACE CONFERENCE

The battle of Paris has been a much-
sung conflict in the A.E.F. and, like many
other OD. Jjobs before the armistice was
signed, those who were in wanted to_get
out and tho-:o who were out wunted to
get in.

But when the front became the qulet
sector and the peace delegates had packed
their trunks and started for France, the
Place de la Concorde 1n the capital came
to be the center of activity, military as
well as civil, When the civillan delegates
were ready to leave Washington a lot of
brave men rushed right up and volunteered
for overseas service on the Seine, but they
gol the answer, “Positions filled.”

“We have 2,000,000 men in France now,”
sald a high oflielal. “Why take over any

more?"’
So the AEF. was cgmbed for peace
sharks. .

The peace outfit, originally planned to be
composed of 140 men, soon had to call for
reinforcements, and jts personnel is now
mude up of representatives of every hranch
of the service and nearly every organiza-

tion, Including the Navy and Marine
Corps. The men were chosen by name ac-
carding to their qualification cards. Among

them are privite secretaries, typewriter re-
pairmen, expert stenographers, book-
keeners and audliors, linotype operators,
decoding and dictograph cxperts, elec-
triciang, plumbers, hotel clerks, librarians,
guards, butchers and intelligence experts.

The outfit serves two masters, according
to the ofticer in charge—the Commanding
CGieneral of the A.E.F. and the Peace Con-
ference.  The new table of organization
calls for four companies: a hcudquarters
company, A supply company, a gervice com-

pany and & Yeace Conference Guard com-
pany.

There are, of course, many casuals
among them.

152,910,000 pounds. -

Nor is there anythlng the matter with
the sweet tooth of the Yank, The Q.M.C.
has brought over from the Statea 15,542,794
puinds of candy and supplemented this
with 4,115,822 pounds bought from the
French. Of this sum total of nearly 20,~
000,000 pounds, Q.M.C. has sold and issued
9, 38 029 pounds, the remainder having
been sold or distributed b'y the various
auxiliary organizations.

From now on constant lmprovement is
promised in the matter of, delicacies for
issue in the A.E.F. During February the
candy curve jumped from a-10 days’ to a
21 days' supply on hand, and those who
keep the A.E.F. candy bin promise that by
the middle of thfs month there will be an
abundance for both sale and issue.

The last candy shipment thet came in at
St. Nazaire a few days ago was 500,000
pounds and of this 400,000 were sent up for
the Army of Occupation. In order to ex-
pedite matters, 100,000 pounds of this was
sent direct to Coblenz and 300,000 poundu
sent to Is-sur-Tille.

The Q.M.C. has also taken advantage of
a situation in the States provoked by the
approaching drouth and bought up a large
supply of fruit tablets and kindred breath
camouflage. Coring along with them will
bz a goodly supply of salted almonds,
salted peanuts and different kinds of cakes
and wafers.

Officers and enlisted men will not be per-
mitted to carry back to the States as per-
sonal property public documents properly;

Red tape will not be permitted to. pre-
vent any member-of the AJEF. from wear-
ing a wound chevron, to which he.is justly
entitled, when he returns to the States.
~ Section commanders and commanding of-
ficers of hospitals may noéw be empowered
by the C.G., S.0.S., to detcrmine theé- valid-
ity of claims for wound chevrons made by
men within the limits of their commands,
whenever for any reason such claims have
not previously been pnssed upon’ in -the
regular way. This is provided for by
G.O. 34, G.H.Q.

When commanding offlcers are called
ipon to determine the right of any man
to wear wound chevrons, they will commu-
nicate with the Central Records Office or
the C.O. of the unit in which the soldier
was serving when he claimed to have been
wounded. But In urgent cases, and Wwhen
no other cvidence is avallable, the case may
be covered by an affidavit of the man
claiming the right to wear the chevron.
