What should prove to be the greatest

series of football games ever played in
France will be -staged at historic Colomhes
Field, in Paris. beginning Msirch n~ono
week from today?when the eight winners
In the A.K.F. elimination gridiron tourna-
ment will meet to battle for the champion-
ship.

Two games will In: played March 14 and
two March IT*, according to the tentative
program drawn up at (..'haumont. Winners
in these games will play the semi-finals on

the same Held, Saturday, March land
Sunday, March 2.'{. and ihe final contest

will be staged Saturday. March 29, The
positions each of the scv<*n or eight teams
will occupy in the schedule will be de-
termined by lot. Ties must he played off
during the intervening dates.

The District of Paris may not cuter a
team, but this was not known oMicially at
Chaumont and Paris will be retained in the
draw. If a team is rad entered opponents
will win by forfeit.

Six of the eight teams who will play for
the A.IS.F. championship have been de-
tei mined at this writing- They are: First
Army, 36th Division: Third Army, H?»th
Division: 0.11.C1. : I-e Mans area; Base
Section No. 1, St. Na/.aire, and Interme-
diate S.O.'S., Tours.

The Second Army championship has been
held back by an aggravating series of lies.
The blh and HMh Divisions, for example,
played no less than two scoreless lies within
five days, February 11- and 117, while the
3Sth and Tlh Divisions had to play twice
before the Tlh could prove Us superiority.
Finals for the Second Army title are to be
played late this week.

SUPPLIES FAVORED

Army and N.Y.A.C. Approve
Plan Proposed by

Y.M.C.A. Official

Army ollichils arc heartily m favor Of
the Army's directing the distribution of
athletic supplies contrihnied hy various wel-
fare agencies for members of the A.K. F.,
according to Col. Wail C. Johnson, Chid
Athletic Officer.

Asked If ho cared to comment on the
letter of Flwood y. Brown, Director of Ath-
letics of the Y.M.C.A.. which suggested that
the Army take over the distribution of ath-
letic material, Colonel Johnson said :

sibility of some outfits jp-n.iug a larg**

amount of athletic material while others
recei\e none at all. Tins duplication is
hound to happen if there is no co-ordina-.
lion of the work of distribution. We hope
to arrange It so that some effort along the
lines suggested by Mr. Drown can he pul
m operation."

N.Y.A.C. Approve* Pool

James (;. liaUcrson. special representa-
tive of the Army and Navy Committee of
the New York Athletic Club, strongly in-
dorsed the proposal.

"The New York Athletic Uluh has
worked directly with the Y..M.U.A. ami
(he Knights of Columbus in the United
States with great success." said Mr. Hat-
lerson, "and we art* in favor of any uni-
nimity of action or thought that will adhere
to the benefit of the hoys over here.

"It seems to me that Mr. Hrown's sug-
gestions cover the Held very thoroughly.
Tho first thing to be dune, as lie suggests.
Is to obtain an exact statement of the
amount of athletic supplies already distrib-
uted, amount of material now in the. hands
of the various welfare organizations, and
the amount of goods now on the way to
France. When tills is accomplished, the
matter of distribution can he handled by
the Army systematically and without
waste or delay."
