Four Hundred ' Contenders
for A.E.F."Championship
- Will Compete

CONTESTS BEGIN- MARCH 23

Rules Under Which Matches Are
to -Be Conducted—Men Must ‘
Weigh in Every Morning

The boxing and- wrestling championship
of the S.0.S. will be decided in a big ring
carnival at Tours commencing March 23
and ending April 5. Teams. will compete
from the nine different sections of the S.0.S.
and more than 400 men will take part.
Three rings will be used and every efiort
will be made to keep the program moving
swiftly.

In the climination process which has beer
under way throughout the A.IET. since the
first of the year, champion teams composed
of from seven to ten men have been selected
from the best boxing talent in the Army
from each section. Under the rules ecach
scetion can enter one boxer in each class
and where a section has two boxers of the
same weight, these may be entered in the
same class but such extra entries may not
exceed three. Not more than two entries

"may be made by any one section in any

given event.

Capt. John Cralige, 11th Reglment Ma-
rings, who was in ‘charge of the University
of Pennsylvania boxing and wrestling for
many years, will. hive immediate super-
vision of .the bouts. )

Rules’ under which the boxing and wrest-
ling will' be conducted huave been issued
from S.0.S. headquarters.

one minute intermission.

Iach section team will come to Tours
with two officers, one of whom will be de-
tailed as a judge of the bouts. Not more
than four privates or-non-commissioned of-
ficers will be permitted to accompany each
tearma to act as seconds, rubbers, irainers,
ete. :
