Already Arranged,
More to Come

FARM WORK IN ADDITION

Demands for Agricultural Educa-
tion Leads to Founding of
Allerey School

For the benefit of men of the A.E.F. who
were unable to enter a French or British
university and who could not attend the
Army university at Beaune, a College of
Correspondence has been established by the
Army Educational Commission.

The American Library Association is co-
operating with the gommission and will pro-
vide hundreds of texts and technical books.
J. Foster Hill, who is dean of the new cor-
respondence college, has arranged for 21
courses and is preparing others.

The courses of which men of the AEF.
may now avail themselves are:

Civies and Citizenship, Salesmanship and
Personal Development, Gusoline and Auto-
mobile, Farm Management, Arithmetic
(first course), Arithmetic (complete), Arith-
metic (commercial), Geometry (plane), Ge-
ometry (analytic), History of the United
States, Shorthand (Gregg system), Algebra
(elementary), Algebra (intermediate), Al-
gebra (college), Geometry (solid), Trigo-
nometry, Shop Arithmetic, Advanced Shop

Mathematics, Steam Boilers, Heat, Steam

Engines.
How to Apply for Courses

In applying for correspondence courses,
applicants should address their letters to
the College of Correspondence, Americah
E.F. University, Beaune, - (‘ote d'Or,

France, A.P.O. 909. Those desiring to take
instruction should give in their applications
theiir ages and former occupations, course
or courses wanted, and a detailed account
of their education, so that the college may
givwa proper attention to enrollment. No
more than two courses may be taken.

When an application reaches the college.
there will be sent to the applicant, in one
package, the text books, supplies, and in-
structions for beginning the work of the
course,

Anticipating the opening of the College
of Correspondence, several hundred men in
the A.F.F. already have enrolled.

That thousands of men in the AEF.
who formerly engaged in city cccupations
are planning to get into the country and
take up farming, is the statement of Dr.
K. L. Butterfield. acting director of the
College of Agriculture at Beaune.

The Army Educational Commission plans
to give these men every opportunity to
learn scientific farming. The Army Farm
School, which will open at Allerey on April
1, will fill 2 real demand in the A.E.F.
It will be operated in connection wifh
Beaune University and will take care of
students who for any reason cannot qualify
for the College of Agriculture. From the
number of applicants for admission to the
Farm School, a first allotment of 2,000 wh:
have not had farm experience will h»
selected and ordered to Allerey the end of
this month.

Practical Farming Work

About 350 acres of land are available
for use by the school. Students will work
on the farm a specifted number of hours a
week under expert supervision.

To meet the needs of agricultural stu-
dents and practical farmers in the A/E.F.
the following opportunities in addition to
the Farm School, are available: The Col-
lege of Agriculture. American University,
Beaune, and French agricultural colleges
for a limited number of advanced agricul-
tural students. Students for the college wilt
be provided from the quotas which have
already been sent to the university.

Arrangements are now being made for
entrance into French universities of a lim-
fted number. The spring term at French
universities will begin April 1 and continue
about three months. The same conditions
that now apply to students at British and
French universities will apply jin the case
of the agricultural students, with the addi-
tional qualifications that applicants must
have a reasonably good ability to under-
stand lectures in French and be competent
to carry on work of the junior or =senior
vear, or graduate work.

French Wives of Yanks Sent
to New Homes in Sump-
tuous State

Very frequently these days at Brest, when
the sunshine fliters through the rain clouds
and floods the bay, there come into the of-
fices of the Trogp Movement Bureau neat.
usually pretty young French women. At
least that is what one would thing they
were, but they are American citizens.

They are the wives of those members
of the A.E.F_who have found opportunities
to woo and hatter, and at the same time
mias guard detail and K.P. often enough
to keep on the job of getting a French mar-
riage certificate properly signed and sworn
to. Which is some job.

A dozen young women have gone to the
States via Brest. The Government pro-
vides first class passage for them, and if
their husbands are lucky enough to be cas-
uals, it is usually arranged for the soldiers
to be sent home ahoard the same boat.

Folks in the Troop Movement Bureau at
Brest are mighty accommodating. Take the
case of the former Mlle. Jeanne Guignard,
now Mrs. John N. Latham, of the U.S.A,,
wife of Private Latham, Company 1, 153rd
Infantry, and later number three in the
rear rank of a Blois casual company.

It was some nine months ago that John
said the first “bon jour” to his wife in
Remiremont, which is located in the foot-
hills of the Vosges mountains. “Bon jour.”
followed by *“bon soir’ and several other
choice French expressions, for John’s vo-
cabulary was limited at that time, soon led
John to seek out his C.O. and put the mar-
riage proposition up to him.

And 80 They Were Married

The C.0. wanted to pass the buck to the
chaplaln and the latter wanted to be sure
John loved his ‘‘cherie” before he com-
menced unwinding those miles of red tape—
French red tape—which permit the mar-
riage of an American with a French girl.

But the chaplain, assured of the sincerity
of John, worked day and night while the
soldier fretted and pacified the future wife.

For months after motor vehicles began
to arrive in France at St. Nazaire and
Brest and the other base ports, a great part
of the work of assembling, numbering, test-
ing. oiling and greasing and otherwise

to be done out in the open air in all Kinds
of weather. In many cases hastily impro-
vised shelter was thrown up out of the
cratings that came from around the ma-
‘chines. When the machines were fully
ready they were placed in what was termed
a “ready to issue yard,” the headquarters
at Tours notified, and finally, when the
orders to move came, sent out in convoys
along regular convoy routes carefully laid
out with reference to gasoline and oil sta-
tions. Up to the time of the armistice
35810 motor vehicles had heen convoved
from base ports to the front—every one
carrying an emergency load of supplies.

All machines for the front went by way
of Dijon or Langres, where storage and re-
pair shops rendered particularly fine service
in keeping the vehicles fit to leave for the
actual front at a moment’s notice. [t was
to one of these storage parks one night that
a call went from a hard pressed unit in the
lines for 170 machines, and it happened
that the entire personnel was enjoying the
relaxation of an amateur theatrical per-
formance. The commanding officer sud-
denly appeared In the midst of an act and

said, ''‘Boys, they need 170 muachines bhe-
fore daybreak. What do you sav?' Tt
broke up the performance, but the ma-
chines left that night.
Non-Combatant! Yes, But—
And a motor truck <company is gen-

erally thought of as fnvariably a non-com-
batant affair, isn’'t 1t? But listen to this
from an Army report:

Throughout the St. Mihiel drive this
unit was almost continually under fire,
working under handicaps of darkness and
mud, carrying shells to ammunition
dumps, running their trucks without
thought of danger to themselves into
place of extreme danger in order to
help some battery change its position,
towing guns out of the deep mud onto the
road and sticking with them until placed
in their new positions.

There can also be found the report of
the eleven trucks that took pontoon bridges
to Chateau-Thierry on a night as black as
pitch and unloaded them under a very hur-
ricane of shells from the Germans. Many a
time truck drivers laid aside thelr regular
duties at the front and helped to move
guns or gather the wounded together. On
the night of July 15, during the Chateau-
Thierry drive, 20 trucks were sent In an
emergency to Paroy, just east of Crezancy,
to get 120 wounded American soldiers who
were cut off from all food and relief. The
truck drivers had to pull trees out of the
way, wiggle in and around and over shell
holes, and withstand one continuous attack
of both steel and gas. In making this run
17 of the cars were hit by shrapnel and
high explosives and 22 of the men were
zassed to various degrees. But they got
the wounded and carried them to safety.

Members of the 30th Infantry will re-
member the time in this same battle of the
Marne when all their water detalls had
been killed under a hafl of shells and gas,

Motor trucks often hauled cannon, still

hot and smoking, from one position to an-
other on the battle line: carried hbattle
tanks to where they ran into action, and
even carried horses and mules at the front,
They carried Infantry and machine gun
crews right to the point where they
jumped off trucks and deployed for
mediate action. And in the S.0.8. trucks
woerked 24 hours a day, and drivers who
were not on the job from 12 to 16 hours a
day, seven days a week, were rareties.

Foundations in Mexico

What foundations the American Army
had for motor transport when the war be-

Mexico with a  certain Mr, Villa. The
“Motor Transport Group'” of the First
American Expeditiorary Force, including

four truck companies and a repair unit, or-
tganized at Fort Sam Houston, Tex., which
digsembarked at St. Nazaire on the
ing of June 27, 1917, was almost entirely
cemposed of  veterans who had  plowed
trucks over the sandy trails of Mexico with
supplies for General Pershing's punitive
expedition, ‘These mmotor transport men
actually sailed with the first convoy.

This was the nucleus of the A.E.F,
garage. The first reinforcement to come
from any socurce was the voluntary en-
listment of 300 members of the American
Transport with the French Army. During
the months of October, November and
December, motor reception parks—-the first
steps necessary in building up a great mo-
tor army-—were built and opened at $t. Na-
zaire and Bordeaux. On December 8, 1917
: motor transport was made a service of thé
1Q.M.C.

! During January and February
!bases were opened at Brest, L.a Pallice and
Il_le Havre. On February 16, 1918, G.0O. 31,
(:.H.Q., took the motor transport service
from the QM.C. and made it a part of
‘the newly created “Service of TUtilities.”
'By G.O. 74, G.H.Q., dated May 11, 1918,
mmotor transport was more fully recognized
as a separate service, its powers materially
increased, and motor transport personnel
the Q.M.C. transferred to it. Finally on
July 11, 1918, just four months before the
armistice, motor transport in the A E.F.
was recognized as having attained a sufii-
cient size and importance to be designated
as a corps and branch of the Regular
Army gervice. It received its firgt perma-
nent transfer of enlisted men on October
11, 1918, exactly one month before the end
of the war, although, of course, these men
had long been doing motor transport work,

01d System Competitive

Undoubtedly the fact that at the begin-
ning of hostilities we had no organized mo-
tor transport service worked as a serfous
handicap to later motor transport organ-
fzation and work in the A.E.F. Under the
system as at tirst begun of each service of
the Army purchasing {ts own transporta-
tlon in competition with the other services
in the American market, there was no co-
ordinatlon, ne system, and no equitable
distribution of motor vehicles.

This is In fact reasponsible for the ver-
itable 200 of cars to be seen with U.S.
letters and numerats on them throughout
France. Belgium, Germany, Italy and Eng-
land today. It was algo responsible for the
deplorable lack of standardization which
made it necessary to carry 90,000 different
apare parts in stock, and it also caused the
loss of a large amount of tonnage caused
by the regular epidemic of ‘‘special body"
designs brought over to France by special
organizations for special purposes.

For example, there were in the AE.F.
8,395 steel ammunition truckd, which were
absolutely no good for anything but haul-
ing ammunition, and whose cargo space
was lost for the entire period of the war:
while the regular cargo trucks were found
to be able to carry ammunition just as
well as anything else.:

Every ‘man in-the embarkation camp at
Brest must have at least tive blankets dur-
ing his stay. 1If he carrfes two in his roll,
three are issued him, to be returned when
his organization bids farvewell to the camp
and heads for a boat. If he carries three.
only two are issued, but no man can sleep
with less than five blankets to his credit.
The blankets issued for temporary use are
thoroughly sanitary, and after each organ-
ization returns them thev are fumigated
and deloused. .

While at the camp the regular Army

ration, plus an additional 15 per cent, is
served. Seven men out of every hundred
in an organization are detailed for K.P..

kitchens. Through this system a maximum
number of men can_be cared for in the
shortest possible per'od. It is necessary
that mess kits be washed and dried before
the holder is eligible for seconds.

The camp is divided into 16 billeting
areas, each of which is under the direct
supervision of an officer and an enlisted
staff. These, in turn, report to the camp
billeting officer. A systematic check is kept
on all organizations, thelr location and
their work, and the quality of police in
their particular area is known always in
the office of camp headquarters.

For both transient and regiéntal units
the graduate scale of departure is put in
vogue. When details are called for, when
detachments are being marched along the
road, their appeamanrse  and deportment,9
their bearing and disciplifie is always be-
ing noted. For gross infractions of the
camp rules troops are penalized, while to
well-disciplined, orderly, soldierly outfits
preference is given.

Hundreds of tons of rock have been
hauled into the camp, board walks have
been constructed, and steam rollers are
constantly being used iIn repairing the
roads over which the main artery of motor
transportation passes. “All that is needed,”™
one casual remarked, “ig a little bit of sun-
shine and a hold-up on this rain.”

FIVE CENTS A MILE FROM
DISCHARGE POINT TO HOME

First came the news of the $60 discharge
bonus.

Now comes the news that enlisted men
will be paid mileage from the place where
they are discharged in the United States
to their homes at the rate of five cents a
mile. A cablegram from the War Depart-
ment contains the news that Congress had
authorized the payment of the flve-cent
mileage under an Act approved Febru-
ary 28..

The travel pay Is to be issued to dis-
charged men before they leave the demobi-
lization camps in the United States, the
Aot provides. Special regulations are now
being prepared under which distances will
be figured and the necessary proofs of resi-
dence and other necessary information sub-
mitted.

The mileage provision will apply to land
travel only, with certain inland water
transportation, sea travel to be paid for
under the previously existing regulation
which provides for transportation plus sub-
sistence.

CLOSE WATCH TO BE KEPT
ON PERSONAL VALUABLES

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800,000 SOLDIERS
HEAR C.-IN-C. SPEAK

General Ends Three Weeks’
Tour of Ports, S.0.S.
and Germany

v,&_c_ldrossins 800,000 soldiers in three

eeks was the recent accomplishment of
General Pershing, who has just returned to
G.h.Q. after a trip that took him over
much of the S.0.S. and a large part of the
occupied territory in Germany.

Mlmost every day the itinerary of the

Cémmander in Chief included reviews of dl-
visions and other units, and visits to base
ports, rail centers and other places. Ateach
stop the General spoke to the men Inrorn}al-
ly after reviewing them. Visits to hosgpital
and scattered units filled in intervals be-
tween reviews. Main inspections averaged
two & day in the last week of the tour.

In the six days which General Pershing
spent in Germany he Inspected four divi-
sions, two brigades, two battalions, the
Headquarters Troop of the Third Army and
some detached regiments.
