“on account of damage they have observ
to do io furniture and furnishings.”

Soldiers are admonished not to permit
their scasickness to be visible while on
deck and if they do, they must be pro-
vided with a spit kit, into which will go
the unwanted lunch. If by any chance the
lunch gocs on the deck then the dispens-
ing soldier I8 S.O.L. FHec must clean It up.

Admission to the grand lounge on the
top deck is barred to junior oflicers by a
guard which is never relieved, for that
deck i8 reserved for field oflicers and. fe-
male first class passengers,

A colonel, a major, three captains, seven
first lieutenants, 19 second lieutcnants, 42
sergeants, 24 corporals and 390 privates are
required to perform the nccessary guard
duties, which riage from keeping tabs on
belts @nd spurs lo directing lost soldiers
to their proper quarters. Scntrieg are per-
mitted to read on post, provided they read
the General Orders, Water Tight Door
Orders and Special Orders.

Then What Becomes of It3

If & crap game is discovered by an of-
ficer the cash is confiscated and immedi-
ately turned in at Army Headquarters.

These are only a few of the rules and
regulations governing the great converted
German liner which now carries some 12,-
000 troops back to the States every trip.

All the soldiers aboard the Leviathan are
fed and the mess hounds shown the way
to some good scconds In just one hour
and 50 minutes. If the troops are tardy
or have a tendency to linger in or around
that best liked spot in the ship—the former
Fest Hall, now the mess hall for enlisted
men—a torrent of salty slang pours forth
from the navy cooks. The mess formation
is informal, and, like that in the Army,
in the cafeteria le. 'The soldlers stand
at tables and eat. It is hetter, experience
has proven, both for uniforms and mess
hall for the soldiers to stand. Tor ai
times the Leviathan rocks i bit, and when
she rocks, there is no doubt about the
rocking. IFew meals are missed, however.

If a soldier feels indisposed, he doesn't
bother with the ship’s mess. IIe moves
instead in the general @direction of the
ship’s cantcen, which in attractiveness and
variety of cutables rivals many cundy and
cnke shops in the States.

When in New York on her Jast trip
the Leviathan was remodeled and refitted
50 that the total ecarrying capacity has
been increased to over 12,000 oflicers ‘and
soldiers. Added to this is & crew of 1,600
men and 100 naval officers. The troops
are quartered on four decks in 25 scpa-~
rate troop compartments, holding from 59
to 1,543 men.

Liquid Salt Soap for Washing

Compartments are numbered consecu-
tively for each deck from bow to stern.
Bunks in compartments are numbered con-
sccutively. Salt water is available for
washing and bathing purposes, and liguid
salt soap is supplied in dispensers, At the
end of each section of bunks there is a
rack for rifles and belts. All ammunition,
together with matches and lighters, must
be turned in to the naval oflicers when
organizations arrive on board the ship.

A mujor Is designated as chief compart-
ment officer, two majors or captains are
assigned as assistant chief compartment
officers and 25 captains, company com-
manders, as senlor troop compartment ofll-
cers. Added to this number there are
50 first licutenants who are junior troop
ccmpartment, officers, 76 sergeants asg their
assistants and 75 orderlies. According to
the ship rules, at lecast one of the three
officers assigned to each compartment must
be always on duty. The scrgeants relicve
the compartment officers between reveille
and taps.

These officers are responsible for polic-
ing the compariments, which includes the
cleansing of latrines, urlnals, washrooms or
wash basins, showers and drinking foun-
tains. Daily inspections are conducted by
the ship’'s medical officers and designated
officers among the troops aboard.

Of all the troops aboard, the wounded
live better even than the oftlcers. Over
the cot eof every wounded man is a push
button, and if a match or a cigarette or
a magazine is wanted, there is an orderl
who responds to the push.

One of lhe most attractive features ot
the Leviathan to members of the AL
who aren’'t slated for immediate transfer

to the States is that on every return trir
she brings back an average of 17,000 sncks
of first class mail.

Not to be outdone by its New York edi-
tion, the Paris New ‘York Hersald of March
18, 1919, prints the following under a Co-
lumbus, Ohio, date line:

“Liculenant Drainey of Crooksville,
former Ohio State Universily student,
has been designated by the War De-
partment to write a book on the Chat-
illon-sur-Seine battle, in which he par-
ticipated as an aerial observer.”
Chatillon-sur-Seine is approximately 100

kilometers from any front, past or present.
But it is only fair to the Herald to point
out that the item in question was con-
veyed to them from the States by the
American Radio News Service, which is
cable matter given out in France by the
Cable Radio Division Committee on Public
Information.

The St. Paul Pioncer Press broke into
the sucker game on February 16 with a
picture of Robert Neal, 45th Company.
Fifth Regiment, U.S. Marines. Above the
picture is the caption:

“This Hero Has All the Decorations
There Are.”

To a mere A.E.F. observer Robert had
also a few decorations therc are not, among
which his photograph shows a fourragére
of the Legion of ¥onor, which the Press
says is “worn by all members of his bri-
gade,” a star above his third service chev-
ron and threc ribbons which are ecalled
“‘additional decorations of the French gov-
ernment.”

War Department Circular 85, February
12, 1919, covers the above in paragruph
3. To quote:

! Such decorations s gold and
stars on the sleeves, unauthorized

sllvler

campaign ribbons, gold chevrons presumed-

to denote that the wearer has been a pris-
oner of war, or denoting any service other
than prescribed for such chevrons, .are
not authorized and will not be permitted.”

‘When Pvts. Louis Bostie, 3743 Broadway
Avenue, XKansas City, 2Mo., and Gilbert
Davis, of Topcka, XKas., reached Kansas
City, the Post reccived {them and allowed
their wanderings two columns of illus-
trated space.

Fighting Fifth, They wear the Croix
de Guerre with palm, French Legion
of Homnor citation cord, two wound
stripes, tivo service bars and two gold
chevrons, denoting one year of foreign
servicee,

“After a brief training period at
Paris Island, S.C., his (Private Davis')
company was scnt abroad and landed
.in France in April.”

Note that these heroes wear two service
chevrons, Their company landed in France
in April, 1918, and they were back in Kan-
sas Cily on January 19 last.

But here's the prize bit from Private
Davis’ story:.

“Shortly after our battalion was re-
lieved I was called to hecadquartiers. Tt
was there I received the French Legion
of Honor citation cord. They said it
was a little reward for remaining by
my gun in the face of a counter attack.

“The greatest thrill came on Septem-
ber 14, when T was called to great
headquarters at Brest, France. They
had learned that while we were oc-
cupying a ecaptured village T had dis-
covered a machine gun nest and after
killing one of the snipers, captured the
other two. Aifter much cercmony the
Croix de Guerre was pinned on my
breast. I ean't commence to express
my feelings as the military chiefs pres-
ent shook my hand and praised me.”

The Batile of Tours

In a story from its staff corresponden
in New York, the Washington Star o
February 23, 1919, tells of the adventurc:
of Sgt. L. N. Dixon and Cpl. George Harr
of Washington, D. C, This tale includes.

“For the greater part of the time

N “Notwithstanding the joyv

they spent st the front they were on

the Lorraine scetor and experienced

terrific iighting at Tours, where they
were at first engaged in trench build-
ing, cable Ilaying and barbed wire

stretching. . .

“They served much of the time at
St. Aignan, the great replacement camp
in France.”

As a letter writer, Cpl. Carl Dillon, of
Coffeyville, Kan.,, R.F.D. Route 5 and a
member of the 12lh Engincers (Ry.), gets
the hand-crocheted gas maslk,. Hark to
some portions of a letter he sent home to
his father and mother and which was
printed in the old home town paper:
and com-
fort of the hope that in the ncar fu-
ture we will return home to civil life
and occupation, I am greatly worried,
worrled almost to the limit of human
endurance, and frequently spend sleep-
less nights reflecting on an extremely
unpleasant expericnee I underwent a
while back.

“It occurred on the 10th inst., the
day before the signing of the srmistice
of peace. We were in the {ront line
trenches and had orders to take a smali
portion of the c¢nemy’s lines. It was
a clear morning and just daylight when
we had orders to go forward, and we
had only reached the parapet when the
cnemy’s machine guns openecd fire on
ug, and T had rather a high place on
the Boche front line selected as my
goal and was determined on taking my
objective. On re:ching about the hali-
way point F discovered it was a ma-
chine gun I was facing, and could not
go far to the right nor to the leit, and
I would not go back.

But They Missed a Finer

“I decided to go forward as best I
could, so I crawled and shot whilce Iy-
Ing down, and many a fine fellow was
mowed: down around me by the mur-
derous fire of the machine gun. After
I had crawled to within 25 yards of
the encmy lines I gave them five quick
shots, and, believe me, they were the
best T had in the shop. As to me it
meant life or death, and the machine
sun ceascd firing as a consequence of
my shots, and I clambered to my feet
and ran to the gun and leaped down
into the pit, knowing that I had killed
the gun's operator. I crouched down
in the pit to avoid the machinec gun
fire still coming from in front of me.

“T turned to bchold the glassy eyes
of the upturned face of the determined
German T had shot. T was greatly dis-
appointed, for, instead, there Iay the
form of a rather nice-fentured French
girl, and I thought perhaps she was
not dead. Teeling her pulse to see if
she was dead, she opened her large,
dark ecyes and stared straigzht at me
for a number of seconds, and I thought
she was going to scare me. But quiet-
Iy she said, 'Oh, American,’ which
somehow made me feel proud, and an-
swered her, ‘Yes.! I had a large bunch
of questions te flash at her, and then
she said, ‘Oh, mother! Oh, mother!”
and the spirit left her body and took
its flight to unother world.”
