3L Continued from Page 1
morning of October T, crossingg the river
on foot bridges built during the previous
night by a platoon of Company E, of the
103rd Engineers.

The village of Chatel-Chehery lies along
the slope of the hills with one long street
traversing it at a level of about 30 meters
above the river and G0 mecters below the
crest of the plateau, while several very
short east-and-west stiects drop sharply
down the slope toward the river. The na-
ture of the terrain to be traversed by the
nttack resembled that of Missionary Ridke,
or of Marve's MHeighls at Iredericksburg,
in the American Civil War.

The advance across it was made by the
troops of the 28th Division with extraordi-
nary dash and gallantry. At 5:45 the vil-
lage had been entered and at 7:10 the 2nd
Battalion of the 112th Infantry had gained
possession of all the short cast-and-west
street

Parties of snipers were alvo working up
the cliff-Tike slopes of MM 244, rising fm-
mediately above the southwestern edge of
the village, while the 3rd Battalion of the
Jgame regiment wias aiready in possession
of the crest of this hill, bhut was in an
awkward position because it was  being
fired upon from all four sldes.

Foot
bridges across the river were bullt after
the patrols got over, the whole battalion
ecrosscd, and next day the town proper was
orpanized for defense along its west and
north edges, exclusive of the steep hill at
the north end on which stand a chiteau
and park.

Moving up from 1lst Corps reserve near
Afontblainville and Varennes to relieve the
77th Division, the 78th Division became
somewhat confused on unfamiliar roads and
did not reach its positiony so0 soon as ex-
pected. The consequence wus that the 312th
Infantry, rclieving elements of the 77th_
Division in CGrand-Pré, did not get posses-
sion of the whole town, into part of which
the Germea..s returned and were-only elect-
ed again after several days of severe fight-
ing.

On the 16th, along a front of five and
onc-half kilometers, with the 309th, 310th,
311th and 312th’ Regiments of Infantry in

To St. Juvin-Grand-Pre Road

The Bois des I.oges was virtually a part
of the Kricmhilde Stellung, being thor-
oughly cnfiladed by cross fire from Belle-
joycuse and Des Loges Farms, on the
west, and Champigneulles, on the east, and
after four days of stubborn fighting, though
well supported by the 310th Infantry on
its left, the 309th had not been able to get
further than the south edge of the woods,
and eventually, on October 29, by order of
the 1st Corps, withdrew to the St. Juvin-
Grand-T’ré road.

The operations around Grand-Pré pro-
gressed cven more slowly. Though the
lower part of the town was pretty well in
possession of the 311th Infantr¥ by Qcto-
ber 18, the chiteau, or citadel, dominating
it, was not gained, and the Farm des Loges,
taken by the 312th Infantry on that day,
was lost again. After a 21-hour bombard-
ment by the division, corps and some Army
artillery, an attack on the 19th on the
Grand-Pré citudel, Bellejoyeuse Farm and
other polnts was, ncevertheless, repulsed by
machine guns and hand grenades. Several
days elapsed before another attempt was
maée, and then another effort against the
citadel, on the 23rd, was frustrated.
Finally, however, on the 25th, the 2nd
Battalion of the 311th Infantry succceded
in getting to the top of Talma hill and into
the edge of the Bois de Bourgogne, north
and northwest of the citadel. TlanKed out
of this extremely strong bulwark of de-
fense, the Germans at last withdrew, and

TENTH OF THIRD ARMY.
1S GOING T0 SCHOOL

Figures Show 22,006 Soldier
Students Listed in Full-
Time Classes

Ten per cent of the men in the Third
Army are going to school, according to en-
rollment figures given out Tast week. "These
fizures showed that 22,006 men were listed
on the rolls of the fuill-time vocational
schools, the full-time academic schools and
the evening schools.

The departure of the Rainbow Division
for the United States Is expected to de-
creagse the number of students, although
there may be little change in the figures if
another division moves in. Classes in the
42nd Division stopped April 1.

The vocational courses huve made pood
emphatically in the eyes of the 7Third
Army, and in the divisional centers cvery
day groups of soldiers may be seen study-
ing the practical principles of many trades
and callings. A score of men with farming
experience go out to an orchard to learn
all about fruit trees under tho dircction of
a lieutenant who Is a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Maine Agricultural College.

Two hundred and fifly men arc learning
how to repair automobiles with the big re-
pair and overhaul shops of the Army in
Coblenz as their workshops. It is a trade
that pays extromely well back in the States.

At the bridgehend where the 1st, 2nd and
32nd Divisions are, forestry ls making the
biggest appeal to the men, because the
magnificent forest of the Princes of Wied,
encircling the town of Necuwied, seems to
have a spell of romance heightened by its
history and the dozens of legends that the
prople of the neighborhood tell of it. A

the woods and explains the system by
which the growth of the forest was main-
