From the Midi to the Rhine the entire
A.R.F. Is preparing for the ride and pistol
meet and mnshetiy competition for the
championship of the A.13.K. which is (o be
held at the d?Ativours Range, Ue Mans,
May Ii to 21.

Elimination shooting contests arc going
to a breathless finish this week for on Mon-
day the names of all individual contestants
and of the platoon which is to represent
each division in the musketry event must,
he in at G-15, G.H.Q. Provision is being
made for some 3,000 entries in the individ-
ual events and ten platoons will probably
compete in the batik' problem.

Nowhere is enthusiasm more keen for the
shoot than up in the Third Army, and no
energy or pains is being spared in the se-
lection and training of the men who are to
represent the Army of Occupation at (he
Lc Mans classic. On the lists will appear
the names of some renowned Army and
Marine shots.

This brings the observer, and the pros-
pective speculator with a few francs to in-
vest on his judgment, to an interesting
angle. Tliu shoot will be something of a
contest between old shots and the new. In
the former matches, when the Army was
small, about the same competitors turned
up year after year and divided medals.
Not so at Lo Mans. The National Army is
sending men to the shoot who never par-
ticipated in a match outside their own
divisions and who never fired a service
rifle prior to 1017. Everyone is wondering
how they will stack up against the old
timers up in Germany.

The Ist Division is sending to Le Mans
a team composed of both old and new
shots. During the week past 100 of the
best rifle and pistol shots of the division,
ofllcors and men who stood highest in a
series of regimental competitions recently
completed, have been detached and an*
billeted and mossed at Monschoim, near
Coblenz, where they do nothing but shoot.
From this talent will be selected the di-
vision entries.

Similarly, the crack platoons of the di-
vision are living near tho combat range,
lighting on an average of four battles a day
for the honor of representing the Ist in tho
musketry compel ition.

Both tlie Springfield and Enfldld rifles
will appear in the llring lino. The show-
ings made hy these particular rifles will
probably settle a lot of arguments among
persons interested in such mailers: and it
will probably start a lot of new arguments.

It starts on April 21 and ends
May 10.

The big feature of the campaign will l)<i
l!io lour of the A.13.P. Headquarters Band
to nil the hi/? cities north of the Ohio river
and ns far west as SI. Louis. Its music is
helix? counted upon to brin/? millions of
dollars out ot tlie rubber-handed pocket
hooks. Tho hand will ho the big card on
the first clay of the loan drive in Now York
City, and tho bit? musical attraction on
May 3, tho day of the stupendous victory
parade?. This parade will show everythin*?
the A.T3.F. did to win the victory over tho
Boche.

Tho amount of the Victory Liberty Loan
Is announced as four and one-half billion,
with over-subscriptions to he rejected. It
is to be offered in the form of notes, inter-
est at 4% per cent, for notes exempt from
ail normal taxes and convertible into
per cent notes, totally tax exempt. They
mature at four years with the treasury re-
serving tho privilege of redeeming thorn
within throe years.

ARTILLERY GO MINUS GUNS
Shrapnel and Shells Held in Huge

Dumps Near Base Ports for
Their Sailing Orders

Thousands of tons of ammuniton arc on
route to tho Slates from dumps all over
Franco, but none, with a single exception,
is going hack on transports. Tho exception
is small arms* ammunition, which is a rea-
sonably harmless commodity?sometimes.
The bigger .stuff is being taken back on
freighters which carry no troops, save for
n few convoys. Gas shells, however, will
not enjoy even this much distinction. They
are to be taken out to sea in freighters or
barges and dumped overboard with no fur-
ther ceremony than the exorcise of duo care
to sec that they do not go off in tho process.

The guns themselves are also carried on
fioighterfl, so that Artillery outfits have to
return without their armament, which
spoils any contemplated parades back
home, but permits of tho outfit?s getting
homo the quicker. The reason why the
guns are not carried on transports is that
the loading process is long and laborious,
and would delay the transports? sailing.

Xon-Kxplovirvs on Passenger' List
The principal cargoes carried on trans-

ports?outside of troops?consist of avia-
tion. ordnance and engineering material,
most of it conveniently boxed, some of it
never unpacked in Franco, all of it easy to
load, non-explosive, and in no sense a men-
ace to the lives of returning soldiers.

Shells arc being carried down to vast
dumps near the base sections- and there
stored until vessels arrive to take thorn
hack. At St. Loubcs, near Bordeaux, -10,000
tons of shells, mostly shrapnel and eight-
inch, are assembled and awaiting shipment
to proving grounds and storehouses in the
Slates, whore they can be used for testing,
practice, and as a reserve supply against
another possible war.

Tho guns are usually taken in tow by the
Ordnance Corps before divisions on the
sailing lists leave their divisional areas, al-
though in a few cases outtlts have clearedllhcir areas and left the guns behind for the?

liuvlio Material Going: Home
This is done at such extensive depots us

that at Mehun-sur-Ycvro. where the guns
are refitted, rolined, painted and made
ready for immediate shipment to the ports.
German material turned over in accordance
with tho terms of the armistice is also as-
sembled for return, as are types of modern
artillery to bo used for .experimental pur-
poses. which go to the engineering collec-
tion, and captured and other material suit-
able for the historical collection.

All home-going artillery is shipped via
Bordeaux or Si. Nazairo. None of it goes
through Brest. Incidentally, all shipments
are convoyed by special details of Ordnance
men, who got the real velvet of the A.13.F,
when it comes to going home. Tho convoys
arc selected on a percentage basis which
lakes into consideration length of service
in France, allotments, status of dependents,
and other factors. They consist of an of-
ficer and six or a dozen enlisted men, who
journey back on the freighters, deliver the
guns to n proving ground or arsenal, and
are then demobilized.

stances, to those iii force at the last Olym-
pic meet. They vary from those laid down
in the Small Arms Firing Manual particu-
larly in tho manner of scoring and the di-
mensions of the rifle targets.

The rifle target for the 200 and 300-yard
ranges will measure 170 centimeters by 140
centimeters. Hits will bo scored from 1 to
5. An inher bull's-eye 20 centimeters in
diameter will score 5; an outer bull?s-eye in
a band five centimeters wide will count 4;
tile next band, ten centimeters wide, will
score 3; an outer band 15 centimeters wide
will score 2; while the Ilnal band, 20 centi-
meters wide, will count 1.

The 500-yard rifle target will be ICO cen-
timeters square, the inner bull?s-eye will be
40 centimeters in diameter, and the outerbull?s-eye a 10-contimcter band. No. 3 band
will be 15 centimeters wide and No. 2 band
20 centimeters wide, and any other hit onthe target will score 1.

Rules governing the rifle shooting by
teams arc as follows:

Arms: Tho adopted model of the national militaryarm of any of the comiKiling countries may be used.
Tho rlilo must bo mod without alteration or addi-tion, and before tho competition, tho captain of theshooting contingent of each country shall certify

that this condition Is observed.
For* and buck sights must be regulation, not tele-scopic or magnifying.
