No crew will bo entered from Kngland,
their entry having been withdrawn. The
Britishers practiced on the Thames for a
while and then came to the Seim* to try
the French boats. They did not like them
and figured that the now conditions would
be too much to overcome in a short time.
The British crow will compete, however, in
the A.K.K. Inter-Allied race and in their
own Henley.

Ity-xt we have the present heavyweight
champion, a white man, who since he won
hi.*- title has found hi* business interests,
including the ownership and management
of a circus and the ownership and operation
of oil wells?so engrossing he could not
spare a week of his valuable lime to box a
few rounds for the Rod Cross to raise a
little fund to bo expended for the care and
comfort of Ills own countrymen fighting in
a just cause in a strange land against a
powerful military autocracy.

Tho A.IS.F. boxing championships now
bomg conducted In Paris afford us another
striking instance of the professional pugi-
list's* lack of true sportsmanship and stam-
ina. It also demonstrates very clearly how
little the average professional cares for tho
light fans who make his living possible.

Throe men who call themselves fighters,
after entering the A.IS.F. tournament, have
lofused to stick it out and meet men their
canals, if not their masters in lighting abil-
ity. They have, to use iho old Army slang,
developed n had case of "cold feet." Army
officials have very properly barred them
from participation in boxing contests in tho
A.E.F. forever. Tho A.E.F. is better off
without, them. They are worse thrift tho
well known professionals who ducked the
tournament entirely. Peace to their ashes
?they are dead ones as far as lovers of
nail sport in the A.E.F. are concerned.

To tiie non-commissioned officers
men who are hauling for A.E.F. ring hon-
ors we doff our hats. They are fighting
cleanly and affording good sport for thou-
sands of their fellows. Many of them take
their boxing reputations just as seriously
as the men who ducked tiie tournament.
Some will lie beaten and ofhers will win.
ImL all should lie remembered by fight fans,
in participating in the tournament they are
upholding the honor of their respective
units, the sections they represent, and the
Army itself. They are talcing a prominent
part in the greatest sport program ever at-
tempted by any organization anywhere.
Some will emerge with now lustre but none
will suffer for having done his best. It's
harder to be a good loser than it»is to lie a
winner and true manhood does not conic
without its defeats.** t ftkft *?

A large silver cup has been offered by
the Biarritz Country Club for the section
winning the S.O.S. teams tournament,
which opens on the courts of that organi-
zation Monday. More than 100 entries have
already been received at the office of the
Athletic 'Bureau at Tours, and the affair
promises to be a big success.

There are 11 teams entered, as the In-
termediate and Advance sections are al-
lowed two learns each because of the larger
troop population. Each team consists of
nine men, five to play in the singles and
the other four in the doubles. This is a
change from the original plan, which pro-
vided for six men on a team. In view of
the increased interest in tennis and the
many courts that, have been opened up
for the use of Americans, it was decided
to increase the size of the teams.

Members of the Biarritz Country Club
and of the Kivello Country Club at St.
?lean do I.uz, 13 kilometers from Biarritz,
have shown much interest: in the tourna-
ment, but: the former?s courts have been
selected because they arc more centrally
located. The Biarritz silver cup has been
offered to the winningsection through Sec-
retary Cory of the club.

The games will be played on six courts,
which are placed side by side, with a run-
back of ton yards. There are wire bar-
riers between each pair of courts, which
are of ordinary hard gravel. The Nivollo
club has five courts, which will be open
to the players, and the entrants may train
there. The Biarritz courts are among the
most famous in Europe, practically all of
the crack tennis stars having played there,
with the exception of Wilding, and two
international tennis tournaments having
been run off there*. A large number of
Americans are members of the club.

The teams arrived in Biarritz today, the
players being on a duty status. All of the
enlisted men will be quartered and ra-
tioned under the direction of the leave
bureau, which is co-operating with the
Athletic Bureau in making the tournament
a. success. The winners of the S.O.S.

LE MANS TOMORROW

BASKETBALL TEAM

WILL GO ON TOUR

The SOth Division track and field meet,
oi iginally planned for March 22 will bo held
tomorrow at Le Mans. In addition to the
field events there will be a grenade throw-
ing competition, in which the entries will
be unlimited. In this contest a target com-
posed of three concentric circles of one, two
and three meters diameter at ranges of 13.
23 and 30 yards will be the objective. Each
man will have five throws at each range.
Scores will count five points for the inner
circle, three for the intermediate and one
for the outer circle. The live men with the
highest score will compete in the finals to
determine their relative standing.

Field events will consist of; 100-yard
dash. 220-yard run, \u25a0llO-yard run, half-mile
run, mile run. .one-mile relay (four-man
team), running high jump, standing broad
jump, running broad jump and shot put.
All events will ho run in field shoes. Box-
ing houls. soccer football and baseball
games will also ho on the program.

Tlie arrival of the division in the Be
Mans area, prior to embarkation for the
Fluted States, lias given an unprecedented
opportunity for the continuation of the di-
vision?s athletic program on a more exten-
sive scale. There are at present If organ-
ized baseball leagues, including 107 teams,
operating in the division. There is a league
from ea<?li regiment and separate unit, and
in addition the special "Sunday League"
for the benefit of those more or less con-
fined at Division and Brigade Headquarters
during the week. When each.team has
played every other team in its own circuit
the League Championship wfll.be deter-
mined on the usual percentage basis and a
Division League, composed of - all-star
teams?one from each regiment or separate
unit, will got under away.

They have played 23 games this season,
and lost only two, both of them to the
Tours team, champions of the A.K.F., and
one of those games was lost by a single
point. The team was organized upon one
day?s notice, for competition in the First
Army chfftnpionship series. The first game
they played was won by one point, against
the Corps Troops of the First Army, who
had been playing together several weeks
before the Army finals wore held. This
encouraged the men, and imbued with the
?do or die? spirit, limy went out and
trimmed all comers, and landed the prize
trip to Paris.

The team is captained by "Jakie? Furts-
man, better known in the basketball world
as ?Jakic" Fuller, an alias under which he
played (he game in the Kastcrn, Hudson
Valley and Now York State Leagues. Those
who saw ?Jakic?* perform in the Paris
series believe few, if any, guards in the
game arc better men.

Under the name of Fuller, he played with
the Hudson, N.Y? team and captained the
world?s champion Newburg five, lie also
played with Kingston, N.Y., and on the
Jasper quintette, where he was a team
male of Lieutenant Friedman, of the Tours
champions.

PRIVATE MAXON IS STAR
Youngster Develops Deadly Over-

head and Defeats Major Field
in.

Amid surroundings second only to those
at Cannes, the tennis tournament of Base
Section No. 2 was got under way last week
on the ten courts of the famous Primrose
Athletic Club in Bordeaux. This club is
devoted exclusively to tennis, and its club
appointments are second to no tennis club
in the world. On the finest of clay courts
which have been famous for 30 or more
years and which were highly praised by
both Brooks and Wilding when they played
there, -12 entrants fought for the privilege
of representing Base Section No. 2 in the
coming S.O.S. championships, which will
be played at Biarritz, beginning Monday.

As this is written, only four ?men are
left in the semi-finals, all privates, and
tliey will play in the order named: Private
Jones, Private Maxon, Private Joy and
Private Lane.

Maj. ISlias Field, who represented Base
Section No. 2 at the recent officers' tour-
nament at Nice, had a very good match
against lieutenant Howard in the first
round. The major is unusually steady and
often caused his opponent to miss by mak-
ing seemingly impossible gets and at other
times cleverly tricked his opponent out of
position. Howard had great speed and a
rattling'* service, but it was of no avail
against the major's cunning, and when ho
plunged for the net he was frequently
passed. The major received a well-dc-
served triumph by a score of 6?3 and B?fi.
