10 PARIS ROAD

A great T0-kilometer road race from
Chatean-Thierry to Paris may be held in
conucction with the inter-Allied games in
June.

PLANS COMPLETE
FOR BIG S.0.S. .
SWIMMING MEET

The $.0.S. swimming championships will
be held at T.a Rochnelle May 6 and 7.
Seven events are on the program and will
be held in the big crowded pool which has
been secured for this purpese.

The cvents will be: 100 meters, free style;
1000 meters, back stroke; 200 meters, breast
stroke; 400 meters, free style; 800 meters,
free style; 400-meter relay, free style, four
raen, and 1,500 mecters, free style.

The rules provide that in all races except
the hack stroke each contestant must stand
with both feet on the take-off. Stepping
back before or after the pistol will not be
allowed and will serve to disqualify the
contestant fromn that event. If the contesi-
ant leaves the take-off before the gun, it
will constitnte a false start. Three falsc
starts will disqualify any competitor, and
no substitute will be allowed. Each con-
testant will be entitled to a straight lanc
of water six feet wide from start o finish.

SUNDAY ON SEINE RIVER -

Three Continents and Six
N ations Repres_ented in
Big Regatta

A.EF. HAS LIGHT “EIGHT”

With Exception of Portuguese,
Yankee Oarsmen Weigh Less
Than Competitors

Three continents are represented by the
six Allied erews entered in the Interna-
tional Rowing Regatta to be held on the
Scine under the auspices of the Rowing
Club of France next Sunday. Crews of the
United States, Frunce, New Zenland, New-
foundland, Alsace-Lorraine and Portugal
will race in the rapid current over the mile
and-a half course between Pont Royal and
Pont de I'Alma.

The race will consist of three heats, two
preliminary and one final. The first heat.
consisting of France, Newfoundland and
Portugal, starts from Pont Royal at 2:15
p.m. The American, New Zealand and
Alsace-Lorraine eights race the second heat
at 2:45. At 4:30 the final heat will be
rowed between the four crews, winning
first and scconds in the preliminaries.

One of the joys of the coming regatta is
that *“dope” can pick a winner in any one
of the six ecrews and still be theoretically’
correct. What one eight lacks in weight,
for instunce, is made up by experience.

Portugal Has Lightest Crew

With the exception of Portugal, tihe
AE.F, crew is the lightest” on the river,
but whether this is an advantage or a dise
advantage with the heavy, eight-onred
barge of the type to be used Sunday, re-
maing to be seen. On the other hand, the
Americans are taller than their comipetitors.
In a shell cquipped with oul-riggers thisg
would be an advantage, but in barges, with
oar-locks in the gunwales, cven the diminu-
tive Portugese, whose average height is five
inches less than the Americans' can keep
»their oars in the water as long as the rest.

Considerable variance is found in

strolies of the six eights. The ALR.TF. stroke,
a combination of Cornell, ¥Flarvard and Yale
ratermanship, with a-long reach, n hard
catch and a tremendous-leg drive, i mueh
like the J¥rench, which shoots hands from
the body quickly on the rccovery. ITaving
once clenned up at the Henley classie and
practically the whole eight having rowed
together for ten years, the French crew
possesses the advantapge of age and expori
ence. It has not the weighl of the Rritish
colonials, however, its average being but
half a pound more than that of the Ameri-
cans.

New Zealanders Look Good

The New Zealunders have been rowing
together some time. ast year, the same
eight swept the river in a service race on
the Thames. Its stroke is a high one with
2 quick recovery, excellently fitted Tor short
distances like Sunday's course. The crew
is heavy, rangey and voung, and the New
Zealand boat balances nicely, with heavy-
weights amidships, medium weight in the
stern, and light weights bow and No. 2.
In weight and height, Alsace-TLorraine re-
sembles the French, but ils crew has had
lithle practice on the Seine. Portugal i=
light, short and rows a high, quick stroke.
The curiosity of the river, however, is the
Newfoundland crew. None of the cight ever
rowed before in a sliding seat, and conse-
quently the Caribous have a tendency to
rush their slides, which is a heresy to all
exponents of the sliding seat. In reply the
Newfoundlanders declare that wilthout slid-
ing seats they could clean up the river., At
home, the Newfoundlanders row in shells in
stationary seats, with a strip of sheep skin
sewn to the scat of their rowing trunks.
and every man is therefore his own sliding
scat, Their stroke is a fisherman's one,
short, quick and extremely powerful. It is
the heaviest crew on the river and appears
capable of sustaining its slashing stroke
for the full distance.

CLEVELAND PLAYER
