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a renewed attack on both flanks was de-
livered at 11 a.m., October 27. The 3rd
Battalion of the" 101th Infantry by 4 o'clock
in the afternoon occupied all of the Bois
Bcllcu definitely. The troops on the right,
again penetrated the Bois_ d?Ormont, but
met by the most devastating enemy bom-
bardment which had yet been experienced,
though they clung to their gains through
the night and a part of the next day, they
eventually had to give them up and on
October -23 the enemy still retained the
Bois d'Cfrmont.

The 2Gth Division lay without further
aggressive action, being relieved on its
left by the 70th Division and, in turn, re-
lieving the 20th French Division on its
right, until November 7. when it resumed
offensive operations on the front between
Beaumont and the Bois d?Ormont, near
which latter point it came in liaison with
the 79th Division. This front was about
five kilometers long and ran approximately
north and south, with Flabas directly
ahead on its left flank. The order of regi-
ments from right to left was: 101st, 102nd,
103rd and 101 Hi. each regiment with one
battalion in front line. The enemy seemed
on the point of retiring along this front
and on the Sth. following up the indica-
tions, the whole 2Gth Division front ad-
vanced. taking Flabas and occupying the
top of the ridge, facing northeast, which
dominated the wagon road between Dam-
vilicrs and Azanncs.

?morning of the 11th of November the at-
tack was begun and the troops on tho
right had advanced beyond. Chauniont-
devant-Damvillcrs, while the 315th In-
fantry was halfway up the slope of Cote
do Moriniont \u25a0when, at 11 a.m. hostilities
wore suspended. Had these heights been
taken, nothing remained in tho way of
defenses between them and the enemy's
roccade railroad line at Splncourt, toward
which the 70th Division was moving.

Bivision was, for the present, held In re-
serve at Verdun.

©Luxembourg Reports of the rapid progress then being
made by the American divisions further
to the northwest, however, wore very en-
couraging and when the 31Gth, supported
by three companies of the 315th'. attacked
again at 9 o?clock on the morning of the
sth. although it was at first held back,
it persisted grimly and finally conquered
Hill 378, while a violent counter-attack
made by the enemy from Soiferlon Farm
and the Canif Trench, further north,
failed to recover any of the lost ground
and was repulsed by artillery lire.

Although the divisions of the 3rd U.S.
Army Corps got across Hie House on the
Sth and were slowly pushing toward the
rear of the Canif Trench and the other
parts of the enemy's Kriemhildo Stellung
system extending from Dumviilcrs to Vil-
osnes, he clung to this line witii great de-
termination, and the efforts of the 313th
.and 315th Infantry to get beyond Hil!
378 during November C wore all pul down.
But the continuation .of the attack on the
7th brought better results. After an all-
day struggle, the enemy?s works and wire
on the ridge of Los Clairs-Chencs and
near Soifcrino Farm wore broken through
about T p.rn., and at about the same time
the 15th Colonial Division mastered Ville-
ncuve and Sillon-Fontaino Farms.

The attack was calculated to bo a sur-
prise and it went over the top without
artillery preparation at 5:00 o?clock on the
morning of October 8. A vigorous barrage

was started, however, at the instant that
the Infantry moved forward. The desired
surprise was effected and the results of
the first day were highly satisfactory. For
the establishment, of communications
across the river, during the previous night
the ISth Bivision Nngipeers at Samogrieux

and the Seventeenth Army Corps I-.n-
gineers at Regncvillo had built bridge's,

while at dawn and under intense shell lire
the IQStli Kngineirs of the 33rd Division
threw one biidge about J2O feet long across
the river at Brabant and another at Con-
senvove, laler i -,, Pairing the permanent
bridge at Consenvoye, and these bridges

the American troops utilized in carrying

out their part of tlie attack. The ISth
and 2Ctli Divisions attained their normal
objectives, the hitter taking the Bois do
Caurcs and approaching Italian, the for-
mer going ahead about three kilometers
Into tile Bois de Brabant.

The GStli U.K. Brigade, under command
Of Col. B. A. Caldwell, attacked from the
canal bank with the Hath Infantry on
the left .and the llGth on the right and
protected bv an accurate barrage from
the mSlb F.A. Brigade. The advance
pushed on rapidly .and with few casual-
ties, driving the enemy ahead and tak-
ing many prisonc-ts. to a hue through the
southern part of Hu: Hols de Cnnsetivoye
and around into the Bois de Brabant, on
the edge of the Haumont ravine, whore
it hat, liaison witii the rest of the ISth
Bivision. It had broken through two in-
trenched lines and captured the formidable
heights of Mnihrouck Hill, and Hill 31IS.
About 3 o'clock in the morning, two bat-
talions of Hie li!2nd Infantry of the 33rd
Division crossed tbe liver at Brabant and
attacked north against Hie Bois de
Chaurne. inking Hie whole woods to Us
north edge, hut later drawing hack to
the south edge to maintain liaison with
the flank of Hie SSHi Brigade, which was
not so far noitli in the Bois de Consen-
voyc.

The 32nd Division returned to an active
sector after a rest of about 20 days almost
on the eve of the armistice, but it con-
trived, nevertheless, to put in one day of
hca\y fighting. and the sort of progress
it had been accustomed to making When
on the offensive. Coming into line in a
position between the 15th Colonial Divi-
sion and the sth U.S. Division as the
fr?ont expanded in consequence of tho
northeastward advance from the Meuse,
it lay on the night of November 9-10 be-
tween tho villages of Do Petite Lissey

and Brchcvillo, on tho eastern edge of the
heights overlooking the Woevro. Thence
at 6 o'clock on the morning of the 10th
it moved down into the valley, the 123th
Infantry- on the right advancing toward
Pouvilleis, on the west side of the Thinte
river, and tho 127th on the left moving

toward Boemont Farm, cast of the river.
The enemy resisted strongly with both

artillery and machine guns and the ad-
vance was a continuous, all-day fight
which caused large casualties, including
215 wounded. But at evening the 12Sth
Infantry had taken Peuvillcrs, pushed on
beyond It into the edge of the Bois de
Dombras and# meeting there a heavy lire,
had dropped back again into tho village,
while on the left the 127th had cleaned
up several woodlands in its sector, end-
ing with the Bois do Lissay beyond the
eastern edge, of which it lay along the
Thinte river. The front was well up with
the 15th Colonial Division which, further
to the right, was between Pcnvillers and
Darnvillers and with the slh U.S., further
to the left, which had taken possession
of Jamctz.

The heights along the Meuse, further
west, having been taken by other divi-
sions, the 70th was ordered to divert its
offensive on the morning of the Bth to a
direction almost due cast, aiming to con-
quer the spurs of tho plateau running out
into the Woevro plain. The sharp change
in direction involved making up provisional
attack regiments out of the battalions as
they lay in position after the battle of
the previous day. This was accomplished
by making up one regiment, of a battalion
each of the 315th, 313th and SlCtli In-
fantry, which was to attack on the loft,
along tho ridge between tho villages of
Ecuruy and Reville; and another composed
of two battalions of the 315th and one of
the 313th, which was to attack on the
right along the ridge between Reville and
Etraye.

With due, artillery preparation and be-
hind a barrage, tho attack jumped off
early In the morning, two battalions of
the 26th Division advancing at the same
time in the right sub-sector of the 79th.
The enemy was moving out and by night
the front had advanced about five kilo-
meters and lay on tho eastern edge of the
heights, from which next day tho move-
ment was continued, without serious op-
position, down into the valley of the
Thinte river, coining to a halt before tho
elaborately fortified and extremely rugged
line of heights extending from Darnvillers
southeast to Romagne; tho Cote d?Orno,
Cote de Morlmont, Cote dc Romagne and
others.

2Gth Deflects Advance
That night orders wore Riven by the

corps for the 2G(.h Division to deflect its
advance toward the southeast in order to
take Orncs northeast of it. cutting down
in reverse through the enemy defenses
about Do Ciiaume and ITlerbcbois in order
to roach those objectives and the further
villages and towns toward Ftain, in the
plain of the Woevre. Advancing somewhat
on November 9, the attack in the new
direction was taken up with still greater
vigor on the 10th and, in spite of strong
resistance by machine guns in the enemy
trenches at Do Ciiaume and ITTcrbcbols,
it progressed steadily, especially on the
left, where the village of Villers-devant-
Chaumont, "in the valley of the Thiente,
was taken. During the night of Novem-
ber 10. tlie troops were reorganized so
as lo form three attack"columns, the 101st
Infantry being withdrawn to reserve, while
the 102nd prepared to attack toward Orncs,
the 10-1 th toward Lea Jumcllcs d?Ornes and
the 103rd toward rHerbcbois. Following
a preparation lire, this attack started at
9:30 in the morning of the 11th and was
progressing very favorably when hostilities
ceased at 11 o?clock. In its latest oper-
ations the division had lost 9G5 ofllcers
and enlisted men.

On the morning of the lltli the advance
was about to be resumed into the Bois
do by the I2Blh Infantry and
toward Boemonl Farm by the 127th, when
hostilities were ordered suspended. After
13 o?clock, however, the German artillery,
probably through ignorance or misappre-
hension, opened lire on Lo Petite Lassey
village, causing a few casualties. The
32nd Division artillery immediately retali-
ated by opening on some of the known
German battery positions and I hereupon
the enemy?s fire promptly ceased. This
was the last firing reported along the
American front.

At evening of October 8 the Seventeenth
Corps had mode a good beginning. Hut
a peculiar conditiou existed on this part
of the front. U will be remembered that
In an earlier reference to the general
scheme of the German defensive zon<*s

across northern France, It was said that
the first three of these zones virtually
merged at Orsies, north of Verdun. Ornes.
the village Indicated as the approximate
point of this merging. Is only about live
kilometers east of Heawmont, which tin*
2Gth Division was attaching.

From Ornes the strongest portions of

these defensive zones, the rear ones, ex-
tended northwest along the crests over-
looking the plain of the Wo'-vre, hy
Flabaa, the Mots d'Ormonl. the Hois d'F.t-
rayes and the Grande Montagu** toward
Haraurnont, Vllosm-s and Hrieullea. where
the Kriemhllde Slellung crossed the Meuse.
Consequently, in attacking north from
Samogneux to Hoaumonl, the Seventeenth
Corps, and especially the divisions of its
right, were attacking In front, of mid al-
most parallel to these rear defensive zones,
which had a flanking lire on the advanc-
ing troops and which, when finally
reached, would have to he taken either by
attacks delivered ut an acute angle or else
by changing front under lire.
