TWO LOST LIVES IN WAR
Capt. Edward Grant of the Giants

Was Killed in Argonne Fight-
ing?The Roll of Honor

The part taken by major league baseball
players in the war is of interest to every
baseball fan in khaki. Figures compiled
by President John Ilcydler of the Na-
tional League are, therefore, interesting.

According 'to President Ilcydler, 103
Nat ional League players wore in the Army,
Navy and Aviation Service; two were
killed and a number, not estimated, were
wounded.

The two players who laid down their
lives for their country were Marcus Milli-
gan, a young pitcher obtained by the Pitts-
burgh Club from Birmingham, and Capt.
Edward Grant, curried on the voluntary
retired list of the Now York Giants. Mil-
ligan was killed in an aeroplane accident,
while Captain Grant lost his life in the
Argonne lighting.

MA Y CLASH IN BIG TOURNEY

A.E.F. Officials Considering
Meet Near Paris, in

June

FRENCH STRONG FOR PLAN
Offer Excellent Courses at La

Boulic and Fontainebleau for
Proposed Tournament

Bringing the pick of the golfers of the
Allied Armies together lo compote on a
Parisian links for the Army championship
of the world is the big project which has
been suggested to the Inter-Allied Games
Committee and is now being considered.
If the event is arranged, it will be linked
with the Inlcr-Alliod games program and
will in all probability be played tinring the
big meet, dune 22 to July (i.

Army golfers have been decrying the fact
that the Inter-Allied Games Committee has
forgotten their sport in arranging the cal-
endar of events. England, France and
America, are three of the leading nations
in golfing history, and each can put. upon
the links golfers who have fought in their
Armies and who have led the way in golf.

France especially is desirous of having
golf entered as one of the Tnter-Allied
events.

First Class Flayers in A.F.F.
The A.K.F. can produce a handful of

first-class players who should bo able to
compete with credit against loams from
other countries. Kngland has recently held
an Army tournament on somewhat similar
linos as the A.13.F., when good golf was
jotted down on the score board.

If golf finds its way upon the games pro-
gram there will in all probability he :<(! or
72 Side medal play for the qualifying
round, and the best 112 players of all coun-
tries will meet on the links to fight for the
Individual championship.

Team championships, run in the usual
style oi bavins ten men to a team, will
probably also bo booked, and through an
elimination process the two best foams will
meet in the finals for the honors of the
Allied Armies.

La Boulio, near Versailles, one of the
most prominent French golf chibs, has of-
fered its links to the Allies, if they wish
to use them for golf championship pur-
poses. All French and internaliona) cham-
pionships have been fought out over the
fairways and greens of this course. Fon-
tainbl(!.a,u links, within easy roach of Paris,
are also in good shape and available.-

Only a few of the American golfers who
participated in the A.F.F. golfing jnusi at
the Nice Golf Club have gone borne, and
those would, therefore, lie available for flic
competition. If golf is added to the Hat
of events, the American golfers chosen will
be transferred on detached service to Paris,
so that they may get several days of prac-
tice.
