Giving direct and tangible proof that the
acndemic and the military life can be suc-
cessfully combined, the ALT '[;fni\'crsil._\
at Beaune, Cole 4'0Or is now entering upon
the concluding weceks of its first and only
term.

When the university closes June 7, the
professors  from  American universities,
whose conlracts expire at the end Qf the
term. probably will be given ghc option of
going home with the university organiza-
tion. taking their leaves while the univer-
gity is packing up. or of taking a leave
ard going home individually. Those’ \_'.'hosc
contracls do not expire by the middle o
June may be sent to the Army of Occupa-
tion for the remainder of their contract
or utilized elsewlicre. - . .

The soldier students, who will be organ-
ized into a regiment, will return to Lhc_-n:
home Stlates according to plans outlined
by headqguriers in companies or smaller
groups, such as a New York company, n
Massachuselts comnpany, and the like. Sec-
tionnl groups will also be formed.

Total Registration Over 9,000

tegistrar JL. WL Cooper reports that the
total registration of ithe university was
9,319, includi registrations at the farm
school at Alor the 194 in the divisional
school and Lhe 468 Iirn the short courses.
The 13u ees Collee led all others in point
of regisirntion, 1,973 students “maojoring’™
for the cight courses and 19 classes. The
5 next in point of
ts registering for the
S and 62 classes. The College
ol TL.ette wias next with 843 students;
then ime the Agriculturat College with
its 717 students.

The College of T2ducation was the least
popular, having a registration of but 82.
A total of 538 classes and 303 courses is
what the university ofiered to the stu-
dents handled in 41 departments, organ-
ized under 11 colleges. Total registrations
i riven as 13.123, according to the mid-
term report. of the registrar.

Medal of Honor Highest

The Maedal of Honor is the highest award
that ¢an be bestowed by the American
Government. It corresponds o the British

Board of Awards to Judge

The Medal of Honor and Distinguished
Service Cross cases are considered

at G.I1.Q. by a Board of Awards, compris-
ing seven oflicers (there were three up to
recently), with o senior member or presi-
dent at their head. Most of these oflicers
have served continuously in combat, and
the majority of them have themsclves been
decorated for gallantry in action. Aledal
of Tionor cuses, moreover, are passed on
by the Adjutant General, the Commander-
in-Chief and the War Department.

‘The Distinguished Service Medal may be
awarded to any one who distinguished
himself or hérself by cxceptionally merl-
torious service to the CGovernment in a
duty of great responsibility in tire of war.
or in connection with opcrations against
—an armed enemy of the United States

The Medal oi HHonor and the D.S.C. are
for guallantry in _action. Thc D.S.M. may
be given Tor service involving no puarticipn-
tion in action and no question of brav-
cry.  This medal might be awarded to any
one fulfilling to admiration a duly of great
responsibility for behind the lines or even
back home.

Distinguished Service Medal eases are
congidered—also at G.ILQ.—by a special
Board ol Decorations, comprising four gen-
eral oflicers appointed by the Command
¢r~-in-Chief, and their deliberations and
deeisions are governed by a set of rules
which have reccived the approval of the
Commander-in-Chief and of the War De-
partment.

When, in a company, battery or similar
unit, an oflicer Is a witness or has authen-
tic information of any gallant deed poer-
formed by any person in the military serv-
ice—in active operations—he makes a rec-
ord of the deed by preparing a recom-
mendation for the AMed:l of Honor or the
Distinguished Service Cross, stating the
details of the act. Certificates of two eye-
witnesses are required to accompany the
recomuendation.

This is then sent to the regimental com-
mander, who verifies its details, and if he
deems the case worthy of recognition he
makes a suitable indorsement and forwards
it to the division. 1f he is famillar with
the details, or has personally witnessed
them, he himself signs the recommenda-
tion and sends it forward.

At the division the division ecommander,
or an inspector, or board, reviews the
cases, and recommends or disapproves
them, in  accordance with the division
standard. The approved cases are for-
warded to G.H.Q., wherc they are entered
on record cards and papers, and indorse-
ments for action arc placed before the
Board of Awards. Each member then re-

views each ease, and when the recom-
mendations or voles are submitted to the
senior member or president he notes the
action of the entire board. When the

evidence submitted to the board does not
seem conclusive, the papers are returned

for additionatl data.
The Final Steps
Next, the cases ave prepared for final
action of higher authority. A ecablegram

giving a hricef or citation of the deed is
sent to Washington for cilation in general
orders and tor oflicial record. In each
approved case the division commander is
informed by letter, with cilation atts
Meduls are forwarded. and the divis
head is either requested to hold the maodai

for presentation by  the  Conunander -
Chief or to have the presentation cere-
mony with the di ion commander him-

self awarding the roration in the name
of the Commander-in-Chier.  Bach person
awarded any of the three decorations is
furnished also with an oflicial copy of kis
citation, which is his authority for wear-
ingr the mednl
commendation for the award of the
M. is made in the same manner, stat-
ing c¢learly and briefly what the recom-
mended soldier has done to deserve the
award.

In view of the Iaet that all contributing

~

items rurnished the board [rom the unit
commander cannot be given in the cita-
tion, the full merit. or the deed often is

not shown by the citation, Ifor this rea-
son it isx natural that o soldier, reading
one of these cit:ztious, often is familiar
with a similar ¢ in which no dccor-
ation was conferred.

To correet any possible mistakes that
may have been made by the boards in their

decisions, due to the diferent manner in
which the ca are w up and pre-
sented, all d proved 5 either have
been, or are being, reinvestigated.

To maintain a uniform standard it is
necessury that the award of decorations
be centralized. for every division com-
mander has diiferent standards by which

he Judges recommendations.
may deem a ¢ertain act of her
of a Medal of Honor;

guished Serviee Cross. ‘T'he proportion of
approved and disapproved Distineuished
Service Cross cas for diff¢rent divisions
varies irom approximately 20 per cent ap-
proved and 70 per cent disapproved in one
division to approximately 90 per cent ap-
proved and 10 per cent disapproved in
another.
