NEW VOLUNTEERS
FOR RHINE WATCH

NOW AT ST. AIGNAN
First Batch of 1,004 Replace-

ments Will Be Assigned
in Short Order

MORE DUE IN TWO WEEKS
Many Former A.E.F. Men and

Three Veteran Sergeants In-
cluded in Outfit

Cheering wildly at their first glimpse of
Franco, and in anticipation of the beginning
of their overseas duty, the first volunteer
replacement group, consisting of 082 men
ami 22 officers, sailed into the harbor at'
Brest bn the Agamemnon a week ago
Wednesday, at 11 o'clock in the morning.
This is tlie first overseas replacement bat-
talion to arrive in Franco since the signing
of the armistice. Although the Agamem-
non was scheduled to arrive in port on
Thursday, May 15, the sailing time, owing
to good weather, was shortened 21 hours.

After two or three days' rest in camp at
Brest the new men repaired to the classifi-
cation camp at isl. Aignau. Here they arc
being classified''according lo the branch of
the service which they hove chosen. After
that they will bo sent on to fill vacancies in
the Army of Occupaton. created by the
selective service men who are being sent
homo.

AM of the men are enlisted for a period of
throe years. If I lie Army of Occupation is
not hold in Kurope for tlio period of that
time, the men will, of course, serve out thu
balance of their enlistment in tin; States.

Many Old-Timers
Although the majority of these! new men

are fresh from civilian ife, there .are many
ex-service men among them, and not a low
who have seen service in funner campaigns.
In the ranks of the .sergeants tire throe
Spanish war velerans. as well as men who
have served in the pulling down of the
Chinese Boxer rebellion and in the Philip-
pine Islands. These men, who wore not
fnrtumue enough to he chosen when the
legions were, being formed to crush the Gor-
man marauder, jumped til the chance to
replace the velerans on the Rhine, to prove
thal they are just as able and anxious to
serve Uncle Sam as they wore in 18i)S and
I i'Oi).

Likewise, there are several of the non-
commissioned officers who are wearing one
.and two wound stripes, men who have been
hi:; recently discharged from the service.
Disappointed tit not beingsent to the Rhine
after the signing of the armistice, these
men upon being released from the service
immediately re-enlisted for overseas duty.

In about two weeks, the second boat load
of replacement troops is duo to arrivel in
I?rancc. These men are being enlisted from
every section of the United States, and sent
to Camp Meade. Md.. the only overseas re-
placement. depot in the States at. present.
In a month's time a steady stream of men
in olive dm It wifi again bo pouring across
the Allan lie.

Young and enthusiastic, those now men,
coming over for what amounts 10 guard
duty, face their future somewhat different-

ly from the men who crossed a submarine
infested ocean over a year ago, and who
had to face the prospect of several hard
months in the trenches, or of being: crip-
pled or killed. Only a few weeks' training
in camp will be given the new men, after
which they will be assigned to Regular di-
visions on duty up at the American bridge-
head about Coblenz.

Upon arriving in Now York City from
Camp Meade the new Overseas Replacement
Battalion participated in the big Victory
Loan parade. Over the same si reel s
marched this now partof a volunteer Army,
where but two or three weeks ago, ihe peo-
ple had greeted the return of New York's
27th and 77th Divisions, when they arrived
hdinc from Franco, and no lews enthusias-
tically were the cheers and well wishes
given from the throngs which reviewed
them, than those which met the old heroes
upon their return.

It is not for the Third Army in Germany
alone that these replacement troops are
coming over. In the various S.O.S. bases
and stations at the ports where troops
must necessarily be retained until the
A.E.F. has thoroughly cleaned house be-
fore going home, now men will replace
those who have been longest on duty and
whoso turn has come to return to God's
country.

There are 277 unassigned second lieuten-
ants now following post graduate courses
at West Point and they, too. are scheduled
to be sent overseas about July 10 on a. tour
of observation and study. They will be
returned to the States by October 1.

Recent changes in the evacuation pro-
gram of troops to the Stales may change
these plans, but it is thought quite prbb
able that they wifi bo carried out.
