$375,000,000 to Be Appro-
priated for Buying of
Farms and Houses

RANGE FROM 1 TO 320 ACRES

Returned Soldiers Will Get Jobs

An appropriation bill calling for §$373,-
000.000 is now before Congress to buy and
cultivate farms and build country homes
for honorabhly discharged soldiers, sailors
and Marines, and to allow ‘them 40 years in
which to make good on them.

In the streteh of land extending from
Virginia along the coast line to Texas there
lie 200,000,000 acres of cleared timber land,
which, together with 80,000,000 ucres of
drainage land in the South, are available
for the land reclamation project. In the
West are to be found 15,000,000 acres of

LATE CASUALTY TABLE

The. War Department late in April is-
sued a table showing the major casual-
ties of the troops that had fought on
foreign soil. The figures on the total of
prisoners taken include 135 reported held
by the Bolsheviki forces in Russia. It is
explained also that 281 men taken pris-
oncrs by the Germans died during cap-
tivity. The tetal casualties do not rep-
rceent individuals, but casualtics report-
ed, as most of those who died of wounds
were first reported’ as wounded, and
many men were wounded more than once..

Size of Army and Indemnity -

May Be Discussed
Later

BERLIN SITUATION = COMPLEX

Von Bernstorff Trying to Form
New Delegation to Accept
Terms of Allied Treaty

With Versallles almost descrted of Ger-
mans, their work of protest and criticism
ended, the treaty with Austria will today
be handed over to the delegates from
Vienna, although two important clauses,
those dealing with indemnity and the size
of the Austrian army, will be withheld for
future discussion. .

Cries of '"Give us peace!” in the streets
ol Berlin sounding over the solemn assur-
ances of Count von Brockdorff that Ger-
many would not sign and the quiet, me-
thodical preparation of the Armies of Oc-
cupation have created a situation'that has
called forth all the skill the Berlin Govern-
ment to handle.

Reports state that the agile hand of
Count von Bernstorff, former Ambassador
to the United States, is busy pouring oil on
the troubled waters and is sttempting to
form a new peace delegation that can ace-
cept with a better face the terms that Von
Brockdorff has denounced.

With the German counter-proposals now

before the Allies, it is stated in some quar- |

ters, as was previously suggested by mem-
bers of the American delegation, that cer-
tain points made by the Germans are
worthy of consideration and may be of suf-
ficient value to be incorporated into the
thus making some slight changes
sary in the original. In any case, con-
sideration of the German documents will

jtake some little time, and no official an-
s nouncement can be made to when the dato

of signing will be.

Many questions are still confronting the
Allies, especially concerning Russia, and,
while the War Department has announced
that American troops are being withdrawn
from Archangel and Murmansk, the French
press nas.announced that American Ma-
rines made up a part of an Allied contin-
gent. that recently landed in Dantzig. Rec-
opnition of the Koltchak Government in
Russ which has achieved considerable
sucecess against the Bolsheviki and claims
to control the military situation, has not
been: granted as yel, a8 the American dele-
gation has demanded further proof of the
nature of the new regime., ¥rance, IEng-
land and Japan are willing to recognize
Koltchak with certain guarantees, 1t is re-
ported.

The questions which will still remain un-
settled in the Austrian agreement, but
which, it is hoped, will not delay peace with
the new republic, are matters which deal
with the size of the Austrian army and the
case of indemnity. I3oth are impossible of
settlement until the exact status of some of
the new-born countries once a part of the
old empire is more definitely established.
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
