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One of the famous British squadron of dummy wooden battleships which deceived the Germans for some months and finally drew them into an engagement. This boat was supposed to be the battleship “‘Orion.”

It was later sunk at Kephola to form a breakwater against the northwesterly gales from the effect of one of which it suffered very badly.
