photograph at the right shows the result. The
desire ?of owners to obtain comfortable and
artistic homes in the face of the increase in the
price of materials and labor has brought into
being the new science?or art?of ?house sur-
gery,? which has demonstrated that old buildings
can be transformed into beautiful ones at com-
paratively low cost.
