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The above etching by Louis Orr was shown at the Spring
Salon in Paris and was made at the request of Marshal
Petain for the Louvre Gallery. Mr. Orr, who is a native
of Hartford, has been given the Legion of Honor, rank of
Knight, by the French government in recognition of his
work as one of the official etchers of war scenes. New York is to see a full exhibition of his
work this winter. Just a year ago last month Marshal Petain made solemn entry into Strasbourg.
