"Take no stock in any rosy views about

crops. The corn crop never was in such

jeopardy."
The above dispatch was sent on Friday

to all of his correspondents by Robert Lindbloom.head of one of the largest commissionhouses on the Chicago Board of Trade.
The dispatch is worth publishing, doiu oecausethe house in question has its own

agents travelling throughout the country
investigating the condition of crops, and

because the tenor of the dispatch is antagonisticto the sentiment Wall Street
bulls are trying to create about crops.
As the stock market, now raging in the

full intensity of bull fever, is essentially a

crop market, a careful analysis of the crop
situation is interesting. A strenuous effort
is being made to convey the impression
that 1897 is a repetition of 1891. The'
wheat yield of 1891 was about 610,000,000
bushels; the corn yield over 2,000,000,000
bushels. Wheat sold at over $1 per bushel,
and touched SI.177 Corn orougm au n.ci^

age price of 50 to 55 cents a bushel. The
rye crop of Europe was a failure. The
wheat crop was a failure everywhere. The
French Government removed the import
duty on wheat; the Russian Government
prohibited the export of wheat. Russia,
the principal competitor of the United
States in the world's wheat market, sufferedfrom a famine in which men died by
hundreds. The United States had a certainmarket for its wheat and an enormous
supply. Rye. barley and oats all brought
fabulous prices.

India, Argentina and Australia have no

wheat for sale now. Some damage is reportedfrom France, but nothing like 1801.
The rye crops abroad are up to the average.
At least 'an average crop is promised for

Russia. There is certainly no failure of
crops there.
The persistently reiterated statement that

the United States can alone furnish a surplusof wheat this year is false, as Russia
A | will have a large surplus and the size of

A if Russian reserves is an unknown quantity.
If there is any phenomenal price for wheat
this year, it will result from a short crop
in the United States. There is a probabilityof an average wheat yield and a possibilityeven of a short wheat crop. The
last Government report of July 1 furnished
an estimate of 470,000.000 bushels of wheat,
or about 20,000,000 uyre than was harvestedin 1880. Since that time much damagehas been wrought to Spring wheat in
the Northwest, and some damage in WinTSoSnrinir wheat crop
is nor made. It is now almost certain that
it will not be a full erop. The Winter
wheat is practically made and will be about
the average. But it must not be forgotten
that the yield is brought up to the averageby an unusually large yield on the
I'ueifle slope, the Southern and the Atlanticslope States. Of the Western States
traversed by the so-called granger roads,
Kansas and Oklahoma alone have a large
Winter wheat yield. Michigan Is under the
average. In Illinois there Is a total failure;in Missouri, a one-half crop: In Iowa
and Indiana a partial erop. Of the Spring
wheat States Nebraska, which Is not a

large wheat producer, promises very well.
Minnesota's crop has deteriorated materiallyand there is unquestionably serious

in North Dakota.
A moderate and remunerative wheat

movement is certain for the wheat carryingra..roads, but nothing pheuomenal In
any way. Kansas has a large and early
crop. Its wheat is moving rapidly. Wheat
receipts are larger than they were last
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deluding itself on thisSscore. The current
wheat receipts are much less than they
were in the four years previous to 1806.
Actual statistics of wheat movements

fall thus far to verify the enormoiis wheat
crop which has its inception in the imaginationof Wall Street bulls alone. One
would not believe it while listening to the
maudlin talk of Wall Street, but there are

\ really other crops in the United States
besides wheat. The corn crop, for instance,

. is of greater importance to the granger
roads tnan the wheat crop. Weather conditionsfor the growth of corn have never

been more unfavorable in the history or the
country. I'erfect conditions for every remainingday of the growing season are

M necessary to permit the production of an

average crop. Average conditions will
force a short crop, and unfavorable conditionsa total failure. The oats crop Is
larger than the wheat crop, and the farmer
practically gives away his oats. The
cotton crop has arrived at a critical point
where the weather may make It a large
or a small crop. The weather has recently
been unfavorable for all of the smaller
crops, wiuch furnish much of the wealth
of the farmer.
Prices of all save a few stocks have discounteda more favorable crop situation

than really exists. Any change for the
worse, end the tendency is in that direction.will cause a serious setback to the
mm-irot To-warrant higher prices there
must bo an Improvement in the crop situation,which it is unreasonable to expect
now. It may come, but it is not in sight.
These considerations apply to the railroads
which depend primarily for their earnings
upon the great crops.
The prospects for the railroads which

depend upon great industries, like coal and
iron for instance, are even less reassuring.
Bessemer ore and steel billets sold last
week at the lowest price on record. The
anthracite coal trade, if there has been
any change, has gone back in the past two

| out some promise two months ago, when
stocks were/10 and 15 per cent lower. The
anthracite coal trade, through the force of

Those two products furnish the keynote to
all business prosperity or adversity.

FR. M'LOUGHLIN'S JUBILEE
The New Church of the Blessed SacramentDedicated at New

Rochelle.

The new Church of the Blessed Sacrament,located on Centre avenue at New
Rochelle, was dedicated yesterday with
considerable ceremony in the presence of
fifteen hundred people. Right Rev. J. M.
Farley, Coadjutor Bishop of New York,
presided at all the services. The day was
made all the more notable on account of It
beins the eolden iubilee celebration of the
Rev. Thomas McLoughliu, the rector of
the church.
The new church Is built of marble which

formerly composed the Park Avenue PresbyterianChurch at New York. The Isellns
were at one time the leading members of
the Blessed Sacrament parish, but several
years ago a dissension sprang up in Father
McLaughlin's flock and Mr. and Mrs.
Adrian Iselin built a $150,000 ebhrch and
parsonage for the parish of St. Gabriel's,
and then the wealthy folk belonging to the
remaining remnant of the congregation
refused to give Father McLoughliu that
financial aid which he deemed necessary,
Nevertheless through Indefatigable labor
he has managed to erect the largest and
finest house of worship In Westchester
County.
So far the church has cost about $75,000,

and before the tower, grand organ and altarsare In place $50,000 more will have
been expended. The dedicatory services
began with solemn high mass at 10:30 a.
m., at which the Rev. Thomas McLoughlln
was celebrant.

He has 110 money, nor anything which
may pass for money. lie has a wife, a

handsome woman, of Cappoquien, County
Waterford, Ireland, whom deprivations
and sorrow have made thin and pale. They
have three children, girls, who, neat, in
white gowns, returned from the Sunday
school yesterday with little images of the
saints.
The eldest, four years old, with black

hair and blue eyes, is Kathleen Virginia;
the younger, three years old, thin, elegant
and agile, is Oona Carolina; the youngest,
two years old, with siiky, curly brown hair,
is Eileen Nevada.
Their father would work with all his

might for $7 a week. His rent for a month
Is only that and he cannot pay it. Yet he
is a man of education, a pupil of Black
Rock and of Trinity, matriculated at tue

Royal College of Sugeons at Dublin, with
high honors. He had a tutor, like a nobleman,when he was a youth, for his father,
a brush manufacturer of Dublin, was

wealthy. Wealthy, or passing for a man of
wealth, which is" just as well. When he
died and his accounts were examined, his
liabilities almost balanced his assets. He
left $40,000 to be divided among several
children, and C. Stevens O'Mahony with his
share travelled around the world.
He was always caught by the vain
