Minority Rights.
SMITH JOINS ANTI-PARKERS

Votes with the President and CommissionerAndrews to
Censure O'Brien.

CHIEF CONLIN BACK IN TOWN.

He Confirms the Journal's Exclusive
Announcement That He Had No

Intention of Retiring from
Office.

Commissioner Andrew D. Parker met his
TTaterloo yesterday. Colonel George Moore
Smith, at the regular meeting of the Police
Board, openly allied himself with CommissionersMoss and Andrews, thus proving
that the Journal was entirely correct when
It announced on Tuesday morning that the
Police Board stood three to one.
The rote which showed the triple allianceagainst Parker was on the adoption

of a resolution to censure Acting Inspector
O'Brien for delay in arresting one Fagenbush,a Denver (Ohio) crook, when requestedto do so by one Petersen, the
emissary of a Western detective agency.
Parker alone voted in the negative.
President Mots then proceeded, in the

parlance of the ward politician, to "turn
Mr. Parker down bard.1' The anger of the
latter, slow as it generally is to rise, fairlyboiled over at tine "indignities" heaped
upon him.
Mr. Moss, as he is stt liberty to do on the

accession of a new Commissioner, readjustedthe committees in such a way that
Mr. Parker is rendered as harmless as a
dove. He was removed from the Committeeof Rule^ and Discipline and deposed
from the chaJrmanshln of the (iommlttoo
on Elections.
The personnel of the new committees is

such that upon none of them is CommissionerParker so placed that "he will be
able to exert an important influence upon
Colonel Smith. Charges against any policeofficial are invariably referred to the
Committee on Rule** and Discipline, of
which Mr. Packer vwas formerly a member.Under the new arrangement he will
have no say whatever in such matters.

The meeting of the Board began with

military promptness at 10 o'clock. CommissionersMoss, Andrews and Smith beingpresent. Mr. Parker did not appear until
half an hour later. When he Anally arrivedMr. Moss announced that if he
(Parker) wished to bring up the matter
relating to the detective bureau he was
ready to discuss it. Mr. Parker repliedthat he was not particularly anxious to
bring the matter up unless Mr. Moss wantedit done.
"I presume the bureau is under the controlof the Board," remarked Mr. Moss

sarcastically.
Mr. Parker rejoined that he supposed the

entire department was under the control of
the Board.
"Well," continued Mr. Moss, "I think

Captain O'Brien should be censured for his
disrespect to the President of this Board
in the Patersen case."
Colonel Smith looked very serious at this,

and Commissioner Parker aBked the presidentto explain.
Mr. Moss said that he had asked Captain

O'Brien for an explanation as to why he
had been so tardy In furnishing the detectivewith assistance in that case, and that
Captain O'Brien had not even deigned to
answer him.

When he did answer, Mr. Moss declared,

He explained that not until the third day
after Detective Petersen appeared in
O'Brien's office asking for the arrest of
Fagenbush, was any authority forthcoming
from the Denver police. He said that a

telegram was finally received on July 22,
and that on the following day Fagenbush
was arrested.
Mr. Parker insisted that O'Brien had

acted entirely within his authority, and
according to the rules of the Department,
and quoted rule 200 in support of his contention.He defied President Moss to show
that there had been any evasion of the
rules.
"Let me show you just how this thing

stands," continued Commissioner Parker,
addressing himself more particularly to
Colonel Smith. "Five years ago this man
Fagenbush had a real estate transaction
with the Ingersoll Investment Company, of
Denver, Ohio. On June 1H last in stalks
this Detective Paterson to Captain O'Brien
and wants Fagenbush arrested. He was
told that he must produce an exemplified
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copy of the indictment or a telegram' or
order from the Chief of Police of Denver,
or the arrest could not be made. He had
neither at the time.
"Now. I wish it to be understood, continuedParker, still chiefly addressing ColonelSmith, "that Detective Sergeant McCauleytelegraphed of his own accord to

the Chief of Police of Denver to obtain
these necessary data, as soon as these
were received, which was on July 22, the
department was put in motion and Fagenb-' " o.v

"I found fault," broke in President Moss,

"with the treatment of Peterson and wtih
the whole proceeding, but especially with
the failure to make an arrest. Then Cap-tainO'Brien's references to me in his
report to Chief Conlin were flippant and
disrespectful. Finally, a warrant was oh-
tamed rrom tne District-Attorney s onice,
and when Fagenbush was captured evidencewas discovered that he hud been
carrying on a swindling business In this
city. I asked Captain O'Brien to make a
report to ine on this case, but instead of
doing so he made a report to Chief Conlin."
"Which he had a perfect and legal right

to do," said Mr. Parker hotly.
Comissioner Smith nppeared to be intenselybored by* the discussion. CommissionerParker insisted that the rules of the

department obliged Acting Inspector
O'Brien to report to the Chief in the first
Instance.
Smith Said, "Let's Get Down to Business."
"What's the use of this long discussion,"

said Colouel Smith; "let's get down to business."
"It is a matter of principle," almost

shouted Mr. Parker. "The Chief of the DetectiveBureau was simply conforming to
the rules of the department."

"It seems to me," said Colonel Smith,
with great decision, "that if Mr. O'Brien
was flippant toward the President of the
Board he ought to he censured."'
Later, after listening to Commissioner

Parker's exposition of the case. Colonel
Smith declared that there might be two
sides to the question.
Commissonor Andrews said that he had

frequently sent for O'Brien and received
word that he was not in. when he knew
him to be in. He said that O'Brien had
treated others in the same higti-handed
way, and that he was In favor of censuringhim.
Mr. Parker said he would vote to put

O'Brien on trial, but that he would vote
against censuring him.
The final resolution as put was that the

Board disapproved of the action of CaptainO'Brien in causing delay in the arrest
of Fagenbush, and to this Parker voted a
solitary "No."
The next session of the Board is eagerly

awaited.
Conlin Will Not Retire.

As exclusively foreshadowed in yesterday'sJournal, Chief Conlin returned to the
city yesterday, having cut short his vacationin consequence of the many reports
that he was about to retire from his positionas head of the uniformed force.
"I have no intention of retiring," said

Chief Conlin. "I intend to hold on to my
position and make every effort to improve
the force, and to this end I shall devote my
energies. It Is my ambition to make the
greater New York Police Department more
and more a credit to this big city."
Commissioner Moss denied yesterday that

need to go to the Recorder for the minutes
of the Lexow Committee, as he was armed
with a full copy of those proceedings himself.

Harlem Lumber Yard.

Travellers tell tales of how wild creatures,when they feel death approaching,
take pains to hide themselves In the uttermostdepths of the forest so that they may
endure the last struggle secure from the
gaze of any living thing.
Perhaps it was a reversion to this primitiveinstinct that led Melina Van Holt to

creep into a secluded nook in a lumber
yard, where she was found dead yesterday
moraine. Or nerhans it was a last mani-
testation of her stubborn pride that she
shunned her relations and friends, tire
police, the hospitals and the hundred and
one agencies that every large city main-
tains ior the succor of such as she.

It is eight months since Melinda Van
Holt, feeble, querulous, with wisps of gray
hair straying over her seamed forehead,
wandered away from the home of her sonin-law,Henry Albers, of No. 320 East One
Hundred and Twenty-sixth street. They
had quarrelled, and her departure could
not have worried Albers much, for he

he hear of her again.
How and where the old woman.she was

seventy-three.spent the rest of the eight
months no one knows, but three nights ago
she strayed into the lumber yard in One
Hundred and Forty-fifth street, between
Morris and Ryder avenues. In a remote
corner she found a kind of rude shelter
that had been constructed by tramps.
There were no walls and the merest apol-
ogy for a roof, but she slept there. The
tramps, returning, found that she had
usurped their resting place, but they left
her In peace.

It so happened that an employe of the
lumber yard needed some planks from
that particular corner yesterday morning.
That is how the old woman's body was
found. She looked quite content.

Healy and "Gus" can be found any afternoonat the Eagle Cafe, either beside th«,

bar or in the baca room of the place, whicl*;is ostensibly set apart as a dining apart-*ment. Healy is a tali, smooth-shaven,
young man wno might be taken for a priest
or minister. "Gus" is a stout German*)with a red face.

Betting- Was Openly Done.
In front of the bar there is a ticker, anif^

dividuals who had placed their bets with
the runners of the pool room. Betting wasJjmade openly in the cafe. Itesults from th»J
