One Report Says They Have

Organized to Control
the Product,

Chicago, Aug. 5..According to a story
printed in the Times-Herald this morning
the efforts of leading distillers and distributersto form a combination to contro' the
production and price of spirits have at last
been successful. The final details of the
plan of agreement, It Is said, nave Just Deen
decided upon though frequent meetings
have been held, mainly In Chicago, New
York and Cincinnati, during the last sil
months.
The combination is on the percentage allotmentplan, with special rules, regulationsand forfeitures imposed on distributors.Each distiller producing more than

his percentage allotment pays monthly into
the pool a certain sum on the surplus. Each
distiller producing less than his allotment
draws out a similar sum for each gallon
short. The executive and arbitration committeesinclude in their membership every
important interest In the country, and w^l
control the new association.
The Executive Committee consists of

Samuel Rice, of New York, president of the
American Manufacturing Company; Frank
Curtis, of New York; P. J. Hennessey, of
Chicago; Jacob Ross, of St. Louis; Franklin
T. Corning, of Peoria; Henry Q. Herget,

It is not thought that
any of these companies will proceed further
with the organization.

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SO UDELL DIED.

Sent His Son for the Poison
with Which He Ended

His Life.
Having returned from "everywhere" nnd

ost interest in everything. William J. Rudlellkilled himself Tuesday night by drink-
ng poison. In the little house on Hoe
street. In the annexed district, which was

o be his family mansion for ages. He had
aken much pride in It once, as the centre
>f vast estates, which would increase in
i*alue year by year and make of him an exemplarylandlord. But the estates went
)lecemeal. together with securities, bonds,
mtes, titles to city property and mortgages
n stock speculations which might have
nade of him a man of fabulous wealth in
t day.
It Is a neat frame dwelling of three

stories, and he lived in it, in the rare
jeriods when New York pleased him. in
;ke company of his son, Thomas Arthur,
lourteen years old, and diistlnguished in
he neighborhood as an accomplished bljyclist.
He went home on Tuesday night and

gave to his son a prescription to be filled
it the druggist's. When the boy returned
the father said, "I am tired; do not wake
me, even for a fire." Arthur obeyed until
Wednesday night, when the long stillness
of his father's room, which had been
weighing on him like a pall, overcame his
trained obedience.
He called for one of his friends, and,

^elned bv him. climbed into his father's
room. Then he saw at a glance what had
inpjiened. He stayed in the house in his
terrible loneliness all the night. In the
morning he borrowed from his friend
enough money to go to the home of ills
uncle, George B. Outten, at No. 11 Abinglonsquare.
If Mr. Outten ever needed discretion it

wa9 then that he needed it the most, for
bis wife, Mr. Ruddell's sister, was taking
eare of her mother, nervous, ill. infirm ana
Incapable of suffering the slightest shock.
She had arrived the day before from Baltimore,to come under the care of a special
physician. " She was not to suspect even
that her son had died. It was with great
llplomacy that Mrs. Outten could be made
ntrorn nf liar rot li aa' a onlnMo

Yet it Aj-ns not a surprise to her. WilliamJ. Ruddell, forty years of age, affable,
Cleasant in conversation and well liked by
is friends, had been, almost morbid for
some time. He discussed subjects in bis
familiar talks that the sensitive avoid.
He talked of forms of death and of the
surest means of achieving it. He knew
the poisons of the ancients and those of
the moderns which affect certain temperamentsand not others.
He defended suicide with arguments

which were not Ingersoll's. He said that
a man had two inalienable rights: "One
is to change his opinion, the other is to
get out of the world when he wishes."
He wrote letters to the newspapers in
defence of suicide.
He was a great traveller and a diligent

student, but his mind was not kent for a
day attentive to any consideration save
that of death. He had been married twice.
His flrst wife died, he was separated from
his second two months ago, after a year of
mutual unhapplness.
One of his sons lived with an aunt, on

Long Island, the other lived with him. Ruddellcalled on Mrs. Outten frequently, and
he stayed at her house on ,Sunday. He
went tne next day to his office at Halght
& Freese's, who attended to his business
at the Consolidated Exchange when he
was out of the city.
In the evening he said to a friend in the

telegraphic style which his disenchanted
habit had made him adopt: "Life is a
nuisance. Society, fools. Literature too
coarse. Inness's pictures, formerly astonishing,with their aerial veils and the
transparency of their skies, are now bothersome.They look as if half-dried brushes

"I though you were a gourmet," said hig
friend. \
"Don't like to eat,'" Ruddell replied.

"Like to drink, but whiskey is not strong
enough. Work! Pshaw! You don't earn
even four thousand a year, and you work
like a convict."

Ills friend walked with him for hours,
trying to weary his mind by wearing out
his body and doing his-utmost to persuade
him that his pessimism was absurd. But
Ruddell could not be persuaded.
He bad taken for insomnia so much sulfonalthat it was almost harmless to him.

So he drank two drachms of tclonal.' He
must have died without pain. His body
was taken to Stephen Merritt'a undertakingcstr,blis!,r»,ent last nicbt.

UNDER HAWAIIAN FLAG.
Pacific Mail Boats Bear the Kanaka

Ensign in Anticipation of
Annexation.

San Francisco, Aug. 5..The Pacific Mail
Steamship Company's steamer China will
sail out of the port of San Francisco to-day
lying the Hawaiian flag.
It was decided yesterday by the officers |

)f the company to place the big vessel,
vhich is the crack ship of the Pacific Mail
leet, under the Hawaiian flag without loss'
)f time, and it is said in maritime circles
;hat this action on the part of the company
ndicates a belief among the officers of the
company that annexation of the islands is
likely to be accomplished in the very nea»
future.

Chinese Excluded.
The news that Hawaii had virtually excludedthe Chinese is confirmed by Honoluluadvices brought by the Australian.

When the annexation proposition was made
to the United States one of the principal
clauses was that Chinese immigration
Should POflSP. Aft A cstnrt In +Vrta

the Hawaiian Government has decided to
issue no more six-months residence permit*
to Chinese or to execute any bonds for contractlaborers to arrive.

Recently there have developed plans fop
colonizing the American plantation negroin Hawaii to gradually replace the coolie*!
in the cane and rice fields, and on tho

They will supplant the
Japanese on the sugar plantations. This
crowd consisted of 115 laborers, 25 women

mixed, there being many Poles and Austrlans,as well as Germans. These laborerswill be placed on nine different plantations,the contracts showing that the
men are to be paid $16 a month the first
year, $17 the second and $18 the third, in
addition to the regular food and lodging
given by the plantations,

TURKS WILL NOT FIGHT.
Fleet Which Left the Dardanelles la

Not Destined for Crete and a

Constantinople, An«. B..The TurkishMinister for Foreign Affairs, Tewflk
Pasha, replying to Inquiries made by the
Ambassadors of the powers, has expressed
Ignorance of the destination of the Turkish
fleet, which left the Dardanelles on Tuesdaylast. It appears, however, that the
war ships are not going to Cretan waters,
which Is probably a wise decision upon the
part of the Turkish authorities, as It has
been stated that the admirals In command
of the fleets of the powers have decided
to oppose, by force If necessary, the entry
of the Turkish squadron Into Cretan
wuipra rrliorp nrAf»ant.l/vnH hflvp nlr^adv
been taken against such an event by the
dispatch of foreign war ships > guard the
different ports of Crete.
The Turkish Government officials are

now manifesting a desire to expedite the
settlement of the peace negotiations, owing
to the straitened state of the enchequer
rendering it impossible, under the present
circumstances, to contract a new loan becauseof the unhealthy condition of the
troops in Thessaly, where many of the soldiersare dying; and for political reasons,
the attitude of Bulgaria, Servia and Montenegrobeing regarded as threatening.
