II MiJT PRAYER.

Thunderbolt Strikes Torbach
as He Kneels in Fear

ot the Morm,

STRIKERS BADLY HURT.

Watchers at^De Armitt's Pit Prostrated
in Their Camp

Under a Tree.

Hazelton, Pa., Aug. 5..While saying
his prayers at his home at Sandy ltun,
last night, Stanislaus Torbach, aged fiftytwoyears, was struck dead by a bolt of
lightning. The accident occurred about 10
o'clock and was witnessed by several companions.
Torbach had always had a fearful dread

of thunder storms and often told his
friends that he feared such disturbances
would kill him some time. He was employedus fireman at the mines, was powerfullybuilt and, In times of danger about
the boilers, was absolutely fearless.
While he sat in the kitchen of his boardinghouse last night a storm came up. The

man Immediately went to his room, drew
the curtains across the windows and knelt
in prayer. While he was on his knees the
alarm whistle at the colliery where he was

employed sounded, and mechanically he
raised his hand to pull the curtain to one
side, and as he did so a bolt or ball of fire
darted from the heavens. So brightly did
it illumine the little mining village that
the men in the boarding house were blindedfor a moment.

All felt a slight shock and then they
heard Torbach groan painfully and fall
back on the floor. His companions rushed
quickly to his tfco, but were horrified to
find that he was dead. The bolt seemed to
have struck directly at the window sill.
The sash was splintered, but how the fatal
current passed fromthe building no trace
was left to show. A single black spot on
the man's side was the only mark visible
to indicate how he met death.
Pittsburg;, Pa., Aug . 5..Consternationwas caused in the miners' camp last

evening by a terrific wind and electrical
storm, which passed over the Turtle Creek
Valley, doing a great deal of damage.
At Sandy Creek a tree in tne yara or rne

Jefferson sehoolhouse, under which was a

group of the striking miners who are in
camp at that place, keeping a watch on the
De Armitt mines, was struck by a bolt and
shattered into matchwood. Two of the
men, Vincent Coffie, from the Essen mine
Xo. 3, and George Sedwick, from the Moon
Run district, were shocked into insensibility.Th^r condition is still critical. Sis
others were also shocked and badly frightened,but soon recovered.
The occurrence caused the wildest excitementamong the striking miners. The

storm came upon them without warning,
and there was a wild scurry for shelter,
of which there was none at all, except that
afforded by their one small tent and the
trees. As soon as it was seen that two of
the men were in a serious condition severalof their comrades were dispatched for
medical assistance, while others carried
the two stricken men into a near-by farmhouse.where they were later attended by
l>i. vvuson, 01 uoui.
When the storm came up many of the

strikers, forgetting that they were going
on to the coal company property and into
the company of Deputy Sheriffs, took
refuge in De Armitt's stables, where the
deputies are quartered. They were not
discovered until the storm had passed and
then were immediately ordered away.
Denver, Col., Aug:. 5..The heavy rains

which have fallen every day this week
have caused many thousands of dollars'
damage in and about this city. Several
bridges across Cherry Creek have been
washed away. Patrick Murray, a laborer,
was thrown into the creek by the caving of
a bank on which he was standing to watch
the flood and was drowned. An unknown
man who attempted to ford the creek on
horseback was also swept away. Trains
are much delayed on account of the damageto roadbeds, bridges and culverts.
Traffic in both directions on the Kansas

Pacific is blocked by an extensive washout
near Strassburg, where train No. 8 from
ivuiisag Liiy was wrecneu un lucwiay.
Number 3 is to-day reported "indefinitely
late."
Colorado Springs, Auk. 5..The rain

storms which visited this city last evening
were the most severe except one during
the past ten years. During the storm the
water stood from six to ten inches deep
on half a dozen of the principal streets,
flooding cellars, running into stores and
damaging stock. Travel was entirely suspended.Three out of the five principal
railroads leading into this city had serious
washouts. A severe electric storm accompaniedthe downpour and several houses
were struck by lightning. No fatalities occurred.
Roekvllle, Conn., Auk* ">.During a

heavy thunder storm last evening lightning
struck the house of C. R. Beekwith, at
Windsorviile, and Charles, the nine-year-old
son of the family, was instantly killed.
Mr. Beekwith was painfully burned by the
bolt, which partially tore his coat off.
Now London. Anjg. 5..Several houses

in this vicinity were struck by llghtn'ng
during the storm that passed over last
night. Lincoln Holloway's home was almostdismantled of its furniture by a thunderboltwhich struck'the chimney. All the
family were severely shocked, but It Is
thought that none of them was seriously
injured. The houses of Captain Elisfia
Chapman, at Groton, and Christopher
Avery, of Eastern Point, were also badly
damaged, but no one was ki'led.
Cleveland, Augr. 5..A severe rain, wind

and thunder storm settled over this city
about noon to-day. It became so dark, after
a hot forenoon, that gas and electric lights
were lighted in all parts of the city. When
the storm broke, signs and awnings were
torn from their places, and the torrent of
water which fell flooded the sewers and did
great damage.

ARMOR BOARD SELECTED.
Experts Will Make Haste to Report Upon

the Cost of Establishing a GovernmentPlant.

Washington, Aug. 5..The Acting Secretaryof the Navy has completed the personnelof the special board which is to
make an investigation of the cost of establishinga Government armor plant. As announcedto-day, the board will consist of
(Jommodore Howell, commandant of the
League Island Navy Yard: Captain McCormiek,captain of the Norfolk Navy
Yard; Chief Engineer Perry, from the
Monterey; Civil Engineer Menocal, from

the New York Navy Yard; Lieutenant P.
Fletcher, from the torpedo station, with
Lieutenant W. I. Chambers, from the
Minneapolis, as recorder.
The board will meet next Monday in the

Ordnance Bureau here for organization and
to outline the plan for work. It is not yet
even to be conjectured how long the inquirywill last, but from the magnitude of
the task and the probability that difficulty
will be encountered in securing the informationas to the cost of plants and cost of
production of armor, the end cannot be
reached very much earlier than the assemblingof the next session of Congress, to
which the results must he rennrterl
