Was Responsible.
Columbus, Ohio., Aug. 6..Two rich Chicagoans,one an experienced turfite, the

other a thrifty merchant of Yankee extraction,made expensive investments in
horse flesh last Winter. James A. Murphy,who knows all the "Ins and outs" of
harness racing, gave some $15,000 for Star
Pointer one evening when in New York,
because he considered the bay worth more

than that sum. Soon after C. W. Marks
attended a sale at the stock yards in
Chicago, and was induced to take Joe
Patehen away with him for about the
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rival.
Since then these high priced nags have

given their new owners plenty of excitement.Star Pointer was considered unbeatablebefore he started this season, and, up
to this afternoon, he fulfilled the predictionsof the experts. This was nice for
Mr. Murphy, who seemed to have all the
big events and the world's record at his
mercy, but rough on Mr. Marks, who had
been led to believe that Joe Patchen was

the real champion. To-night the shoe
dealer has tne laugn on lae lunmuu, auu

his big black pacer, who has always been
popular, even in defeat, is more of an idol
than ever.

Patchen Got the Pole.
The story of the race which had this

unexpected ending hinges first on Joe '

Patchen being fortunate for once in draw-
lug the inside place. When the other stall-
ion did him up in straight heats at Clevelandlast week, Mr. Marks said philosoph- <
ically, "Some day we will get the pole
instead of that Pointer fellow, and then
the boot may be on the other leg." So
it turned out, for after young McCleary
had let Joe Patchen loaf along to the half
in 1:03% for the first heat, and then turned '

on the steam with Star Pointer, he found ,
that the Pointer horse was not the only
express train on the track.

the pacemakers anticipated that the highwayswould grow better as the day wore
on.
