Dailey Was Jealous of the
Widow He Married

in Chicago,
WROTE TO MAYOR SWIFT.

Made a Choice from 500 Answersto His Letters, and Quarrelledwith Her at Once.

Grand Rapids, Mich., Aug. 6..H. A.
Dailoy, a well-to-do Jenlson man, shot his
wife last midnight. This morning he took
poison and died while in charge of the
officers. The woman may possibly recover.

Dailoy sent a letter to Mayor Swift, of
Chicago, last April, saying he wanted a

woman of mature years as a wife. The
Mayor gave the missive to the newspapers
as a literary curiosity. The result was

Dailey received nearly 500 answers from
women who wanted a home.
Out of the lot Dailey selected Mrs. Hattle

The time was up last midnight, but she

refused to resume Tier wifely relations. He
forced his way into her bed chamber, and
pressing his army musket against her
heart fired. The woman seized the muzzle
and pushed it aside, but the charge penetratedher r'glit side.
She staggered from the house in her

nightgown and fell bleeding on the doorstepof Luman Jenison's house, where she
was found. Daiiey was arrested, and as
there is no jail in .Tenison, he remained
in custody of the officers uutil morning,
when he was to be taken to Grand Haven.
Before taking the train he was allowed to

enter a saloon and drink several largo
glasses of beer. At the bar he fell backwardIn spasms. He had managed to

and was dead in a few minutes.
Dailey hid a fine farm and considerable

money, and drew $30 a month pension for
the loss of a hand in the war. He was a
widower prior to his marriage, and had a
daughter, a Mrs. Taylor, of (Irandville.

She
lived a secluded life in .Tenison, had a
few friends and no confidants.

Washington, Aug. G..Representative J.
Hamilton Lewis, of the State of Washington,to-day had a conference with the
Treasury officials In regard to customs matterson the Alaska-Canadian frontier. Mr.
Lewis said that he had received Informajtion, which he deemed trustworthy, to the
effect that the Canadian Commissioners of
Customs, in council, had Issued a special
order, fixing an exorbitant rate of duty on
goods of every description brought by
miners entering the Klohdyke country by
way of Alaska.

duty was 15 cents a pound on goods of
every- character. The Treasury officials ar«
