HANGED AT THE AGE OF 74

Monahan Was Gay and Game to the
Last, Offering to Wrestle with a

Friend on the Gallows.

Baltimore, Aug. 13..Peter Monahan,
seventy-four years old, was hanged here
to-day for the murder of his wife. The
crime was committed on May 25, 1897, and
Monahan was convicted and sentenced on
June 17. He marched to the scaffold without.hesitation, and declined to make any
statement;
Monahan was a confirmed drunkard and

vagabond, who lived on tiie proceeds of his
wife's labor and spent most of his time in
jail serving short lime sentences for petty
offences. The couple had several grown
children, but none of them lived at home,
and Mrs. Monalian earned a living at the
washtub for both.
Monahan has steadily denied his guilt,

meanwhile manifesting the most supreme
indifference as to his fate. The only thing
that seemed to worry him was thai the
jailer refused to give him whiskey, and finallythe jail physician prescribed three drinks
daily for him. Since men he has been
cheerful and seems to think he was having
a very easy time of it.

'COP' CALLED ABBOT A LIAR

Secretary of the City Vigilance League,
Therefore, Preferred Charges

Against Him.

Policeman Thomas Bowes, of the East
One Hundred and Thirty-eighth Street Station,will have to answer charges preferred
against him by Secretary Abbot, of the
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City Vigilance League. Abbot accuses
Bowes of calling him a liar.
Since taking up bis residence in Morrisania,Abbot has made a practice of

watching the work of the policemen in his
district and calling them to account for
their shortcomings. On July 9 he found
Bowes conversing with a citizen, and he
warned the policeman that he was neglectinghis duty. On July 31 he found Bowes
sitting on a barrel while on patrol duty.
He taxed the policeman with it, and
the latter called him a liar, so Abbot declares.He complained to Bolice Headquartersand the charges were approved.
