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EXCITEMENT IN CHUNKS.
Howls and Hoots When Tobin Was

Disqualified at Irish Dames.
Aching for a Row.

yYesterday was a gala da^ for the sons
and daughters of dear old Ireland. From
early morn until long after midnight they
held undisputed sway in Sulzer's Harlem
River Park, and from every available vantageground the colors of the Emerald Isle
waved a welcome to Its loyal children.
Headed by Colonel James J. Moran, fully
five thousand friends of the gallant Irish
Volunteers assembled to witness the annual
outdoor athletic tournament.
It was just 3 o'clock when Colonel Moran

sounded the gong, and amid the strains of
"The Wearing of the Green " announced
that the opening event would be run. It
was a hundred yard dash. The contestantswere Privates Corbett, of CompanyF, and O'Mara and Tobin, of Company D.
Tobin was a hot favorite, and his friends
were there in hundreds to cheer him. But
when the trio started young Corbett shot
ahead like a deer, and his admirers howled
"Go it, Tipperar.v boy; you will beat the
man from Cork." This exasperated thefriends of Tobin and they set up a yellthat floated away over the East River, andechoed and re-echoed through the park. So
great was the uproar and excitement whenthe men came .down to the tape that it
was impossible to tell who was the winner.When the judge announced that Tobinhad been disqualified, and that Corbetthad won in 10 2-5s., a roar of protest wentup that threatened a battle between thefriends of the opposing contestants.Tobin protested his disqualification, andsaid'the decision was unjust. He threatenedto withdraw from the other events,but after n wordy warfare the matter wassettled and the judges' decision sustained.The next exciting event that threateneda ruption was putting the 56-pound shot,loung O'Mara, who flew the colors of CompanyD. was scheduled to win this event.His rooters took possession of nearly everyInch of ground within immediate proximityto the roped enclosure, and just before itwas started they charged over the ropes,ind took possession of the field. Captain3'Xelll marshalled a force of fifty of his
