Evidence to Show That Gul-
densuppe’'s Head Was
Taken Down Stairs.

STAINS IN THE KITCHEN.

Plaster of Paris Found in the
Wastepipe Under the
Washtubs.

Distriet-Attorney Youngs, of Queens
County, is convinced that Martin Thorn, In
his confession to his former friend and con-
fidant, John Gotha, who {8 to nppear as the
chlef witness agnlnst the slayer of Gulden-
suppe, did not disclose events exactly as
they were, and he I8 by no means certain
that these deviatlons were not made for the
purpose of keeplug Mrs, Nock's participa-
tion In the butehery In the background.

Although Gotha gays that Thorn told him
tho bead of the murdered wan was incased
in plaster of parls In the bathroom, the
District-Attorney has what he considers
prof that this grewsolne business was done
in the kitehen. Mpr Youngs bas found ont
only bloodstains In the kitchen #nd on the
woodwork surrounding the washiubs in the
kitchen, but the tell-tale plaster of pavis
was (discovered In the trap below the tubs,
and not In the trap under the bathtub up-
stitlrs. The plumber who wis employed to
examine the water and sewer plpes and
trups In the Woodslde cottnge has made af-
fidavit that a8 quantity of plaster of parls
was found ouly in the trap beneath the

kitchen wanshtubs.

1t was this discovery which led District-
Attorney Youngs to make n more exhaus-
tive Inspection of the kitchen than had yet
been wade, The kltchen, belng situnted in
the rénr of the house, ls dlmly lighted, ¢ven
on n bright day, tod several powerful lan-
terns wWere employed to ald the search for
more evidence. This was found In the
almﬂpe of geveral blood stains on the cover
nn upﬁor eédge of the bath tub., What
Inoked lke a Ulood stain was also found
Inslde one of the tubs, the very one—there
are two—in the trap of which was found
the remnant of plaster of paris,

What Went on in the HKitchen.

“These  finds,"” sald Distrlet-Attorney
Youngs yesterdny, “show, to my mind, that
the head was earied hy Thorn from the

bathroom to the kj:chc‘?l,r whera it was
coverad with plaster of pdrls, after having
been washed one of the wash tubs. 1t
ma]y have been, top, that the remnants of
JGuldensuppe's body wers wrapped in (he
olleloth and paper ia the kitchen, for the
wash tubs, when the covers dre down
afford & convenlent table for the job of se-
curely bindlog the parts of the murdered
man's hody." .

This discovery of Mr. Youngs opens np
a new avenue of thougnr as to the proba-
ble part Mrs. Nack played In (he work of
grepnrlng the parts of Guldensuppe’s body

or dlsposition, She may have been the
one who washed and plasterad Guldensup-
pe's Lead, while Thorn wes busy upstalrs
;om fetlng the flendish work he had

and. -

Untll yesterday the Impresslon pre-
valled—anid  thls  ebtained largely -from
Thorn's confessior as to how he shot Gul-
donsnppe—that the slot was fited from be-
fand &  closet  door. Distilet-Attorngy
Youngs ls couvinced that Guldensuppe wis
shot [n the front bedroom. On one of the
walls of this room was fonnd a blood staln,
larger by fur then any staln yer dlscov-
ereil. The contentlon of the proseeution
will be thnt Guldensuppe was murdered in
the bedroom. It wag of this room, as well
as others In the coitage, that photographs
were token on Wednesday, #s told ex-
clusively In the Journal.
