' I *HREE workhouse prisoners made a

uco^fraie attempt tu escape uvui
* Elackwell's Island yesterday mbrnIng.and as a result probably two of them

were drowned. Only one of them was
saved. He had been swept nearly a mile
down the river by the swift current.
The prisoners were employed as "trusties"at the City Hospital on the lower

end of the Island, and for the last two or

three weeks had been engaged as boatmen
on the island launch Wickham. They were

James Walsh, of No. 13 Washington street,
whose term of 160 days would have expiredon October 12; James Jones, of
Eighty-eighth street and First avenue,
whose term of eighty days would expire
on November 18, and Pat Duffy, whose
term of six months would have expired
November 16. Walsh is the only one of
the three who has been captured thus far.
Jones is believed to have been drowned,
and no trace of Duffy has been found.
Walsh believes that he, top, sank in the
East River.
The Wickham with the three prisoners

on board left the dook at the foot of East
Fifty-second street at 11:30 o'clock Saturdaynight and steamed to the dock at theCity Hospital. There the prisoners Wereleft in charge of a watchman and the boat
went on to the Workhouse. The watchman
took them to the hospital dormitory, wher^the prisoners, who are employed at the
hospital sleep. They had been in the dormitorybut a few moments before he discoveredthat they had disappeared.
An alarm was sent out and officers were

soon scurrying hither and thither along
the shore in search of the fugitives.According to the story told by Walsh
the three prisoners ran to the dock. There
Jones striDDed himself of Ills tell-tnle
clothing and. entirely naked, .lumped into
the stream. Walsh and Duffy watched
him bobbins up and down in the water
until the current had carried him far away
from them. Then after a hurried consulta-tion Walsh, too, stripped himself of his
clothing and leaped into the water. Duffyfollowed a moment later, after throwing
away only his hat and shoes. The current
was strong and it was impossible fo» %nyof the three to make the slightest headway
against it. They were carried swiftly ont
into the middle of the river where they
found they could do nd more than drift
down toward the bay.
Walsh had no idea of the time he was

tossing about in the stream. All he remembersfrom the time ho jumped into the
water is when he saw the lights of one of
tjie Long Island ferryboats bearing down
upon him. He gave a cry of alarm and says
he then shw his two ^companions being
swept along far beyond him. Duffy was
uuiuJii?; iciiM. iu a n»^, urn. uumrs njuhfu as II
his strength was almost spent.
Walsh yelled lustily for help, fearing the

ferryboat would run him down. Some of
the boat hands heard his cries and the boat
was stopped. It was in the nick of time, for
the bow was only a few feet from the
struggling swimmer. Two of the boatmen
dragged Walsh on deck. In his joy at his
escape from death he showed no further desireto escape, but admitted that he was a
runaway prisoner from the island. When
the boat reached the Thirty-fourth street
dock a call for a patrol wagon was sent to
the East Thirty-first Street Police Station.
Walsh was taken to the p/lson ward of
Bellevue Hospital.
As soon as the escape of the prisoners

was discovered at the hospital, the police
were notified, and all day yesterday a
search was kept up for the two missing
men. Nothing, however, has been seen or
heard of them by any one but Walsh from
the time they left the hospital dormitory.Superintendent Leet, of the City Hospital,was inclined to think last night that
neither of the two men was alive. ^
Rolled Off the Pier In His Sleep.
An unknown man, about twenty-eight

years old, five feet seven inches in height,
of light complexion, hair and mustaohe,
and weighing 170 pounds, was drowned inthe North River, at the foot nr
Tliirt.v-eigbth street, yesterday morning.The man had been asleep on the strlngpieeoof the pier, and while asleep rolledoff into the water. Several other personswho were on the dock at the time heardthe splash and succeeded in fishing the
man out. An ambulance was sent for,but the surgeon in charge pronounced himdead.

Prisoners Taking "French L

"L ROAD TO CHICAGO,

Electricity the Motive Power and Eight
Hours the Running

Time.

If the plans of the Transcontinental RailwayCompany are carried out the time
between New York and Chicago will he reducedjust two-thirds of a day. That is,
where It now requires twenty-four hours
for the trip, only eight will be necessary.
A charter was given to the company by
the Illinois Legislature in June, 1895. It
was capitalized at $200,000,000. Lysander
Hill, of Chicago, a patent attorney, of
Chicago, is its president.

It is to be a through route run by electricityon elevated tracks. No stops will
be made. On Saturday in the Recorder's
onice ox unicago was niea a trust ueeu

with the Equitable Trust Company as trustee.It provides for the issuance of not
more than $100,000,000 flfty-year five per
cent gold bonds to construct the road. It
sets forth that the company is engaged In
building a double track elevated electric
railway from Chicago to Jersey City. The
company will issue corporate bonds dated
September 1, 1897, and to mature September1, 1947, of $1,000 each, with interest at
five per cent. This would mean the issue
Of about $90.01X1,000 in bonds.
The Equitable Trust Company is authorizedto issue, if necessary, In addition

$10,000,000 for the purchase or acquisition
Of rights of way, but in no case must the
issue amount to more than $100,000,000.

"The plan is feasible enough. We Intendto build an elevated road, eight, feet

high, along the most feasible route. We
wnnf + ! ,. hnn.b or, +ho+ TT7C r>nn rrr.

CROZER'S VICTIMS ACTIVE.
Efforts Making to Spur the Authorities

Into Offering a Heavier Reward
for the Absconder.

Dissatisfied with the inactivity of the
Trenton authorities in offering so small a
reward for the arrest of Peter Crozer,
Charles A. Bhret, who made the original
complaint against the absconding treasurer
of the defunct building and loan associations,charging hiin with defrauding the
companies of the nominal sum of $1,000,
appeared before Justice M. J. Solon late
on Saturday afternoon and preferred additionalcomplaints against Crazer, charging
him with stealing $42,000 from the Mechanics'and $47,742.50 from the Mercer,

Mr. Ehret's idea in making these additionalcomplaints against the defaulter is
to spur the authorities if possible to greateractivity and to pave the way for action
before the Grand Jury. County ProsecutorBayard Stockton is expected to returnfrom his vacation this week, and will
take up the question of proceedings before
the Grand Jury at once.
Receiver Howell will qualify Tuesday.Meantime much interest is felt in the selectionof his legal adviser. J. J. Cahill,

an assistant in Judge Woodruff's office,has been talked of. This appointmentwould virtually mean that Judge Woodruffis to be the adviser, and while Judge WoodruffIs a shareholder-and apparently anxiousto push the investigation, he is the
leading bondsman of Crozer and not withoutpecuniary interest in the element of the
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question as to the liabilities of the bondsmen.
There is a feeling among many of the

shareholders, therefore, that the receiver
cues it to himself to name some entirely
disinterested attorney if he needs legal advicein the coming investigation.

MONEY. NOT OLOOD

He Confesses to the Killing
of Marcus Nichols to His

Young Wife.

NICHOLS HAD A REVOLVER.

Had He Not Threatened to Use
It the Connecticut Farmer

Would Be Alive To-day.
Bridgeport, Conn., Sept. 12..That Charles

Bonai and David Weeks are the murderers
of aged Marcus Nichols, of Nichols Farms,
there is no longer any doubt, for during the
early hours of July 21, following the commissionof the awful crime, Bonai tremblinglyconfessed to his young wife that
with her brother, Dave Weeks, he had shot
old man Nichols. This fact became known
to-day for the first time.
The Journal has told the story of the

crime in detail, so it is unnecessary to rehearseIts ghastly features. That morning,
a few hours after the terrible crime, Bonal
wet and sullen, crept into bis room, where
his faithful helpmate was anxiously awaitinghim. She was uneasy, and wrung the
confession from him. When the family
had retired Bonay said in a whisper:
"Maggie, I have something I must tell

you." Then, step by srep, act by act, he
told her of the terrible murder he and her
brother, David Weeks, had committed. He
told her why Marcus Nichols was shot, end
said that Marcus had a pistol and would
have shot him had he not shot first. The
pistol, ho said, would be found under the
sofa, where It was kicked after the shooting.The pistol, if there was one, has never
b^en found
There has never been any good reason

given for the brutal murder of Marcus
Nichols. The robbery could have been
achieved, It was held by aU of the detectives,without bloodshed, but If MarcusNichols did have a pistol and attempted
to use It, that may be the reason why he
was shot.
Bonai told his wife that John Weeks,

who is now awaiting trial for complicityIn the crime, did not accompany them, althoughhe piloted them to the edge of the
woods that led to Marcus Nichols's home.
He knew they were bent on robbery.
That was Tuesday night, July 20. Bonay
and Dave Weeks hid themselves in the
barn of their victim, and save for an occasionaltrip during the night for the
purpose of seeing how the land lay, did
riot attempt an entrance. They concealed

and all of the next day until the followingmidnight, when they decided to make
the break. About 11 o'clock on the night
of July 21 they left the barn and removed
the bricks that gave them an entrance into
the cellar. It was while helping themselvesto the cider and preserves that they
attracted Nichbls and his sister. The
farmer went down the cellar with his gun.
Before he got there Bonal and Weeks had
returned to the barn.
"We could have killed the old man then

and there," said Bonal to his wife, "but
It was money, not blood, we were after.
Our long wait made us hungry and we
waited until we got something to eat after
shooting the old folks. I don't think the
old folks will die, though they are in a
bad way."
Bonal then told that they did not get as

much money as they expected.
Bona! also admitted that It was Dave

and he who robbed John Nichols and bound
and gagged the old man's daughter, Miss
Kate Nichols, to a chair, just before his
marriage. It was the money he obtained
at this time that defrayed the expenses of
his honeymoon.
