MEN WANT TO WORK.

Hazleton, Pa., Sept. 15..Everything is
flulet in the strike district to-night, and
the indications are that the stay of the
soldiers here 'will be of short duration.
The developments to-day were of a characterwhich impresses the belief that the
operators and employes will get together
this week, arrange a wage scale that will
be uniform, and settle the strike. The dispositionamong the miners is to work,
which is a complete change from the feelInsrthat orevailed a few davs aero. The
demand for a meeting of the operators has
dot met with the unanimous response hoped
for by the original promoters, but the indicationsare that the meeting will be held
Boon and that an adjustment will be
Reached.
Another change in sentiment favors

Sheriff Martin. This is the result of calm
judgment, which is now being given, and
even the labor leaders who denounced the
Rheriff most vehemently earlier are taking
ftis part.

One
hundred and ten yards yesterday was from
a tloat to a canal boat oft' Avoca Villa.
According to Professor Donaldson it was

agreed to give the Misses Hultgren and
Hprague twenty-five seconds handicap. At
the last moment Golding, merely rainsed a
streuous objection.
