He Was UsingExoloded.

PIECE ENTERED HIS HAND.

Burning Alcohol Set Fire to the
Room, but It Was

Subdued.

The gas with the wonderful name, which
Is fatal to all disease germs, but whloh
would not kill the bees that had taken
possession of a house at Elizabeth, N. J., a

week or two ago, nearly killed Health InspectorDr. E. G. Putnam yesterday.
Its name is Formaldehyde gas; its deadly

effect on disease germs was discovered by
a German scientist, and Dr.. Putnam has
been employing it with great success for
several months in disinfecting houses and
apartments after contagious diseases.
An apparatus as formidable as its name

is employed for generating this vapor of
wood alcohol. The machine consists of a

strong copper boiler in which a liquid is
heated under enormous pressure until the
gas generates and is forced out through a

curiously shaped spout which distributes
it In all directions until the room Is thoroughlyfilled.
The machine had been placed in position

In a room at No. 514 South Park street,
Elizabeth, which had recently been occupiedby a diphtheria patient. Dr. Putnamhad filled the boiler, lit the heater,
hermetically sealed the apartment and left
the vapor to do Its work.
After a while he looked on to see how

matters were progressing and discovered
that for some reason or other the gas
wag not generating. He had just placed
his hand upon the valve with which the
boiler is fitted to prevent explosions when
the vvhple thing flew to pieces with a

deafening report.
The physician was saturated from head

to foot with the scalding liquid and the
spout of the machine ploughed a deep

-main artery. He did riot lose his presenceof mind, but carried the broken apparatusto the window and threw it into
the street.

Island Rapid Transit Railroad Compmy
has had its first result in a conference be-

tween tne two troney roaas on tne one

hand and the steam road on the other to
see what agreemenot could be reached.
The electric roads' proposition to the steam
road that a 5-cent commutation rate from
any point on Staten Island, except certain
stations on the Tottenville branch, to til's
city, should be offered, was first rejected
by the Rapid Transit Company, but the
latter has now decided to reconsider it.
At the next meeting of the Chamber of

Commerce of the Borough of Richmond, to
be heid Tuesday next, the matter will be
considered and a formal resolution adopted
asking that an agreement between the variouscompanies be reached.
"An agreement among all the Interests

Concerned," said a member of the Chamber,
who is a stockholder in one of the electric
roads, "is the only possible solution of the
question. When this is reached, as I have
reason to say will be done in the near future,the problem will be solved for the
Immediate future. Its final solution must
come with municipal control of the ferry
when Greater New York becomes a fact.
"In the meantime, with a 5-cent commutationrate for each trip, things here wo'

boom. People will move down here and
the depression in real estate which has existedduring the last few months will
cease."
President Alexander, of the Staten IslandPolice Board, said yesterday:"The ultimate solution of the questionmust be municipal ownership. Within the

limits of the Greater City, I think, there
should be free water transportation. We
staten islanders ought to be able to go to
Manhattan Island without expense. If the
city will provide this for us, as it has done
for Brooklyn, and must do ultimately for
us, then we will be left free to deal withthe question of local rates unhamperedby any question of the ferry.
