FOR MICHAEL.

Lesna, McDuffee and a

Record Fall Before the
Little Wonder.

AT CHARLES RIVER PARK,

French Champion Beaten by One
Lap, and the American

by Two Laps.
WELSHMAN SIMPLY- iNVINCICLE.

Won $3,000 of the $,000 Purse in
the Twenty-five Mile Race at a

Pace That was

Terrific.

Boston, Mass.. Sept 18..An army of pacemakerscarried three great racing men

around the Charles River Park track today,and a part of that army of 125 men

carried Jimaite Michael on to a grand victory.
Great is little Michael, the wonderful

little Welsh-American, (for he has been
naturalized) the unbeaten champion of the
leason.
To-day Michael scored the greatest victoryof his life. He placed himself withoutthe shade of a doubt in a class by

himself, for he took the greatest middle
distance of the age from the two best men

of the country round in world competition
record time, lowering the world's record
made against time and in competition as

well.
Michael won the twenty-five mile race

and the $3,000 of the $5,000 purse, by one

lap and one foot, from Luc'.en Lesna, of
Switzerland, the French champion, and by
two laps and about two hundred yards
from Eildie McDufToe, the beat American
blooded rider who could oe pitted against
the little wonder.
To be sure. McDuffee was unfortunate,

for his pacing wheels went wrong, the
hain of one breaking In the seventh

mlje, and the chain o? another toward the
close of the race, while McDuffee was two
laps baek. The Boston man was tired,
very tired, at frequent iutervnls in the
contest, and no man who at any time gets
tird, can ever hope to beat Jlmniie Michael,who never tires.
Lesna did not tire, but was simply outridden.Lesna made a game battle for

mile after mile, and heid his lead of
Michael for mile after mile after the
Welshman had nearly closed the lap
wanted, and while he was trying in vain
to close the gap. Lesna made a grand ride
an dwas gamely beaten, for Michael had
more than a lap on him starting the last
mile, and Lesna closed and passed, only
to be himself passed right at the finish for
a foot only, giving Michael the victory in
the sprint, as well as in the race.

World's Records Beaten.
The case of McDuffee, the local favorite,

World competition records were cut for

the first time at three miles and at ten
Michael sorted his attack on the time records.iui'h were made by Stocks in a
r-H'o.cl trial ar.d during his hour ride of
iirty-two miles 448 yards. Michael's time

for the twenty-five miles was 45:58 4-5. the
former competition record by Lesna being
47:42. made iu his race against Starbuok
at Charles liiver track. The world's recorda.rtinst time by Stocks for twentyfivemiles is 46:22 1-5, the cut into this
mark being thirty-three and two-fifths seconds.and the cut into the world's competitionfigures one minute fifty-three and onefifthseconds.

Michael's fearful pace was relaxed towardthe close or the cuts would have been
far larger than this Michael cut the
American record against time, his own,
from the five miles to the ten miles inclusive,missing the ten-mile against time
mark of the world but five and four-fifth
seconds.
Michael passed McDufi'eo the first time in

Lesnti's Game Flslit.
Michael and Lesna see-sawod for a long

time, first Michael ahead and then Lesna.
Michael having his lap which he had
gained, as a mater of course. At no time
after he was caught could Lesna get far
away. It was the best of the middle distancecontests of the season, and that Is
saying a great deal. It was the greatest
«> d best-managed race of the season, and
thHt says a great deal. It had the largest
purse of the scason-^Jo.OOO.and with the
throe best men of the season up, the attendancewas over 10,000 easily, bring:ng
a large profit to the promoters, who doubled
the usual price of admission.
MoDuffee used a 107 gear. Michael 10(5

and Lesna 103. The pnceninking outfit of
MoDuffee was five sextuniets, one quintupylet,on" quadruplet and one triplet. The
pacemaking outfit of Michael was four sextupiets.one quintuplet, four quadruplets
». d two triplets, and that of Lesna was

LJ quadruplet.
Michael had fifty-one men in all. MoDuffeehad forty-two and Lesna had but thirtytwo.Lesna did not kick about his pacemakingbut followed without a hitch. MoDuffeewas the only man shaken by his

pacernbakers and this occurred several
times with him.

WHITE HOUSE SUMMONS.

Consul-Genera! Was Sent for
from Virginia to Talk Over

the Present Situation.

Washinfffon. Sort. 18.. "I shall return to
Cuba about the 20th of October, aS1 the
President has requested me to go back
and resume the duties of Consul-General,"
said General Fitzhugh Lee, on leaving the
White. House this noon, after having eonsuitedwith the Executive for two hours
on the condition of the insurgents in the
island and the inability of the Spanish to
pacify them.
General Lee was asked about the probaibilify of liis being superseded by J. Frank

Aldrich, of Illinois, and he replied that he
knew !u._t how long he would remain in
Cuba or who would be named as iiis successor.
The President recognizes the gravity of

the situation, present and future, and he
warts Lee, who is familiar with affairs in
Cuba, to remain in ohiee until the erLs
is oyer.
At this morning's conference both SecretaryAlger and Assistant Secretary of

State Day were present, thounh the latter
retired early. General Lee, who Ciime from
Virginia by request. found the Presideill
In an inquiring frame of mind, lie liar-
rated file brutal irethods that General
Weyler employs to put down the insurgents,and guVe an emphatic opinion that
the insurgents were not in danger of being
subdued. Ho illustrated the campaign that
that been waged unsuccessfully by Weylei
and gave the President to understand that
un.h ss the United States Interfered iho
conflict might continue iudeliniteiy.
When General Lee reached Washington

from Havana and reported t Assistant
Secretary of State liny, last Monday, he
signified that he was tired of the way
things were going in Cuba, and that if they
were to continue Without change, he was
not nnrious to return. After this morning's
t"lb with tin- President, though the lntier
<Pd no1 eoniniit himself by word of mouth,
Giperal Lee took a more cheerful view ot
the future and seemed pleased tiiat ho .1
had lwen asked to return.
